James J. Corbett, holder of the 
world's pugilistic championship for 
several years and who, since his ive-
tirement from the prize ring, has be­
come well known as a vaudeville act­
or, was born in San Francisco, Sept. 
1, 1S66. In his youth he boxed in his 
father's stable and was once expelled 
from school for'his fighting propen­
sities. For several years he occupied 
a position in the Nevada National Bank 
but his spare time was devoted to 
athletics, particularly boxing and ball 
playing. Late in the SO's he began 
to attract attention as a professional 
fighter. In his early career he met and 
defeated Joe Choynski, Jake Kilrain, 
Dominick McCaffrey and others equal­
ly well known. On Sept. 7, 1S92, be­
fore the Olympic club of New Orleans, 
he won the title of world's champion 
by defeating John L. Sullivan in 21 
rounds. The title was lost to him 
five years later by his defeat at the 
hands of "Bob" Fitzsimmons at Car­
son City, Nevada, in a fight that lasted 
fourteen rounds.
