Upton Sinclair, the young man who 

caused the Chicago stock exposure by 
writing "The Jungle," that book that 
has caused such great consternation 
and much comment, has recently start­
ed a communistic colony in New Jer­
sey. There are to be no servants-
ail are laborers. 

The Roycrofters, of whom we have 
heard so much through Elbert Hub­
bard, the founder of that little col­
ony near Buffalo, New York, now have 

over four hundred workers and faith­
ful co-laborers. 

They print and bind books, malte 
furniture, weave and work ornamental 
iron. They also have a farm and op­
erate a hotel and a bank. Two-thirds 
of the members live in their own 
homes and many of these dine at a 
common table at the hotel. 

Their aim has been to do their work 
a little better than anyone else and, 
as a result, have received some very-
high prices for their wares; to create 
an atmosphere in which souls can 
grow—in which men and women can 
work up to their highest and best. 

They have a libray of five thousand 
volumes and reading rooms where 
the latest magazines are to be seen. 
They have excellent schools, lec­
tures and all that goes to make bet­
ter men and women. 

The Henry George Republic, found­
ed for the elevation of fie street 
hoodlums and waifs of New York city, 
has succeeded beyond the most san­
guine expectations and is now recog­
nized as a power for stamping out 
evil. 

Ernest Thompson Seton, away down 
in the wooded hills of Connecticut, 
has started anothergunlque colony, by 
which he has interested boys in study­
ing nature in the woods and has taught 
them to respect the labors of the tiny 
animals of lower creation, creating 
in them a kindly spirit. 

Seton has turned work into play 
and created a healthful out door ex­
ercise that has merit in it. He has so 
organized this class of boys that they 
manage themselves and thus, by 
teaching them to exercise their will 
power, like Judge Llndsey of Denver, 
he Is making better boys of them;

Francis Preston Venable, the well-
known southern educator, was born 
in Prince Edward county, Virginia, 
Nov. 17, 1856. He comes of a famllyy 
that has given many eminent lawyers, 
educators and other professional men 
to the south. Francis P. Venable re­
ceived his education from the Univer­
sity of Virginia, whs re he graduated 
in 1879. Afterwards he spent two or 
three years in the study of chemistry 
in several of the great German univer­
sities. He returned to America in 1880 
and became professor of chemistry 
at the University of North Carolina. 
He occupied this position for twenty 
years and in 1900 he was elected to the 
presidency of the university. He has 
served as president of the Southern 
Educational association and has been 
active in every movement that has had 
for its object the promotion of higher 
education in the south.

William Randal Cramer, member of 
the British parliament, was born Nov. 
18, 1838. He is best known to the 
world as the founder of the Inter­
parliamentary conferences, which has 
met since 1888 in Paris, London, Vi­
enna and other capitals of Europe 
nad in St. Louis during the Louisiana 
Purchase exposition. Mr. Cramer has 
visited the United States several dif­
ferent times and on his last visit pre­
sented to the president and congress 
a memorial from members of the 
house of commons in favor of a treaty 
of arbitration between Great Britain 
and the United States. In the parlia­
mentary session of 1893 he moved and 
carried unanimously, with the support 
of the government, a resolution in 
favor of an Anglo-American arbitra­
tion treaty, and consequently he was 
actively associated with Lord Paun-
ceiote and Secretary Hay in promoting 
the treaty. For thirty-five years Mr. 
Cremer has been secretary of the 
International arbitration league, and 
has visited every country of Europe, 
advocating its objects. In 1903 he 
was awarded the Noble Peace purize. 
Of the amount he received from this 
source he gave $35,000 to the Inter­
national arbitration league as an en­
dowment.
