Bismarck, N. D., Dec. 8,—The Tri-
bune says: The official . vote of the
state has been Treturned to the secre-
tary of state in full and an analysis
of the figures of the election so far as
they affect the principal candidates for
office Is possible. The total vote of
the state for governor is between 64.-

000 and 65,000, a falling off as com-
pared with the total vote two years
ago, notwlthsumdlng that the total
number of voters in the state has con-
siderably increased in the last two
years.

The total vote on governor two
years ago was nearly 68,000, so that
the figures would indicate 12,000 to
15,000 stay-a-homes, figuring that
there should have been a normal in-
crease of ten per cent in the total
vote. Governor-elect Burke's major-
ity is 5,116—less than was claimed by
the democrats a few days after the
election, but enough. The democraitc
vote for congressmen would probably
as nearly as anything else indicate the
legitimate democratic strength in the
state, and taking the lesser vote of
21,060 for Benton and comparing ft
with Burke's vote, it would seem that
some 13,400 repudblicans must have
added thelr votes-to this to make

Burke's vote of 34,424. Taking Mar-
shall’s vote as the republican strength
at the election, it would indicate that
between a quarter and a third of the
republican voters cut the ticket on the
governorship and the judgeship.

search of his fortune. He was
without friends and desperately poor.
He began life as a cigarmaker here
in New York.

He made his first strike by the
invention of a cigar molding machine
which proved a great labor saving
device. He Invented other machines
in connection with the treatment of
tobacco and cigar making and from
these he reaped considerable profit.
Then he made more money out of a
tobacco trade paper. Then he became
interested in Harlam real estate, and
after the boom which converted One
Hundred and Twenty-fifth street into
a first class business thoroughfare
Mr. Mamersteln found he was worth

close to a million.

His career of theatrical speculation
dated from that time. He bullt the
Columbus theater and the Harlem
opera house, beth on One Hundred and
Twenty-fifth street. Then he decided
to build one farther down town, and
Manhattan opera house arose on
Thirty-fourth street. It was then
Mr. Hamerstein's intention to make
this place of amusement the home of
grand opera ,to be sung In English at
“popular prices.” It is difficult to
say why the experiment was not a
Buccess, But the fact remains that it
was not and after running the theater
for some time on the lines originally
laid out Mr. Hamerstein made a com-

bination with Koster & Blal, and the
house was duly dedicated to vaude-
ville.

Under the joint management of
Hamerstein and Koster & Bial the
new music hall was successful from
the start, and undoubtedly Hamer-
stein’'s famous living pictures did a
good deal towards its early success.
But the three partners cculd not long
agree on matters of policy, and Ham-
erstein got out or was forced out.
This made him extremely bitter, and
he shortly announced that he would
build the finest music hall in the
world, set 4t in the best locatlon and
then proceed to pulverize Koster &
Blal, his former partners. He car-

ried out the first part of his threat.
The Olympia music hall was undoubt-
euly the finest structure of its sort
In existence, and its location at Broad-
way and Fortieth street could not
be improved. When Hamerstein start-
ed to build Olympla he was probably
worth $2,000,000 . The venture was a
colossal failure, and Mr. Hamerstein
was forced Into bankruptey. This
was less than ten years ago. Since
that time he has bullt several more
playhouses and today is again reck-
oned a millionaire. How he manages
tu do it is one of the secrets that only
the irrepressible Oscar himself can |
solve.
