While Cobb 1b great he will have to i 
keep up the clip for years to come to 
aurpaes Honus Wagner, the man who 
led tbo National league In hitting this 
year. Ty Is faster today than Honus 
and he 1b younger, but he will have to 
travel a long distance before he will 
outdo the work of Pittsburg's great 
shortstop, when t.he record of years is 
tak«m into consideration. 

Honus Wagner joined the Louisville 
club In 1897, and he has played regu­
larly In the National league ever since. 
In the fifteen years he has been "on 
the turf" he never hit under .-300, and 
the past twelve years he has led the 
National league batters eight times, 
and that is going some.

Since Wagner has been in 
the National league there have been 
other sluggers who have beaten him 
out of the hitting honors, but they did 
not last. 

They were Ed Delehanty, Clarence 
Beaumont. Jess Burkett, Billy Keeler, 
Cy Seymour and Sherwood Magee, and 
the only one of these who has lasted 
is Magee of the Phillies. 

Ed Delehanty is dead. Beaumont 
was released by the Cubb and played 
with St. Paul tn the American asso­
ciation last season; Jess Burkett is in 
the managerial ranks, located in Wor­
cester, Mass.; Billy Keeler played last 
season for Joe Kelley at Toronto in the 
Eastern league, and Cy Seymour is do­
ing his last baseball stunts in a little 
minor league in New York state. 

Greatest Hitter. 
Wagner, therefore, must be consid­

ered one of the greatest hitters in 
baseball history, despite Ty Cobb's en­
viable reputation. 

But Wagner is great in - another 
way. He doesn't seem to have the 
daBh, the vim and the energy of such 
n great shortstop as Joe Tinker, but 
nil these years he has demonstrated 
that he 1b Just as good a shortstop as 
anybody, and as sensational there as 
Cobb Is in the outfield. 

The one reason for the overlooking 
of the Dutchman is that outfielders 
have more chances for individual 
work than a man playing on the In­
side has and this is why Cobb's speed 
makes him stand out. 

Here's hoping that Honus Wagner 
may be able to make his fifteen years 
In harness a full score and may he 
never fall below the .300 mark. If he 
can do this he will set a record In 
baseball that will be well nigh im­
possible to equal.

Because St. Louis university and 
Barnes university play most of their 
games with southern colleges they 
may be considered in the class of 
southern colleges. These teams have 
been coached by Eddie Cochems, a 
former University of Wisconsin half 
back. Frank Cayou, a pupil of Glen 
Warner at Carlisle, now is in charge 
at St. Louts and his capable handling 
of the men and his clever Instructions 
in intricate football make his services 
Invaluable.

The organization vested President 
JLiynch with powers to act for It In 
dealing with the request of the three 
principal minor leagues for a higher 
classification. A list of recommen­
dations in this, connection was approv­
ed. Among them were the following: 

"That major league clubs not be al­
lowed to play in minor league territory 
and vice versa, either before or after 
the playing season; reduction of the 
drafting season to Ave days beginning 
September 15; drafting of umpires, an 
amendment requiring the major 
leagues to increase the salaries of 
drafted players $50 a month over 
their minor league salaries; the adop­
tion of salary limits by minor leagues; 
restriction of player limit in all 
leagues to twenty-five during the plav-
ing season and thirty-five during the 
oft season; the retention of players in 
the highest class league in which they 
are purchased, so far as possible; 
drafting prices of $2,500 In class AA. 
$1,250 in class A. $1,00 Oin class B 
$750 in class 7 and $500 in class D. 
That players drafted from class A 
must be sold back to class A at the 
draft price before being offered a high­
er class. 

While it was recommended that 
President Lynch vote for these amend­
ments to the national agreement, the 
entire situation was left in his hands 
and Mr. Herrmann's for action at the 
next meeting of the national commis­
sion. 

The league also adopted unanimous­
ly a resolution submitted by President 
Dreyfuss declaring It to be the sense 
of the gathering that In future 
world's championship games the con­
testing clubs be required to turn over 
twenty-five per cent of their shares of 
the receipts to the treasuries of the 
two leagues. The resolution advocated 
a namendment to this effect to the 
national agreement and provided that 
a copy of the measure be sent to the 
American league. 

Playing next year will cease on or 
about October 6, a week earlier than 
formerly; the season will open on or 
about April 11. a resolution to this ef­
fect being unanimously adopted. Final 
action before adjournment was the 
appointment of the following commit­
tees: 

Constitution—Brush, Herrmann and 
Locke. 

Schedule—Dreyfuss. Heydler and 
Lynch. 

Rules—Ward, Bresnahan anil Ems-
lie. 

Questioned regarding the American 
league resolution after the meeting. 
President Lynch declared that there 
was "nothing In It." He added: "We 
couldn't make out what it meant." 

The only other echo of the world's 
series ticket scandal was the resolu­
tion calling for legislation on ticket 
scalping. It recited that present laws 
were Inadequate to protect the rights 
of the public and in addition to calling 
upon the states to enact legislation 
making ticket speculation punishable 
included the club cities in the appeal.
