1loosevelt and Taft are Making Whirl-
wind Tours of the State and Verdict
Tomorrow is Considered the Crucial
Test of the Campaign.

Newark,” N. J., May 27.—This was
another day of hard riding and fast
talking for President Taft and Col.
Roosevelt. Tomorrow. New Jersey
will instruct her twenty-eight dele-
gates to the national conventions and
the last full day of the primary cam-
paign was utilized by both candidates
to its last hour.

Many other signs besides the me-
teor-like trips of the, candidates make
it apparent today that the state is the
crisis of the big political battle. Bill-
boards which stretch for miles along
the rallroad lines out of New York
flamed with political posters. The
newspapers are full of political adver-
tisements and campaign literature has
been distributed by the ton.

Colonel Roosevelt started from here
today for what may be his last day
of campaigning before the national
convention unless he decides to go to
South Dakota. :

It was sald the colonel might visit
the latter state if President Taft spoke
there, but the president’s intentions
are unknown, Roosevelt's itinerary
included a large number of towns in
the center of the state, and tonight he
expects to wind up at Princeton and
speak from the balcony of the Prince-
ton Inn. The selection of this rostrum
it 1s said, is due to the refusal of

President Hibben of Princeton univer-

Rity to let any of the university build-
ings to be used for a political meeting
unless nothing derogatory was said
about President Taft, who was the in-
stitution's guest recently at President
Hibben's inauguration.

President Taft will continue his
campaign until the polls close at 1
o'clock tomorrow. Today he started
from Newark where he spent Sunday
and last night, for a tour of the towns
along the Atlantic coast. The day's
work will end at Atlantic City where
he will spend the night.

Governor Wilson may make his last
speech before the primaries tonight at
his home in Princeton. The Woodrow
Wilson club of the university plans to
have a big parade which will march to
the governor's house and call him to
his front perch.

SENATOR M GUMBER
ON PUBLIG EXPENSE

Points Out How the Govern-
ment Can Save Millions
by Business Methods.

Washington, May 27.—Senator Por-
ter J. McCumber of North Dakota, a
member of the finance committee, the
committee on expenditures in the {n-
terior department and chairman of the
pensions committee .who has been in-
vestigating government expenditures,
in a statement made today says he is
in tfavor of a complete overhauling of
the departments, with a view to pro-
moting greater economy and business
efficiency. .

“This is one of the first problems
that congress must take up at the be-
BInning of the next session. The rev-
elation of extravagance and waste that
have come to view in comnection with
the work of the various committees of
congress investigating the government
departments show the paramount im-

ortance of the introduction of strict
usiness methods,” he declares:

“No private busincss concern would
tolerate the extravagant methods em-
ployed in running some of the federal
departments,” says Scniator McCum-
ber. *“None of the departments is free
from faulty administration, and mil-
lions of dollars could be saved the gov-
srnment by simply adopting the meth-
’ds of up-to-date business manage-
ment. Until this Is done the govern-
ment will bear the burden of needless
expense in many directions.”

“The extravagant methods of car-
rying on the government's business,
turnishes a striking argument against

overnment ownership of public utili-

es, I am strongly opposed to the
proposal of Postmaster General Hitch-
cock for the government to take over
the privately owned telegraph lines.
The folly of this must be clear to
thoughtful business men. Any one
who has investigated the cost of run-
ning the government departments
knows that in the hands of private in-
dividusls they could be conducted at
halt the cost. 1 have no doubt that
the postoffice department could be run
at thirty per cent less its present cost
by private individuals. This could al-
80 be done in the aother federal depart-
ments.

“But there are other reasons besides
cost why 1 am opposed to government
ownership of utilities. In the first
place, it the government were to take
over the telegraph lines there is no
telling whe reit would stop. It would
create a vast army of political office
Bolders who would .constitute a men-
@ce to our political system. No one
could hope for election to public of-
fice or to congress unless his election
came through this immense political
machine. Then again, government
ownership means paternalism and pa-
ternalism means death to American
business initiative. With everything
fixed by government regulation all fair
and legitimate. competition would be
eliminated from business, Remember,
for the success of any business enter-
prise we must have ambition in front
Oof us and necessity behind. This fs
the law of life, and however agreeable
a theory of government may sound we
cannot get away from this fact,

paternalism in Europe, due to govern-
ment nwnership, ® prevalent in

HOT WEATHER

Condition Will Prevail Over Nearly all
Country East of Rockles.

