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The ship purchase bill is the chief 

topic of interest before the United 
States Senate at the present time. 
.Senator Root made a vigorous speech 
against the bill, pointing out the dan­
gers and complications to which it 
would lead. 
' The republican filibuster against the 

bill was thought to have broken down 
yesterday, but opposition w*s strong­
ly reinforced this morning by the po­
sitive assurance that the allie» would 
look upon the purchase of German 
ships, now interned in our harbors, as 
a breach of neutrality. 

Night sessions will be had in the 
hope of passing the bill and the vari­
ous other legislation which must be 
put through before the fourth of 
March, and so avoid an extra session. 

The President held a conference 
yesterday with the leaders of Con­
gress with a view to devising means 
for cutting down expenditures and so 
preventing an increase of the growing 
deficit in government funds. 

Secretary Bryan has written a let­
ter to Senator Stone answering the 
charge that the administration is fav­
oring the allies, and setting forth very 
clearly the administration stand. The 

letter caused much favorable com­
ment in the British press. 

A decision rendered by the Supreme 
Court of the United States makes it 
necessary for the Treasury Depart­
ment to refund $2,000,000, collected 
as an inheritance tax under the war 
tax imposed at the time of the Span­
ish war. 

President Wilson has expressed him­
self as &f the opinion that the num-
berof unemployed is greatly exagger­
ated, and has ordered an investigation 
by the Department of Labor, which 
investigation will extend to all the 
seaport cities of the east. 

According to statistics gathered by 
the government, commerce is being 
greatly hampered by the unwarranted 
rise in ocean freight rates. The rise 
has been from 150 per cent on certain 
articles, to over 1,000 per cent on oth­
ers, making such articles almost pro 
hibitive. 

It is announced that Captain Lukens 
of the Coast and Geodetic Survey, has 
discovered a channel leading from 
Bering sea to the mouth of the Kus 
kokwin river, in Alaska. This opens to 
commerce the second greatest river 
in Alaska. This river is navigable for 
over 600 miles and taps the fertile 
valley which bears its name.

ILLINOIS FARMS FLOODED 

Low Lands North of Quincy Are Un­
der Water. 

Quincy, 111., Feb. 3.—Several square 
miles of low farm land are inundated 
by water which poured through a 
break in the South Bear creek levee, 
fifteen miles north of here. 

Efforts to reach residents by phone 
have been unsuccessful and the ex­
tent of the damage and whether there 
was any loss of life is not known. 

Commissioners of the district, with 
headquarters here, said the winter 
wheat crop certainly is ruined and 
that the loss probably will be heavy. 
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Mexico City, Jan. 30.—General Al 
varo Obregon, the Carranza leader, 
has entered .Mexico City at the head 
of his troops. 

At first he met with little or no re­
sistance, but when the national pal­
ace was reached shots from the cathe­
dral roof and other buildings nearby 
caused his soldiers to open up a 
fusilade, which, however, lasted but 
a short time. After the lighting was 
over a correspondent counted three 
persons lying dead in the plaza. 

The rear guard of the Zapatistas 
left the city as'General Obregon en­
tered, holding up street cars at the 
point of rifles in order to commandeer 
the same for transport as far as ttie 
suburbs. 

All commercial houses and banks 
were closed, but aside from the shoot­
ing on the main plaza the entry of 
the Carranza forces caused no dis­
turbances. 

After taking possession of the na­
tional palace, General Obregon, lead­
ing his troops, rode down San Fran­
cisco street to his newly established 
l-eadquarters. 

PRESIDENT S HAT IS IN RING 

National Chairman McCombs An­
nounces Wilson Candidacy. 

Washington, Feb. 1.—President Wil­
son's hat is 'In the ring" for 1916. 
Iiis campaign managers started to 
outline their course of action for a 
whirlwind campaign which was offi­
cially announced as now open, but 
which will not be in full swing until 
March. 

President Wilson and his adminis­
tration record will be presented to 
the nation in the next few months. 
Chairman William F. McCombs of the 
Democratic national committee offl 
clally announced. The campaign will 
hinge chiefly on Wilson, according to 
McCombs' statement 
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TORNADO HITS TEXAS TOWNS 

Number of Buildings Destroyed at 
Tyler and Elsewhere. 

Tyler, Tex., Feb. 2.—A tornado 
passed through Tyler, doing damage 
estimated at from $12,000 to $15,000. 
No one was injured, but numbers oi 
buildings were demolished. 

Reports from Marshall and Jones-
vllle, in Harrison county, indicated 
the damage there also was extensive. 
Train and wire service has been 
greatly hampered. A heavy rain ac­
companied the wind. 

New York, Feb. 2.—J. P. Morgan, 
testifying at the inquiry being con­
ducted by the federal commission on 
industrial relations into the great 
philanthropic foundations and the 
cause of industrial unrest, denied that 
his banking firm dominates half of the 
railroads in the United States. 

The denial was called forth by a 
statement attributed to Samuel Un-
termyer, when the latter was a wit­
ness before the commission that his 
banking firm virtually controls all the 
railroads. 

"We certainly do not control half 
of the roads," Mr. Morgan asserted. 

John Mitchell testified regarding con­
ditions among the miners of Colo­
rado and Pennsylvania and charac­
terized as "simply absurd" the Rocke­
feller plan of settling labor troubles 
in Colorado.
