The city council of the city of Glas­
gow, Mont., met in regular session in 
the office of the clerk in the public 
library building at 8 o'clock p. m.

The minutes of the meeting of Oct.

The following building permits 
were presented for approval by the 
council:

Rundle Land and Abstract com­
pany—To erect concrete foundation 
and excavation for full basement on 
lots 1 and 2 and three in block 19, 
according to specifications filed. 

It was moved by Alderman Markle 
and seconded by Hurd, that the permit 
to erect the foundation and excavate 
for basement on lots 1, 2 and 3 
block 19 be granted. Carried. 

The city attorney stated in regard 
to erecting the temporary structure 
in block 20 that Ordinance No. 39 
would forbid the permit being granted 
as the location was within the fire 
limits. 

That if the council wished to con 
sider repealing Ordinance No. 39, des­
ignating the fire limits, or to amend 
said ordinance by withdrawing all or a 
portion of block 20 from-such fire lim 
its, it might be possible to consider 
later the application for a permit to 
erect the frame building. 

Mr. Harry Beverly, who was pres­
ent, addressed the council to protest 
against the granting of the permit, 

Mr. Sam Rugg, Mr. M. Reuler and 
Mr. S. J. Rundle each presented their 
reason why the permit should be 
granted and asked that the block be 
withdrawn from the fire limits. 

With the understanding that a pe 
tition would be passed among the 
property owners of block 20, said pe 
tition asking the council to withdraw 
block 20 from the fire limits, the mat 
ter was laid over until the next meet 
ing.

15, 1905. and the lowest for the same J 
period was 33 degrees below zero on 
November 20, 1896, which is the low­
est temperature ever recorded in No­
vember at a regular weather bureau 
station. 

The total precipitation for the week 
was 0.01 inches, which is 0.19 inches 
below the average amount for the 
week. The percentage of possible 
sunshine was 31 per cent. There was 
one clear day, two partly cloudy and 
four cloudy days. The wind force was 
gentle to moderate, with prevailing 
direction from the southwest. The 
highest velocity was 34 miles an hour 
from the southwest on the 17th.
