prineiples of democratic governiment
formulated by Thomas Jelferson and
enforeed by a long and illustrious
line of democratic presidents,
Tariff Reform,
We declare it to be a fundamental

principle of the democratic party
that the federal government under
the constitution has ne right or

power to impose or colleet taviff du-
ties, exeept for the purpose of rev-
enue, and we demand that the collec-
tion of such taxes ghall be 1mited to
the necessities of government, hon-
estly und economically administered,

The high republican tariff is the
principal cause of the unequal distri-
bution of wealtlh;, it is a syvstem of
taxation which makes the rich rich-
er and the poor poorer; under jts
aoperation, the American farmer and
laboring man are the chiof sufferers:
it raises the cost the necessities
of life to tham, but does not protect
their product or wage. The farmer
sells largely in free markets and
buys almost entirely In the protected
markets. In the most highly pro-
tocted industries, such as cotton and
wool, iron and steel, the wages of
the laborers are the lowest pald in
any of our industries.

We denounce the republican stand
on the subject and assert that Amer-
fvan wages are established by com-
petitive conditions and not by the
tariff,

We favor the immediate down-
ward revision of the existing high
and, in many cases prohibitive, tariff
duties, Inﬁ[ﬁtlng that material reduc-
tions be speedily made upon the nec-
essaries of life. Articles entering
into competition with the trust-con-
troiled products and articles of
American manufacturg which are
sold abroad more cheaply than at
home should be put upon the free
list,

We recognize that our system of
tariff taxation is intlmately conhect-
ed with the business of the country
and we favor the ultimate attain-
ment of the principles we advocate
by legislation that will not injure or
destroy legitimate industry,

We denounce the action of Presi-
dent Taft in vetoing the bills to re-
duce the tariff in the cotton, woolen,
metals and chemicals schedules and
the farmers' free list bill, all of
which were designed to give immedi-
ate reliefl to the masses from the ex-
actions of the trusts

The republican party, while prom-
ising tarilff revision, has shown by
the tariff legislation that such re-
vision I8 not to be in the people’s in-
terest, and having been faithless to
its pledges of 1908, it should no lon-
ger enjoy the confidence of the na-
tion. We appeal to the American
people to support us in our demuand
for a tariff for revenue only,

High Cost of Living,

The high cost of living Is a seri-
ous problem in every American
home. The republican party, in its
platform, attempts to escape from
responsibility for present conditions
by denying that they are due to pro-
tective tarilf. We take Issue with
them on this subject and charge that
oxeessive prices result in a large
measure from the high tariff laws
enacted and maintained by the re-
publican party and from trusts and
commercial conspiracies fostered and
encouraged by such laws, and we as-
sert that no suubstantial relief ecan
be secured for the people until im-

Anti-Trust Law,

A private monopoly Is Indefensible
uand intolerable. We therefore favor
the vigorous enforcement of the
erimmal us well as the civil law,
Aagainst trusts and trugt officials, and
demand enactment of such additional
legislation as may be necessary to
make It impossible for a privata
monopoly to exist in the United
States. We favor the declaration by

ing companies, of interlocking direc-
tors, of stock vatering, of diserimi-
nation in price, control by any corpo-
ration of so large a proportion of
auny industry as to make 1 a menace
to competitive conditions.

We approve the measure reported
by the demomratic leaders in the
houge of representatives for the cre- |
ation of a council of national defense
which will déetermine a definite naval
program with a view to Inereased ef-
ficlency and economy, The party
that proclaimed and has always en-
forced the Monroe doctrine and was
sponsor for the new navy will con-
tinug faithfully to observe the con-
stitutional requirements to provide
and maintain an adequate and well-
proportioned navy sufficlient to de-
fend American policles, protect our
citizens and uphold the honop and
dignity of the nation.

Republican Extravagance.

