Iile statue of Airaham Lincoln erect-
ed by G, B. Butler in memory of the
late Jaeoh Thompson will be formally
presented to and aecepted by the pvo-
ple of Ashland, The exercises will
be held in Lithia park near the mon
ument, a short distance from the
Fountain of Youth.

The school children will meet in
the plaza at 2:30 p, m. and, headed
by the boys' band, will march to the
statue. The G. A, H., W. I C. and
all patrlotic and fraternal organiza-
tions are invited to join in the pro-
cession pnd purtleipate in the celebra-
tion,

Monday has been chosen as the day
for the reason that it ls the anni-
varsiry of the nomination of Lincoln
for president, Mr, Thompson, In
whose memory the stitue {5 present-
ed, was one of the early ploneers of
Jackson county, and Mr. Butler,
whose generosity muakes possible this
heautiful addition to the park, was
one of the first white ehildren horn
in the Rogue River valley. Hon. E

over thirty-two years, will be chafr-
man of the day.

Fred Podge died at the Sanitarium
Tuesday as the resolt of a rallroad g
necldent at or near Steinman Monday
night when both his arms  were
crudlied In the eoupling apparatus of
n frefght tealn,  The right arm was

left one crushed close to the shoul-
ter, |

Mr. Dodige wis about 22 yenrs old '
and hoad been employed by the South-
ern Pacific Company for a numbar
of venrs, He wont out in charge of

the trakn Monday nlght 4s conductor,
Near Steélnman the train stopped for
witar and when attempting Lo starl
broke in two. While trying to fix the
Iiraken  coupling Mr Dodge  wus
caught between the cars wlileh wet-
tled back

The rear engine and a caboose
were delached f[rom the train and
with the trainmen wuving lights, (n
the absence of any headlight, the trip
was made down the mountain to Ash
land in record time,

Mr, Dodge was hurried to the Sani-
tarium, where It Was hecessary Lo
amputate both arms, and owing to
the shock and subsequent sinking Mr,
Dodge died Tuesday afternocn ahaout
