ation and strong stimulants finally
succeeded In reviving all the victims.

A month ago fire broke out In the
Bell shaft, one of the Anaconda Com-

pany's properties, and so far all at-

tempts to extinguish It have proved
unavailing. A force of men was put
to work today In an airshaft 300 feet
deep with the Intention of drifting to
head off the fire In the main shaft

The men failed to come to the surface
and two other gangs were sent down.
They also failed to return and a third
gang was sent below. With great dif-

ficulty all were taken to the surface.

tion to me. The stat constitution of
Maine prohibits any one from holding
a stats and federal office at the same
time."

COAL FROM CHINA.

American Engineer Says It Will Be
Sold in San Francisco for J7

Per Ton.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 7. Robert C.
Hoover, chief engineer of the depart-
ment of mines of the Chinese govern-
ment for the two years preceding the
Boxer outbreak, is in thl? city. Speak-
ing of the commercial importance of
China he said:

"In the near future the chief factor
in the Chinese trade of the Pacific coast
will be coal. There is more coal in
the three northern province of Chi LI,
Shan Tung and Sben King than in any
other region in the world. This coal
Is anthracite, of excellent quality, and
whenever fairly good railway com-

munications are established It can be
sold in San Francisco at V per ton."

CURES YELLOW FEVER.

Young Specialist Who Discovered the
Serum Is Now in New York.

NEW YORK, Dec. 7.-- Dr. Angle
a young specialist whose suc-

cess In the treatment of sufferers from
yellow fever recently attracted much
attention In Mexico, is in the city on
his way to Brazil.

Dr. Bellinzaghl baa been offered the
$100,000 prize set aside by the Mexi-

can government for the discovery of
a serum that would cure yellow fever,
but he says that he is unwilling to
accept the prize on the termB proposed
by the Mexican government, although
he is ready o give all sufferer from
the dreaded disease the benefit of his
cure. . ..

Although Dr. Bellinzaghl spent only

two month In Mexico treated about
50 cases of yellow fever and effected
curej In W per cent of th case. II
Mil that he would remain In New
York about a week and that he would
return to the United 8tate from Bra-- ll

eaily next year. He I accompan-
ied here by P. L. Summerlln. of San
Antonio, Tex., near which city he ex-

pects soon to establish a laboratory for
the manufacture of the serum which
has attracted the favorable attention
of the Mexican authorities.

"It Is my desire," Dr. Boltlniaghi said
in ar Interview, "to place my discov-

ery at the disposition of the United
State, as I believe It will be of great
value to the sufferers from yvllow fe-

ver Ir. the statos along the gulf coast.
My experience In the republic of Mex-

ico, both In the treatment of yellow
fever and in Immunlilng person llab;e
to have it have been most satisfac-
tory and convincing."

Dr. Bellintasht takes special pride In

the case of Davis Kilpatrlek, an Amer-

ican who had contracted yellow fever
and whose case had been brought to bis
attention In Vera Cru. Kilpatrlek"
case wa regarJed hopeless. Four
applications were made and Kllnatrick
recovered.

This strengthened the confidence of
the local authorittea In Dr. Belllniag-lil'- s

discovery and the Mexican govern-

ment express.d Its desire to obtain from
him his Interest in the new remedy.
The offer was not accepted aa Dr. hl

did not desire to place the en-

It is the pHn of Dr. Belllniaghl and
those associated with him to establish
hospitals for the cur of yellow fever
in Vera Crct, Havana, Panama, Ven-exue- la

These hos-
pitals 111 be supplied with the newly
discovered serum from the establish-
ment In Texas.

ENGLAND IS INTERESTED.

Disposed to Insist Upon the Signing of
the Treaty,

NEW YORK. Dee. 7.- -A dispatch to
the Trlbun frm London y:

Th fat f the trea-
ty Is awaited htre with more Interest
than anxiety. It rejection or even
an amendment In a spirit hostile to
the Sue regulation will be regarded
as a sign that tin American senate Is
bent upon ending rather than mending
the Clayton-Hulwe- r convention and Up-

on doing M. moreover, in an offensle
way.

The rtrltWh iroverniwnt did not tak.'
the Initiative In opening negotiations
for a revision of the convention of
INoO. It merely responded In a most
friendly spirit to a suggvatlon from
th-- s state department that the time had
come for adapting an antlouated trva-t- y

to alt.'nvl conditions In a spirit of
mutual accommodation and good will.
It conceded everything that was asked
and merely stipulated that the Sue
principles should be applied to any
canal under American control.

The rejection of the convention will
be considered ns an indication that the
American ifoverninent does not know
Its own mind and that It does not val-

ue the concessions made In response
to Its own iollcliatloiis. The adoption
of a fortification amendment will be

the signal for a strong press agita-

tion here against a departure from the
Sue practice and the foreign office will

have the public support If it declines
to a cvpt the treaty In a new form.

It Is understood In diplomatic circles
lm-- that Lord Salisbury at the out-

set of thi negotiations expressed a
willingness to settle the canal tUs-t'o- r

If he could receive an assurance
tbat the treaty would have the sup-

port of the senat and that the various
senators of the foreign relations com-

mittee were consulted In advance
whether they had committed thui.s Ives

or not to th? treaty.
It is considered singular by diplo-

matists here that the question of for-

tifying the ends of the ennal should be
raised. No European power wlilr h Is
without coaling stations and a naval
base close at hand can ever menace
American control of the canal and Eng.
land is the only one which Is adequately
supplied In the West Indies with these
indispensable accessories f jr naval war-

fare. If Americans insist upon fortify-

ing the canal It must be because they
have their eyes on Port Royal and
Santa Lucia and dread British Inter-

ference with the waterway.
Although Lord Salisbury has re-

nounced in the new .reaty the principle
of iual agreement, England having
agreed In good faith would prefer that
the Americans accept the, treaty In Its
original form.

TI G WILL GO TO MANILA.

First Time So Small a Steam Vessel
Has Male Such a Trip.

N'EW YORK. Dec. aval officers
re looking forward to the voyag? to

Manila that has been ordered by the
navy department for the little tug
Wwrpatuck, which has been doing ser-
vice at the Brooklyn navy yard for
some time.

The order came as a surprise to the
ollleerj In the yard. If she completes
the long trip It will be the first time
on recoid that so small a tug has been
ablii tc do so. As to the general pur-
pose or specific reasons for sending the
Wompatuck to Manila, naval officers
In the yard confess complete ignor-

ance.
It is generally believed that the tug

will leave the yard this week but In-

quiry revealed the fact that she Is not
expected to go until Sunday. Lieutenan-

t-Commander F. H. Sherman is
nominally in charge, but when the tug
sails she will also have on board Lieu-
tenant E. R. Bralnerd.

The Wompatuck will go first to Nor-
folk, then to Bermuda. She will tht--

follow out an Itinerary which will take
her to Madeira, thence to Gibraltar and
other Mediterranean ports, to the Suez
canal and Dead sea. across the Indian
ocean, touching at Bombay, Calcutta
and Sumatra.

PHILIPPINE EXPERIMENT FARM.

Growth of Seeds and Plants From This
Country Will Be Tested.

BERKELEY, Cal.. Dec. 7. Under the
patronage of the United States Phil-
ippine commission an experiment farm
will be started some 200 miles from
Manila where the growth of all sorts of
see'lb and plants from this country will
be tested.

Prof. Bernard Moses, of the commis-
sion, has written to the University of
California regarding the proposed work
and at his suggestion the state institu-
tion will send from Its experiment sta-
tions the required seeds and plants.

The work of the experiment farm will
be conducted by Phelps Whltemash.
