FILES SUIT TOR DIVORCE

MRS. PARKER SEEKS RE-

DRESS IN COURT.

Charges Her Husband With In-

human Treatment and
Asks Alimony.

Mrs. Nellie E. Parker yesterday
filed cult in the circuit court for di

vorce from her husband, Captain E. P.

Parker, on the ground of cruelty and
failure to provide. The complaint re-

cite that defendant has treated plain-
tiff in a cruol and Inhuman manner;
that for several months he has refused
to provide for the support of plaintiff
and her minor children; that he

threatens to exile plaintiff from her
home and to sell the furniture. On

October 23, the complaint says, defend-

ant attacked plaintiff and beat her in

'a cruel manner. The court is prayed
for an order dissolving the marriage,
requiring the plaintiff to provide her

with a sufficient sum to prosecute the
case and with $500 with which to secure
medical attendance. The court was

also asked to restrain defendant from

Interfering with plaintiff, or from sel-

ling any of the property. The defend-

ant is alleged to be worth J20.000, and

the court is asked to apportion ali-

mony which may seem just. Upon the

request of Messrs. Fulton, attorneys
for Mrs. Parker. Judge McBride yes- -

made an order requiring the
defendant to pay to plaintiff within 15

d.iys the sum of $100 with which to

carry ouf the suit, $75 to be used In the

supoort of plaintiff and her minor
cl lldren, and $40 on the dirt day of

each month thereafter for the same

purpose until further order from the
court. Captain Parker Is also re-

quired to provide $30 for medical fees.

The defendant in the suit if likewise
restrained from Interfering in any way
with ihe plaintiff, or from disposing of

any property until permission is ex-

tended by the court. The suit grows
out of the brutal treatment received by
Mrs. Parker at the Sands of her hus-

band some days ago. She was seri-

ously injured and there is some ques-

tion as to whether or not she will re-

cover from the effects of the chastise-

ment. Parker is at present under
$2000 bonds to appear before the cir-

cuit court for trial on a eharsw of as-

sault with intent to kill. The offense
is a very serious one.
