Washingtan, April  25.—From Ger-
many no official advices have besn re-
velved regarding the attitude of the
ttarlln government, bul the understand
ing Is general In the diplomatic corps
that Russia has nothing o apprehend
from Germany in the stand taken In
Manchuris, Russis and Germany, It is
wdmitted, have n thorough understand-

not be necessary for the Berlin gov-
ernment to come openly to the sup-
port of the Rusalan demands at this
time, other powers will be permitted

tile 1o Russia's plans.

When the United States protests In-
Alvidually, as it s expected sghe will,
Russia will be prepared to make cer-
tnin concesslons 1o American trade in
Manchuria, which s really America’s
anly vital interesl In the matter, This
concession  will satisfy the United
Btutes, thus leaving Grent Britain and
Japan slone In thelr protest,

Russia and the United Siates have
ten truditional friends and while on
thelr face the Manchurian develop-
ments seem o bé unfavorable o the
United States, it should be remembers
ed that Russin's policy & o demand
everything In sight and then 1o make
Intelligenl concessions.
