THE REFERENDUM.

It la a matter for congratulation to

all the people of Oregon thut the effort

to defeat the several appropriation

measure enacted by the last legislat-

ure failed so signally Despite the

frantic efforts of the hired agent of In-

terests hoeule to the people, the peti-

tions for referendum lacked the neces-

sary number of signatures and all the

bills are now operative.

It should not be understood - that

gratification at the failure of the effort

to defeat the appropriations In any way

Implies hostility to the referendum.

To the contrary, the referendum is

timely and wise. The people should at

all tlms be afforded the opportunity

of approving or disapproving acts of

their legislatures, and provision for

reference of such matters to the voters

was and Is highly desirable.

But the Lewis and Clark fair and

portage rallveay could not wait for the

approval of the people through the

medium of the referendum. To hold

up the fair appropriation for a year

would practically sound the death knell

, of the celebration. . As It is, the di-

rectors In charge of the undertaking
are pressed for time. The refusaj of

the people to sign the petitions Invoking

the referendum was equivalent to set-

ting their stamp of approval on the ap-

propriation, so it may rightfully be said

that the Voters have upheld the action

of the legislature.
The portage railway proposal was In

better position to stand the delay that

Would have ensued had the petitions
received the requisite number of sig-

natures; but the motive which actuat-

ed it became so widely known that

the scheme was disapproved In a strik-

ing manner. The portage road will do

more for Oregon than the fair, and it

Is well that the appropriation is now

available.

, "The recent test has not hurt the ref-

erendum In any reipect, but it has

taught the valuable lesson that the

people will not allow themselves to be

ased as the dupes of those woh would

employ the law In opposition to the

state's Interests.

It is noticeable that the presidents
speeches are free from partisan express-Io- n,

which characterizes him as even

a greater man than mo of us believe

him to be. At all of the Oregon towns

in which he spoke the president elo-

quently urged fidelity to principles of

ur government. Higher citizenship,

be says should be the aim of all men.

He pointed out that our republic was

to become greater with each decade,

whether 'we wished it or not, and that

W owed tt to ourselves to prepare for

ihe additional duties that will devolve

upon us. At the ceremonies attending
Ihe laying of the corner stone of the

Lewis and Clark monument the presi-

dent referred to the grand country, that
