LAUNCH OF
THE PATROL

New Customs Tug Put Into the
Water at Leathers' Ship Yards
Yesterday Afternoon.

CHRISTENED BY MISS ROBB

Boat Cost 10,000 and Will Be
of Great Value to the In-
spectors at the Colum-
bia’s Mouth.

The Inunching of the customs launch
Patrol took place st 1:3 p. I, yester-
duy, and was In every wiy most suc-
censfyl and n most pleasing wpectacie,
The day was perfect and a large gath-
ering of Interested wpectators was [n
attendance,

In the morning K. M. Leathers, un-
der whose wupervision the vessel was
bullt, and his foree of men prepared
avery detall carefully, and promptly at
1:39 the blocks supporting the vessel
in place were knocked away, the dogs
released, and as the beautiful little ves-
sl began to move Miss Hazel Robb,
daughter of Collector of Customs W.
.. Robb, burled & gally ribboned bottle
of champagne across the bow, saying:
“1 christen thee Patrol,” and the vessel
Klided gracefully out on the Columbia,

The launching scéne was a pretty
one: the fiagslaff at the stern support-
ed a Jarge Amorican flag which flaunt-
ed proudly In the breeze ns the vessel
moved rapldly down the ways, and
over the bow was draped the revenue
onplgn of the treasury department, un-
der the authority of which the vessel
will be commissloned, The docks sur-
rounding were lined with people cur-
jous to see the launching. nnd the
guarantine boat  Electro and Lhe
Jaunch Fox were In attendance (o do
honor to the new craft and give her o
rouning salute from their steam whist-
in which the lron works and the
can factory joined. Immediately after
the lunching the Patrol was towed
to thie Iron works dock, where the few
renining detalls pecesaary to finish
the vesssl before she goea into com-
mission will be attended to.

On the little vessel at the time of the
Inunching were Hon. Jobn Fox. ex-col-
fector of customn; Speclal Deputy Col,
Parker, Deputy Col, MeCue, Inspector
Moliride, Deckhand Fred Brown, Sr,,
and Jumes Robb son of Colléctor Robb,

The launching of the Patrol marks
an epoch in the customs service ot this
part, In years past the need of a
launch for the service has been keenly
felt, and at times the boarding of ves-
sole from Whitehall bostsmas was forme-
erly \he practice, was a great hardship
to the boarding oficer and at Limes at-
tended with much rigk, especially dur-
ing the winter months, The needs of
the serviee at this place have baeen
made plain to the treasury officials for
a number of yoars past, and [t wns
during the Incumbancy of ex-Collector
Fox the agitation which resulted in the
pectring of the present staunch lttle
vesse] was begun, and the result has
not been attained without persistent
offort on the part of the customs offi-
clals at this port. .

A letter wap addressed 1o the treas-
ury department on July 14, 1808, relat-
ive to the securing of a vessel of some
kind for use of the boarding officers
and o reply was recelved stating that
It was impossible for the department
10 acquiewpe 1n the request of the local
oficers, a8 no funis were avallable for
such purposs, and 't would be neces-
sary to have special authority and an
appropriation from congress for the
pourpose. As a result the congressional
detegation from this state was Inter-
ested (n the matter ind & bill was in-
troduced In the senate December 21,

Jiom,

1908, by Senalor McBride, appropriat-
ing (he sum of §4,000 for the purpose of
ballding a lsunch, The bill was am-
endod changing the amount to §2.600
and was passed by congress on March
1. 1894, nuthoriging the construction of
thé launch and appropriating the sum
pied, 85500, for such purpose, Plans
and speciiications for a launch in keep-
Ing with the above amount were pre-
pared by local bldders, and forwarded
to the department, and, ns It was ap-
parent that the amount was not suffi-
glent to construct & launch sultable
to the needs of the service at this port,
the matter wns deferred pending an
additionsl appropriation by a subse-
quent congress.

The tollowing year & bill was passed
recommending an approptiation of 8.«
000 for the purpose of bullding a launch
at this place. This amount was made
avallable, and, as in the former ocase,
wis deemed Inadequate to the chars
acter of the boat needed, and the mat-
ter was agnin postponed pending the
securing of a suitable appropriation.
Finally, on March 14, 1908, an act was
passed by congress appropriating the
sum 0f$1,000,and in the civil sundry bill
pasaed June 26 1002 the amount was
made avallable, and the efforts of the
local officials to sacure the launch were
finally cyowned with sucess.

The plans and specifications for the
boat were prepared under the super-
vislon of the chief of conslruction
revenue culter service, Baltimore, Md.,
and It is safe to say that no vessel on
the river s as stably built as the Pat-
rol. The bolting thoughout is of brass
and every detafl that enters in the
tharough construction of a vessel has
been carefully attended to and provid-
ed for, The boat ls aquipped with a
Robirts water tube safety boller, the
only one of (le kind on the river, and
triple expansion engines eapable of de-
veloping 350 revolutione per minute.
The engine and boiler were constrycted
in the mat' and thoroughly tested be-
fore shipment, In brief when the Pa-
rol enters upon her duties next week

she will be perfectly equipped In every
particular, and, while making a very
useful and ornamental addition to the
gtonim craft of Astoria harbor, will also

On Tuesdsy night he was arrested
by the police and on Wednesday, sfler
having vigorously protested his inno-
renge, he mads full confession toShecift
Linville, Yesterday Nelson pleaded
gullty to a charge of larceny and was
sentenced to the penitentiary. By to-
night he will be wearing stripes, so that
less than four days will have elapsed
from the time of the commission of the
trime to his Incarceration at the peni-
tentlary, _

Nelnon was arralgned before Judge
McEride yesterday afternoon and Chas,
Abercrombie was appointed to defend
him. District Attorney Allen had filed
two informations against (he lad. one
for the robbery of the maloon and the
other for the attempted hoid-up Mon-
day night. It was declded by Mr.Allen
that the second indlctment should not
bé pressed, Mr, Abercromble having
assured the court that Nelson would
plead guilty to the robbery charge, and
that he would hereafter behave him-
self, Evil axsoclations were responsible
for the lad's predicament, esald Mr,
Abercrombie, and he urged that the
court ba lenient, Nelson entered his
plea of guilty.

“Jt s the judgment of the court
that you be sentenced to the state pen-
{tentiary for a period of two yeam'
sald Judge McEride, who made no com-
ment whatever on the case. As is us-
pal, Judge Mc¢Bride exercised lenfency
In the boy's case, being anxious to give
him & chance to reform.

Most of Judge McBride's time was
oocupled with the Sixteenth street in-
junction case, severnl withesses being
examined, The case continues (O

by Attorney Fuolton was Mayor Supre-
nant, himself a contractor, who testi-
fied that the offer of Contractor Goodin
for the work was & reasonable one, The
case may be concluded by tonight, but
an lmmediate dicision is not looked for.
