THE RAILROAD SITUATION.
The Oragonian has advices from New
York to the effsct that negotiations are
on [or the purchase of the Astoria &
Columbla River Rallroad by E. H.Har-
riman. This is evidence tending to
show that in the west Mr. Harriman
canpdt pursue a stand-still pollcy
though he has just expended §104,342,650
in the improvement of his lines. With
the immense investments he has to pro-
tect Mr. Harriman may be counted on
as doing what to him appears to his
best interests to do.
The Astoria & Columbia River road
did a thriving business the past year
and is still doing a good business. The
acquisition of this road by Harriman
would give him an outlet to the Pa-
clfic ocean in the northwest, right at
the Columbia river's bouth. Harri-
man's purpose, however, according to
the Portland paper's speculation, may
be to head off the Santa Fe, which is
surely coming up the Pacific coast.
The activity of the Santa Fe on the
coast s attracting attention in railroad
circles,

“Nobody doubts,” says the Oregonlan,
“that the Santa Fe Is looking north-
ward to northern California and to Ore-
pon. Just now it Is having a lively
tussle with Harriman in the vicinity of
Eureka, where the Santa Fe has secur-
¢d the Eel River & Eurcka Rallroad,
«extending southward from that city
and having a trackage of 100 miles, and
where Harriman has gained control of
the Bureka & Klamath River Railroad,
extending northward of Bureka and |
having a trackage of some 41 miles.
This latter road was built by A. B.
Hammond. Just now the road ks in lt-
fgation with its rival over Its right of
way into Eureka. Just recently Mr.
Hammond incorporated a new com-
pany, the Oregon & Fureka Rallroad,
whoss apparent purpose is to block the
way of the Santa Fe (o the Oregon
boundary. The new company s believ-
ed to be backed up by Harriman.
“There are =allroad observers who
aver that the Santa Fe will be headed
up the coast and will be In Oregon with
in hall a dozen years.
