Under Depot Platform Kills
Eleven Men and Wounds
Others,

Assassin Fired IM Machine
by means of a Revolver and

Fine Steel Wire,
NO CLUE TO IDENTITY

Troops Guard District and
Bloodhounds Are Brought
to Run Down the
Murderer,

——

Cripple Creek, Colg, Juné &—A con-
cenlod assisnin by merely pulling o
wire exploded an Infernal machine
thereby Instantly killing 11 men and

severely wounding nine others, one of
whom has since died at Independende
today. All the killed and Injured, with
the exception of two men from the
Deadwood mine, were non-unlon min-
ers omploysd on the night shift of thy
Findley mine, The men had quit work
at & & m and were walting to board
& suburban traln on the Florence &
Cripple Creek rallroad and return to
tholr komes In Cripple Creek and Vie-
tor,

Just after the engineer of the ap-
proaching train blew his whistle as &
signal to the mipers, according to cun.
tom, a terrific explosion occurred un-
derneath the depot platform, on and
near which 18 men were gathered. The
platform was blown Into splinters, the
depot wrecked and a hole 20 feet In
clreumference and as many feet In
depth torn in the ground.

Fragfients of bodles were hurled
through space several hundred feel
Some of the bodies dropped Into the
pit made by the exploslon, but heads
hands, ears, lege, arms and trunks were
strewn about on all sides, Pleces of
flesh were found on bulldings 600 feet
nway and everything within & radius
of B0 fosl was bloodstained.

The force of the explosion was felt
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through the oamp and the crash
awnkened everybody., The approach=
ing train was stopped and the traln
erew were the first men to reach the
scene of the disaster, They were join-
éd In n few minutés by hundreds of
pernona and rellef work wall begun at
once, A Araln was sent from
Cripple ('w ohrrying  physiclans,
nurses, | many otbers, but
when 1t the In-
Jured had mm on board
the suburban MM removed 1o hos-
pitaln in Vietor, AP,

Mangled bodies of the dead, pleced
together as well us possible, were re-
moved Lo the coroner’s office,

Amputation has heen performed upon
n number,_of the injured, but it ls al-
most certaln several of them will die
A majority of the dead and Injured
were single men, but several had famli-
fien living In the district.

The infernal machine with which
the diabolion]l work wns done conuinted
of & quantity of dynumite estimated
at 160 to §00 pounds, & londed revolver
and u long, siender stes]l wire sttached
1o the trigger. The revolver was fast-
ened »o tht by pulling the trigger It
would not draw it away, The wire
run from under the depot to the crib-
ping of the Delmonico property, about
400 feel nway, where 18 end was fast-
ened to the rung of a chalr. The dyna-
mite was placed close to the musule of
the revolver, which was discharged by
pulling the wire when the englneer
blew his whistle, The ball from the
revolver exxploded the dynamite.

A man was seen running down hill
from the Dellmenico nfter the explo-
slon. ‘The Victor troops, who were or-
dered out by Mayor French, were so
stationed as to keep people from pass-
ing over the path taken by the Assus-
min and bloodhounds were sent from
Canyon City and Trinidad for the pur-
powe of tralling him,

The Infernal machine used today was
similar 1o the one exploded In the
Vindicator mine on November 21, 1903,
killing two men.

By order of Major H. A. Naylor, of
the National Guard, the bodles were
removed from the coroner's establish-
ment to another undertaker's. This
actlon was taken on the request of J.
8. Murphy, superintiendent of the Find-
ley mine, because it was alleged that
Coroner Jamen Doran had remarked
before the discovery of the Infernal
machine that the death of the men was
due to nccident. Later Coroner Dofan
explained that although he had spoken
of the disaster as an ‘awful sccldent,”
he was convinoed a terrible crime had

been committed.

RIOTING AND BLOODSHED
DEATH AND DESOLATION
IN MINES OF COLORADO

Inquire Into

Pitched Battle Follows Mass Meeting to

Explosion at

Independence.

Denver Colo., June §.—The relgn of
terror, . brought on by the disbolieal
plot and followed by rioting and an
assault upon the milltin, exists In the
Cripple Creek mining district tonight
Men throng the streels and conflicts
are hourly occurrences, Militlamen are
marching hither and thither, making
arrests by wholesale, A number of
unton miners have been placed In the
military “bullpen” and others are be-
ing gathered In at frequent Intervals
City and county officluls have been
compelled to resign offices on account
of thelr reputed union sympathy,

As far as can be estimated tomght,
22 are dead and a score or more In-
jured as o result of events leading up
to the events above described.

Beginning with this morning, when
the Infernnl machine set under the
station platform at Findley, on the
Florence & Cripple Creek rallroad, was
touched off and & number of non-union
men, who were walting for the train
sent into enternity and other herribl
mangled, events followed thick and
fast. They ¢ulminated In a riot at t
mass meeting, where bullets flew and
ut least one was killed and a number
Injured, Later, as a company of mili-
tin was marching past union head-
quarters pursuing thelr search for
union miners, they were fired upon, ac-
cording o a report, by » man con-
cenled In the union hall Soldlers
storemd the bullding and seven unlion-
st were shot. The remainder of the
men fled prmlnlmlslr.'

