New York, Aug. §.-The stock mar-
ket exhibits a strong and cheerful un-
dertone In spite of absenteclsm, and
unfavorable reports concerning the
wheat crop, which induced more or
less reallsing In the early part of the
week. The hopeful feeling now so
prevalent in the “street” Is due to the
changed position of leading bankers and
financlers, who have abandoned the ex-

assumed one of renewed confldence In
the future. The reasons for this
change of attitude are plain.  They
are (1) the prospect of another profit-
able harvest, (2) the improvement in
the iron trade, (3) the practical cer-
tainty of easy money, and (4) the ab-
sence of any disturbing Issue in the
presidential election, With such an ar-
ray of influences on the side of im-
provement, and with securities concen-
trated in strong hands, it is not likely
that the big leaders will lose such an
opportunity of putting the market
upon a higher level.

As for the crops, cotton is easily the
leading factor. ‘The favorable character
of the last government report Indiciates
i yleld of not less than 12,000,000 bales.
While cotton has shown a big decline,
the price is still high encugh to give
the grower a good profit, and the low-
er cost will come In as a boon to the
manufacturer, who has been grievously
hampered by high cotton, high wages,
competition between northern and
southern mills, loss of export trade
and legislative and union restrictions.
Cheaper cotton will do much towards
restoring prosperity in the cotton
goods trade. Next to cotton, the corn
crop is the most important element;
in fact, its value Is conslderably greater
than the cotton crop, and In the form
of hogs, cattle, ete, it is by far the
chief of our agricultural products, pro-
viding In various ways an enormous
amount of freight. This crop Is some-
what backward and exposed to dan-
ger from frost, but experts are flgur-
ing upon a maximum crop of about
2,600,000,000 bushels, It is unfortunnte
that the wheat crop is now likely to
fall below 600,000,000 bushels, but the
damage stories appear to have heen
exaggerated and price being high
farmers will not suffer much on this
Another important crop, which
is often lost sight of, Is the hay crop,
and this, too, promises to be abundant,
thanks to plentiful rainfail, The crop
sltuation therefore as a whole I8 en-
tirely satisfactory and each day di-
minishes the risk of Injury.
