AN EGG SHELL

Five Men Are Crossing Atlantic
in New-Fangled Lifeboat—
Via Polar Sea.

CRAFT ONLY 18 FEET LONG

Invention of Young Norwegian
Who Will Place His Queer
Boat on Exhibition at St.
Louls if Successful.

8Bt, Louls, Oct. 26.—The report I8
being dally looked for of the sighting,

or the landing somewhere on the
North Atlantic coast, of the daring
descendant of the vikings who s just
in the act of attempting a repetition
of Eric's eleventh-century voyage In
a little lifeboat of fantastle shape.

His name Is Ole Brude, a native of
Olesund, Norway, and he Is the son of
Lars Brude, originally of the same
place, but now of Hebbing, Minnesota.
Ole, In accordance with the traditions
of his race, has been a sallor since
early boyhood, He was trained for
the profession of a sea-captain, but
spent a year and a half, ending last
February, In the Norwegian
where he concelved the Idea of a life-
boat planned something on the lines
of a sub-marine vessel, A company
was organized at Olesund last spring,
and a bout bullt in accordance with the
specifications of the young Inventor.

It is egg-shaped, elghteen feet long
with a traverse dlameter of elght feet,
and has a center-board, a sort of a
minature conning statlon above, and
a lateen sall. The personnel occuples
the Interior, which Is provided with a
safe and abundant means of ventila-
tion, and with all possible convenl-
ences for a long®voyage. '

On July 28th, Ole Brude, accom-
panied by three Norwegian sallors
and one passenger In the person of
the son of the Amerlean consul at the
home port, set out In hi® new In-
vention for the Loulslana Purchase
exposition. Enough provislons were
taken to last five months, In case of
any unexpected disaster,

The adventurous crew were last
heard from on August u;n at the
Shetland Islands. The t?& so far
was considered quite sudcessful, the
boat having made as high as alx miles
an hour, which Is consldered good time
for such a craft. It was Skipper
Brude's Intentlon to cross to the most
northerly possible points on the
Greenland shore, there entering the
counter-current which flows from the
North Pole on this side of the Gulf
Stream and in an opposite direction.
By the Polar current Brude Is ex-
pected by his backers to be rapldly
carried southward along the coasts
of Labrador and Newfoundland,
safely weathering all the usual dan-
gers of such a voyage on account of
the pecullar shape of his boat, which
makes It secure even from the lce-
bergs of which those meas are full
The remarkable trip of the Brude life-
boat is to end at the port of New York,
whence the little craft with its Inven-
tor and erew will come to 8t. Louis,
Arrangements are now belng made
for placing It on exhibition at the
Louislana Purchase exposition as soon
as it arrives, according to Ole Brude's
original Intention,

EYES ON AMERICAN SCHOOLS,

Glasgow Aassociation Says Bpare the)
Rod in Discipline.

New York, Oct. 26.—A petition has
been recelved by the school authorities
of Greater New York from the soclety
for the reform of school discipline &t

£ Glasgow, asking that the teachers here

spare the rod as an Instrument of dis-
clpline In the public schools.

Since the principals’ assoclation pe-
titioned the board of edueation in
June last to restore corporal punish-
ment, the matter has been hanging by
a thread which the committee on ele-
mentary schools may cut at any time.

When the petition of the principals’
assoclation was presented last June,
those who supported It declared that
there were some school children of such
disposition that they will respond to
no mode of discipline other than the
rod. It was stated that 234 out of 205
principals favored the repeal of the ex-
Isting antl-corporal punishment rule

The petition just recelved from Glas-
EOW BAYSE:

The board of education has recently
Issyed a declaration against the use
of corporal punishment In the schools
of this country, based largely on the
evils arising out of its use here as
compared with the evidence afforded
by the success of American schools.

WILL RETIRE BONDS.

Oregon 8hort Line Four-per-cents to
Amount of §78,108,000,

New York, Oct. 25 —There Is reason

to belleve, sava the Hernld, that plans
have been nearly completed for retir-
Ing the Oregon Bhort Line participat-
Ing four-per-cent bonds Ilssued by the
management of the Unlon Paclifie rall-
road to finance the purchase In 1800-
1801 of $78,108,000 of Northern Pacifie
stock. The latter were exchanged for
$82871871 of Northern securlties
stock and 38,900,000 In cash, The lat-
ter stock was deposited with a trustee
as collateral for the Short Line bonds,
The latter were to draw four per cent
and participate in  apy excess oyer
that amount pald by the Northern Se-
curities collateral.
An dividends on the latter are on-
topped by the order of disolution from
the supreme court, It I8 understood
thut the bonds will be retired and the
Northern Securities stock. left free In
the Oregon Short Line treasury, so
that the bonds may not stand In the
way of an equitable distribution when
the security company s wound up.

Interest puyment has becoms, since
the court decision was rendered, de-
pendent on the Union Pacific which
guaranteed them,

An arrangement for retiring the
bonds before maturity In 26 years s
permitted by the underlying mortgage,
which provides that any or all can be
retired at 102% and Interest, upon
three months notice to holders before
any Interest day.
