In fact so pleasant has been
the weather over the whole state 6ur-|
ing the past month that the natives
have begun to wonder what Is the mat- '
ter with old Jupiter.

The lumber trade has been up to ex-
pectations for this part of the geason '
and local mills have no particular com-
plaints to make In that line. Prices
have remalned unchanged since the
16th of last month when there was a
small reduction on rough lumber.
Bullding operations have continued
brisk as a result of the unusually fine
weather and this of course has alded!
loeal trade. Coast shipments by water
are keeping up at a lvely lick, There
appears to be a better demand in the
east for first grade lumber at the ex-
pense of lower grades. This, if any-
thing, may have a tendency to cause an
increase In prices on first grade logs
and it would not be at all surprising
to see loggers hold out for $7.50 for
yellow fir.

The Oregon & Washington Lumber
Company Is still busy getting its plant
in south Portland ready for operations
and it is now understood that by the
first of the year the new plant will be
among the producers. Adjoining this
plant the Multnomah Box & Trunk
Company s erecting a large plant to
take the place of the plant destroyed in
that vicinity by fire geveral weeks ago.
With these two plants in operation,
the south end will again be lively. ‘

Report comes from Alses to the ef-|
fect that Charles L. Diven and E
Young are about to establish a shingle
mill there. The enterprise is certain |
to recelve support and encouragement
and will no doubt succeed if there is!
any fleld at all for operations, whlch|
is likely, the country being grarlunllyl
developed and growing.
