A wmpetoiit furrier gtvs the

This prows uiuy be umd for tanning
any other fur skin. Wash the pelt
well lu warm wit (or iviui soapming un
til the wool Is thoroughly cliuvL
litnse It well. Souk It for oue day lu
a solution of alum and suit, using eight
ounce of each lu enough water to
cover the pelt. Strain well and at retch
on a board. Wlu-- the pelt la half dry
sprinkle the flesh side of the pelt with
eiiial parts of pulverised nlmn and
salt. Fold together and let It reuialu
ImliHirs for week, turning It twice a
dtiy to get the sluui and saltpeter
equally ui'on all parts of the skin sur
face. When well dried rub the flesh
surfaco well with pumice stone, This
wll make the skin substance soft and
white. This completes the tanning
process.

Cold weather Is coming aud anlnials

where cotiBned In s tables or pens will
need more bedding, says American Cul
tivator. It will pay to keep them abun

dsntly supplied, as this la not only
for the, comfort of the animals, but for
the value of the manure heap. With
plenty of manure and other things in
proportion there Is hardly a limit to the
productive capacity of the soil; at least
It Is seldom reached. Every farmer
realliee. the necessity of having more
manure, and one way to secure It la by
providing an abundant supply of ab-

sorbing material. Even It there ap
pears to be a large porportlou of this
material In the manure, making It

strawy and coarse, It can be plowed
under and will answer an excellent pur-

pose, aa there Is need of more humus
In moat of our soils.

Ct(raseed Meal Fer Cattle.
I have been feeding meal and hulls

as a fattening ration to keep cattle
for fifteen or twenty years, says a
Texas farmer In Farm and Hnnch.
Think very highly of It. When I get
my cattle on full feed of meal and
hulls I generally give them a pound of
meal to four pounds of hulls thorough-
ly mixed. Have had some very satis-
factory experience In feeding corn
chops In connection with meal and
hulls. Thirty pounds hulls, Ave pounds
cottonseed meal and three pounds
chops make an Ideal feed for a thou-

sand pound steer, lie ought to gain two
pounds day, and a hundred days'
feeding will finish him.

To Keep Hoar Fe4 Waran.
Many fanners In cold regions hsve no

means for keeping swill or miik warm
in cold weather, but an Ingenious
farmer once showed the editor bis way
of solving that problem: Around a cask
wss built a box as high as the cask
aud with Its sides about eighteen
inches from the cask all round. The
space was parked solidly with fresh
but strawless horse excrement When
the device was shown the outdoor

temperature was 23 degrees below
xero, but the swill In the cask was 07

degree, a very acreeable temperature
for hog feed on such a day. Here was

Salt For Sheep.
The great value of salt for sheep was

shown In some recent experiments
made In France. Three Iota of sheep
were treated alike In the matter of
food, except that one lot had no salt
a second lot bad one-ha-lf ounce per
bead every day, and the third lot three-fourth- s

per day. Those receiving one-hal- f

ounce per day did the best gaining
four and one-hal- f pounds more than
those that received three-fourth- s ounce.
All the sheep receiving salt made 13.4

pounds more wool and had a better
fleece than those which bad none.

Beef Meal.
Beef meal la made from scraps of

meat and bone from which the grease
has been extracted and the liquors
concentrated by cooking. The residue
Is then pressed, dried, ground and put
In 100 pound sacks. It contains about
00 per cent protein and 8 or 9 per cent
fat Beef meal Is fed to bogs with
