Notice From Oystermen.

C. E. Avery, Injured at Svenson, Diet at
St. Mary's Hospital.

A fatal accident happened at Borren-o- i
lagging Company's Camp at 8vcn-to-

on Tuclay afternoon in which C.

E. Avery, logger employed at the
camp, lust his life.

Avery bad ridden down from the camp
on a logging train belonging to the com-

pany and got off the train at the roll- -

way. As the engineer started to back

the train Avery, who did not step far
enough back from the track, was caught
between the car and thrown to the
ruils. One wheel psd over bis right
leg' crushing it fearfully. Ho was

brought tv Astoria as soon as possible
and conveyed to St. Mary's Hospital
where Dr. Fulton immediately ampu-
tated tiie limb close to the thigh in the
hopes of saving hi life. Though all
was done for him that could poxsibly be

done bis injuries were too great for med-

ical science to cope with and be died at
9:15 last night.

Avery was 3(1 years of age and a
widow and family survive him. lie was

a new employe of the camp havli.g been

there for a few days.
Funeral Director PobI took charge of

the body which Is now at bis parlor
pending later arrangement.

Club in this city in older to put a stop
to the continual 'knocking" on the part
of another clas of citizens. They pkn
t0 have all who will take part and join
the organization wear a button, or some-

thing of this nature, so that all who do

not wear one may be distinguished as

being a town "knocker."
The object is to place the citizens of

the city in two classes, the "booster and

the "knocker," in the hope that the lat-

ter will become extinct. While the plans
bave not been matured for thii move,

the live citizens of the city are advocat-

ing it and there is every possibility
that it will bo carried out.

New arrivals in Astoria claim that
the first important thing tbcv notice is

the apologetic attitude of the 'knockers"

toward them when stating that they
are native of Astoria. The advertise

ments pf the Chamber of Commerce

brought one man from Chicago into the

city last week to look into the field for

investment here. ,

"From what I have been able to see,"

he asserted to several business men,

"there is every advantage t band here

for the building of a large metropolis
and seaport. I have been all over the

country but I never was so struck with

any place as I have been with Astoria.

"But, I want to tell you that you
have a lot of knockers in this city. It
ic not encouraging for a new arrival to

bt enthusiastic, over your prospects and

be told by a number of residents that
Astoria was boosted 20 years ago and
never will amount to anything.

"I can tell you it is such people as

make these statements who are
for Astoria not being the big

gest city on the coast. If they talk to

mi outsider like that, the Lord only
knows what they say among them- -

solvo.

The man who said this was a Mr.

Maiiier, of Chicago, and the citizens who

heard him, informed him that this was

not the first time that a stranger had

made the same remarks. They realized

that there are "knockers" in the city,
and that some of them are landowners

and men whose every interest is tied

up in the future of Astoria.
Then again, there are a class of peo-pl- o

living here who are ashamed of their

native place, according to the citizens

here who are not. For instance, if a

man from a "big" city drops into town

and becomes acquainted with a local

"knocker," and in the course of conver-

sation asks him if he is a native of the

city, he sometimes replies!
"Well,y-e-s- , but I have been in Seattle,

Portland and San Francisco most of the
time. You see; ha, ha, ha, there Is not
