WO0D FAMINE IS IN
SIGHT

DEARTH OF LABOR AND ACTIVITY
IN OTHER LINES OF BUSINESS
HAS DEPLETED THE WOODPILE
AND RAISED PRICES IN WEST.

According to reports in Astoria there
are serious prospects of a frewood fam-
ing in both Washington and Oregon this
full in spite of the immense tracts of
forests covering many square miles in
both states. Five dollars is the recog-
pized price per cord in this city and
back in inland places it brings §8 per
cord

Scarcity of labor on the eoast is given
us ong reason for the dearth of wood.
while business in other lines is boom-
ing to such an extent that the cutling of
firewood along the Columbia does ot
caus¢ much interest among investors,

That there is ample opportunity for
people with a little capital to make
“good money” cutting wood, however.
is ver yevident. A number of local men
controlling land covered with timber
lave signified their willingness to allow
anybody to take it away for the cutting.
There wre probably thousands of acres of
timber land in this section which would
be turned over to woodeutters for the
timber part of them in this manner,

It takes the timber some months to
dry out and a8 there is hardly any at
present, the prospects are that it will
come At a much highey figure than at
present, before many weeks go by. Re-
ports from Portland and other cities in-
dicate that the wood famine has been
felt stronger at those places than in
Astorlit.

It is probablie that the Chamber of
Commerce will eome to the rescue by se-
turing eastern labor for securing fire-
wood, The opportunity to sesure wood
for nothing and sell it for at least €5 a
cord, taking out the amount for labor
and transportation, would look very at-