Washington, May 27.—Hot weather
is promised for the coming week over
the greater part of the country east
of the Rocklies, according to the week-
1y bulletin of the weather bureau issu-
ed last night. While temperatures
will be above the normal on this side
of the Rockies, they will be generally
below normal on the Pacific slope.
‘“Considerably cooler weather, how-
ever,"” says the bulletin, “will appear
in the northwest about Thursday and
overspread the middle west by the end
of the week. The barometric pressure
will remain low with showers in the
northwestern districts during the next
several days, and a well defined storm
area will overspread the middle west
Cy, ‘~esday or Thursday and move
ard to the Atlantic states Friday
or saturday. Except for the showers
and thunderstorms attending this dis-
turbance, the week will be one of gen-
erally fair weather.”

WORLD PEAGE
15 ONLY A DREAM

Foss Says Monroe Doctrine
Will be Questioned Be-
fore Mény Years.

o=

Washington, May c7.~Representa-
tive George Edmund Foss of Illinois, a
republican and former chairman of
the house naval affairs committee, in
a speech on the naval appropriation
bill today, predicted that the Monroe
doctrine will be called into question
more often in the years to come than
in the past. He pointed out that .in
the last fifteen years the United States,
England, Italy, Russia, Japan and
Turkey all had been engaged in wars.
Talk of peace, he sald, was “‘an irides-
cent dream."

Mr. Foss spoke in opposition to the
democratic program for retrenchment
in naval appropriations, referring es-
pecially to the no-battelship policy. He
charged the democrats with being
shortsighted in this connection.

Points to Need for Big Navy.
“We need a strong and adequate

United States,” said Mr. Foss. “There
are many such interests. Among them
are our interests growing out of the
application of the Monroe doctrine.
Some ‘gentlemen seem to think the
Monroe doctrine will never be called
into question. In my judgment, the
Monroe. doctrine will be oftener called
into question in years to come in the
next century than in the past. With
the exception of the Monroe doctrine,
Admiral Mahan tells us, thera is no

undertaking more fraught with re-
sponsibilities and danger than the
Panama canal.”

Mr. Foss asserted that the house

naval affairs committee, in non-parti-
san action, would have reported a bill
providing for two buttleships this year
had it not been the mandate of the
democratic caucus, which declared
against battleships.

Says End of War Is Not Yet.

“Forty democrats voted for two bat-
tleships a little more than a year ago,
when the republicans were in power."”
sald Mr. Foss. “I intend to offer an
amendment providing for two battle-
ships this year, and hope it will be
supported by as many democrats now
as then. I hope that the democrats
will raise the flag of their country
higher than the banner of their par-
ty, and vote for the maintenace of
the efliciency of the navy.”

Mr. Foss said it was all right to talk
about peace and arbitration, but that
everybody knew in the bottom of his
heart that war was not over in the
world, and would not be for some
time, and that a nation which was
not prepared for war, when it had as
much at stake as the United States,
was fool hardysto the. last extremity.

Defends Democratic Position,

*The United States has never engag-
ed in 4 war provoked by a controversy
which we would have been willing to
submit to a court of arbitration,” he
sald, “much less to an international
court, which must necessarily be com-
posed, for the most part, of represen-
tatives of monarchical governments.”

Representative Gregg of Texas de-
fending the position of the democrats,
said that the naval committee took the
position that the navy must be sup-
plied with torpedo craft and other
auxiliaries, such as colliers or fuel
ships, supply ships, ammunition ships,
and others.

Declares Forees are “Top-Heavy.”

“I1t will cost $341,741,078 to supply
this shortage,” he eaid, *“and every
battleship built increases this short-
age.

“Our position is that it is wise to
suspend the construction of battleships
and use the money available to supply
as many of these necessary auxiliaries
ag we can. We contend that the navy
is now top-heavy, like an army with
nothing but heavy artillery, and we
believe in constructing the necessary
naval units to make it efficient and
symmetrical and to supply men and
officers for thoge we have before build-
ing more battleships,

‘“The present slow battleship is an
experiment, and naval construction is
in a state of evolution; and the near
future may develop a fighting vessel
which will render obsolete what we
have.”