We denounce the profligate waste
of the money wrung from the people
by oppressive taxation, through the
lavish appropriations of recent re-
publican congresses, which have kept
taxes high and reduces the purchas-
ing power of the people's toil, We
demand a return to that simplicity
and economy which befits a4 demo-
cratic government and a4 reduction in
the number of useless offlces, the
salaries of which drain the sgub-
stance of the people,

Railroads, Express Companics, Tele-
graph and Telephone Lines,

We favor the efficient supervision
and rate regulation of railronds, ex-
press companies, telegraph and tele-
phone lines engaged in interstate
commerce. To this end we recom-
mend the valuation of raillroads, ex-
press companies, telegraph and tele-
phone lines by the Interstate com-
merce commission, such valuation to
take into consideration the physieal
value of the property, the original
cost, the cost of reproduction, and
any element of value that will ren-
der the valuation fair and just.

We favor such legislation as win
affectually prohibit the railroads, ax-
press, telegraph and telephone com-
panies from engaging in business
which brings them into competition
with their shippers or patrons; also
legislation preventing the overigsue
of stocks and bonds by [(nterstate
rallroads, express companles, tele-
graph and telephone lines, und legis-
lation which will assure such reduc-
tion in transportation rates as condi-
tions will permit, care being taken
to avold reduction that would com-
pel a reduction of wages, prevent
adequate service or do injustice to
legitimate investments,

Banking Legislation,

We oppose the so-ealled Aldrich
bill or the establishment of a cen-
tral bank, and we believe the prog-
ress of the country will be large.y
freed from panics and consequent un-
employment and business dejpression
by such a systematie revision of our
banking laws as will render tempo-
rary relief in localities where sucn
rellef Is needed, with protection trom
control or domination by what Is
known as the money trust.

Banks exist for the accommoda-
tion of the public and not for the
control of bugsiness. All legislation
on the subject of banking and cur-

rency have for its purpose the secur-

ing of these accommodations on
terms of absolite security to the pub-
lie and of complete protection from
the misuse of the power that wealth
gives to those who possess it

We condemn the present methods
of depositing government funds in a

few favored banks, largely situated
in or controlied by Wall strest, in
return  for political favors, and we

pledge our party to provide by law |

for their deposit hy competitive hid-
ding, on the banking institutions of
the country, national and state, with-
ont diserimination as to locality upon
approved securities and subjlect to
call by the government,

Rural Credits,

0Of equal importance with the
question of currency reform is the
question of rural credits or agricul-
tural finance, Therefore we recom-
mend that an investigation ol agri-
cultural eredit societies in foreign
countries be made, so that it may be
ascertained whether a svstem of
rural credits may be devised sultable
to conditions in the Unlted States:
and we also favor legislation permit-
ting national banks to loan a reason-
able proportion of their funds on real
estate gecurity,

We recognize the value of voca-
tional education and urge federal ap-
propriations for such training anid
extension teaching in agriculture in
co-operation with the several states.

Waterways.

We renew the declaration in our
last platform relating to the con-
servation of our natural resources
and the development of our water-
ways, The present devastation of
the lower Mississippl valley ac-
centuates the movement for the-reg-
ulation of river flow hy additional
bank and levee protection below, and
the diversion, storage and control of
the flood waters above and their util-
ization for beneficial purposes in the
reclamation of arid and swamp lands

and the development of water powur,'

instead of permitting floods to con-
tinue as heretofore, agents of de-
struction. We nold that the control
of the Mississippi is a national prob-
lam. The conservation of the depth
of Its water for the purpose of navi-
gation, the boilding of levees to
maintain the integrity of its channel

and the prevention of the overflow |

of the land and itz consequent de-
struction, resulting in interruption of
interstate commearce, the disorganiza-
tion of mall service and the enor-
mous loss of life and property, im-
pose an obligation which alone can
be discharged by the general govern-
ment,

To maintain an adequate depth of
water the entire year and thereby
entourage water transportation, Is a
consummation worthy of legislative
attention and an issue national in its
character, .It calls for prompt action
on the part of congress and the dem-
ocratiec party pledges (tself to the
enactment of legislation leading to
that end.