The soldiers, who were unhurt, pur-
sued and arrested a number of fleelng
men and continued far into the night
to scour the country In search of men
supposed to have been in the union
hall at the time of the assault, At the
headquarters of Adjutant General Bell
in this clty everything is In readiness
to promptly eall for additional troops
in othercamps. It ls understood that
rallroads have been instructed to have
engines and cars ready, and a quick
run to Cripple Creek would fallow an
appeal for more soldiers. However,
the firm toné of communications re-
celved from Sherlff Bell, the newly ap-
pointed official of Teller county, says
he wil only ask for further ald from
the military as a last resort. He Intl-
motes he can control the situation un-
less a general clash of opposing Inter-
ealn occurs.

Colorado Springs, Colo, June 7.—A
gpecinl from Victor to the Gaszette after
midnight says:

At 12:30 thi= morning the streets of
Victor are #till thronged with people
and excltement runs high., Sherift Bell
seems (o have secured control of the
situntion at this hour, but the weaaslon
{s so high that any little thing might
onuse an outbreak.

Reporta of Bherift Bell being shot
are without foundation,

Vistor, Col., June §.—Rlioting broka
out In this city this afternoon while n
mass meeting was belng held to dis-
cuss the murder of 13 non-union min«
esr by means of an Infernal maching
at Independence, TForty shols were
fired Into the crowd In the street. One
man wos killed and at least six per-
sons Injured.

Seoretary Clarence H. Hamlin of the
mine owners' assoclation concluding a
short address, sald:

After the first excitement had sonvy-
what cleared away, the injured and dy-
tn'l were gathered up.

R. McGee of Victor, who was in-
stantly killed, had been standing on
an embankment 30 feet above the men
who had been fighthing and was an
innocent spectator.

| Previous to the rioting Bheriff Henry
M. Robertson had been summoned to
the meeting of the mine ownery” as-
sociation In Armory hall by a commnit-
tee composed of C. C, Hamlin secre-
tary of the assosiation; J, 8. Murphy,
manager of the Findley mine, and L.
E. Hill of the Thersa. At this mecting
his resignation was demanded. He
vielded o ithe demand.

Then Edward Bell was appointed by
the county commissioners w 2l out
Robertson's unexpired term. Rob-
ertson was & unlen miner before he
was elected sheriff. Bell is a member
of the Cltizens' Alliance.

Nearly all the mines 'n the dimrict
have been closed by order of the mine
owners' assoclation and hundreds of
miners flocked into town from (he sury
rounding hille. Fullly 1200 sunportera
of the assodiation gatherel aboul the
urmy hall, where it was meeting. At
the same time 1000 men, armed with a'l
sorls of weapons, were assanhling on
vacant ground at the corner of V ctor
avenue and Fourth street in response
to A call for & mass meeting. Most of
these were unlon men who declared
thelr Intention to resist to the death
any attempt to run them out of ihe dis-
trict. City ftarshal Michael O'Connell
hurriedly swore In sgeveral hundred
clizens, most of them unlon men. as
deputy policemen, after belng refuscd
admlission to mine .owners’ hendquar-
tere. After a conference with Sheriff
Bell and a number of nihe owners
Mayor Frank D, Frinen removed Cilty
Marshall O'Connell, who then dis-
missed hls deputles,

One Killed in Riot,

Then followed the rioting In which
McGee was killed and at lewst s'x
persons Injured.

After the rioting began Sherlft Bel}
ordered out all the soldlers In the dis.
trict. He also appointed 100 deputies,
Wholesale arrests of union men will
be made, it is sald.

The soldlems have nlready arrested a
trio of editors and jrinters of the
Dally Record and City Marshal O'Con-
nell and put them In the bull ren. All
wealthy mine owners are carrying
gune.

SMASHED LUMBER TRUST.

Court of App#ala Decides in Favor of
Small Conaumer.

San Franclsco, June 6—The clrcult

court of appeals handed down a de-

cision-today In a sult brought by Ar-
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thur &, Fllin against Inman, Poulson
& Co. and others doing business under

the name of the City Retall Lumber
Company, at Vancouver, Wash. The
defendants bad formed a combination
to control the output of Washington
and Oregon lumber and fix the price
of the product, The plaintiff bought
from another manufacturer and when
he sent the order to the City Retall
Lumber Company he was requested
to pay a fine of 3260 In addition to
the market price of the lumber and
promise in future he would not pur-
mammmmmm
the combination.

brought action for damages,

The lower court decided that the
plainti® had not sucient ground for
action, but on the appeal to the higher
court it ruled today that the combine-
tion was illegal, formed In restraint of
trade, and ordered the case remanded
for & new trial