FIGHT 15 ONE OF THE RANK
AND FILE AGAINST THE BOSSES

Issue Would Have Been Settled In
April Had the Masses of the Repub-
lican Party Been Allowed to Make
Their Choice in all States,

New York, May 27.—In an editorial
entitled ‘“The Rank and File,” by
Colonel Theodore Roosevelt, which!
will be published in the Outlook
magazine of June 1, the colonel re-!
iterates his charges that Presldentl
Taft has been using the federal pat-!
ronage to coerce southern delegates'
and insists that the issue of the cam-
paign is bossism. The editorial reads
In part:

“This campaign has been a fight by
the rank and file against the bosses.
It is we progressives who are the real
republicans, because it is we who are
standing along with the rank and file.
The popular primaries have shown
that the republican voters want to
govern themselves.

“Every party has to have its lead-
ers. The true party leader is the man
who tries to lead and not drive the
voters, and to put into effect their de-
liberate judgment. He has the right
and the duty to go before the voters
and try to persuade them. but he has
no right, by trickery or violence, to
try to impose his own will upon them
against théir's.

“In this campaign we have shown|
that wherever the people have a
chance to express themselves they |
have no use for:hosses. Eleven states
including Ohlo, have allowed the vot-
ers of the party to express their|
wishes. Out of three hundred and|
twenty-four delegates clacted at these!
primaries, the most that Mr. aft

It has bheen proved that
nothing can withstand the deliberate
Judgment of the pcople. In those
places where the honest and decent
cltizens, the plain peopla, the rank
and file, have had a chance to fight.
they have done their own fighting,
and, nine times out of ten have over-
whelmingly won. And where these
citizens, these pliin people, who hee
long to the rank and file. have heen
denied the chance to fight. we pro-
sressives have been  fighting  their
battles. and now huave made it cer-
tain that they will have the right
in the future to fizht for themselves,

“Our cause 18 the cause of justice
for the rank and file. When special
interests scheme to deprive the peo-
ple of their property in the natural
resources of the country, we stand
for the right of the people to control
that property. When the workers
have to bear all the waight of accl-
dent and death that ought to be
borne by industry, we stand for hu-
man rights against the elaims of
propertv. When antiquated and worn!
out views of the laws and of social
justice stand in the way of the courts
giving a square dea] we stand for
the rights of the rank and file, even
against the traditions of judges. 8o,
when the power of the officeholder
and the political leader is used to
prevent the rank and file from en-
forcing their will, we stand for the
right of the rank and file against
the boss.

“Those who wuant special privileges
very well know who their friends are.
They are glad to muke alliance with
the bosses. Thig is what they mean
when they talk ubout being ‘friends
of constitutional government.’ The
way to break the power of special
privilege is to break the power of the
boss on whom it depends. There are
well-meaning people among our op-
ponents; but the fict that they mean
well does not prevent them from be-
‘ing allles and fricnds of bossism.
They are willing to e put in this po-
sition because they distrust the rank
and file. It I8 no wonder that they
dread the popular primary, for the
popular primary is an appeal to the
rank and flle whoin they distrust.

“It has been suid by my opponents
that what T am standing for is ‘trea-
son to the party.' When they speak
of the party they mean the bosses
and their undersirappers who have
so often manipulited the party ma-
chinery. I decline to recognize the
bosses us embedying in their own per-
sons the party. I recognize the rank
and file as making up the party, and
it is to them that my lovalty is due.
When I say, therefore, that no repub-
lican is called upon to surrender to
the irresponsible action of party
bosses, I am showing my loyalty to
the people. No loyvalty ig due to the
bosses who defy or disregard the will
of the people. The only lovalty I
acknowledge I8 lovalty to the rank
and file, loyalty to the people,”

Minneapolis, May 27.—Dr. J.
Buckley of New York. editor of the
Christian Advocate, known in the
Methodist Episcopal church as “bishop
maker” and for thirty-two years edi-
tor of one of the strongest church pa-
:)ors has withdrawn from active serv.
ce.

In services remarkable
their simplicity and solemnity, eight
bishops or general superintendents,
and two missionary bishops elected at
the present session of the general con-
ference, Sunday afternoon took the
vows which bestowed upon them both
the highest power und honor in the
possession of the church. As a climax
to the services of consecration. the en-
tire board of bishops, including those
newly elected, repaired to the grave in
4 local cemetery of Bishop Isaac W,
Joyce to pay homage to his memory.

Is Bossism a False Issue?

“Is bossism, then, ‘a false issue and
a sham,” as Mr. Taft says? Let us
see. This 1s what the republicans of
North Carolina think about it. After|
instructing delegates for me, the re-!
publican state convention at Raleigh |
by unanimous vote adopted this res-
olution:

*“ ‘Whereas, President Taft did on
the seveneeth day of March by single
order withdraw from the senate the
nominations of ten citizens of North
Carolina without assigning any rea-
son therefor, and without any charg-
es aguinst the character or qualifica-
tions of sald nominees; it being un-
derstood that the fate of the nominees
is to await the actions of this con-
vention—the appointments to be
awarded to the factional leaders who
shall deliver the largest number of
delegates to Mr. Taft.

*“This action of the president is|
indefensible and in flagrant violation
of the statutes governing the civil
service.

“‘We unhestitatingly repudiate, re-|
sent and rebuke the whole proceed-!
ings and all parties thereto,’ |

“The republican voters of North
Carolina have had a good exampla
of bossism ,and they have decided
that It is not a sham or a false is-
sue, but real and true.

““That is one way in which bossism
becomes a real issue and a live is-
sue. Another way is that which has
been used in the state of Washington.
Although there was no state-wide pri-
mary required by law there, the coun-
ty committees were authorized by the
law to order the election of dele-
gates to the state convention at pri-
maries. This was done in two coun-
tles, one of them including Seattle
and in both the primaries were car-
rled by the Roosevelt delegates. In
all, the Roosevelt forces carrledl
eighteen counties; the Taft forces|
only six counties, the remaining coun- |
ties being divided or contested. The!
state committee, which was in the|
control of Taft men chosen two years
ago, assumed authority that was un-
precedented, and arbitrarily decided
the contests. The Post Intelligencer, |
which Is a pro-Taft paper, published
the story that the state committee,
in an effort to appear fair, seated one
Roosevelt delegation, and then, hav-
ing found that it had miscounted,
without further evidence reversed it-
self In order to secure a Taft majority.
It unseated Roosevelt delegates, in-
cluding a hundred and twenty-one
delegates legally elected at the pri-
maries, and by substituting deelgates
chosen by the bosses, undertook to
steal the state. This is the way the
Taft men held their convention. The
locked doors of the convention hall
were guarded by a platoon of police-
men to prevent the entfance of the
rightful delegates. A clear majority
of the delegates, however, met in con-
formity with the regular call for the
convention and clected Roosevelt del-
egates' to the national convention in
accordance with the will of the vot-
ers. In the state of Washington the
issue Is a real issue and a live is-
sue—the Issue between the rank and
file on the one side, and the bosses
on the other.

The customary duty of the committee
on arrangements requires them to
designate some one to render that
service, I was notitied by the com-
mittee that they had designated me
and I accepted the designation.

to the prisoners by instructors of Iowa
agricultural colleges is recommended.

The commission asks that the next
general assembly act on the recom-
mendations.

“The contract system now in vogue
in Iowa and other states is the worst
form of slavery because it is a dele-
gated form of slavery,” says the re-
port. “Authority and responsibility
should go hand in hand but this can-
not be with the contract system."”

The prison probe was ordered by
Governor Carroll following the publi-
cation of a series of articles in an Iowa
City newspaper relative to conditions
in the penitentiary at Fort Madison.
The editor of the paper charged the
warden with cruelty and the state
board of control wtih mismanage-
ment, while considerable complaint
was made against unsanitary condi-
tlons at Fort Madison. The report
says the charges against the warden
are unfounded and the board of con-
trol is praised for its outside man-
agement, while its inside management
is severely criticised.
