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OIL TRUST TRIAL IN NEW YORK

Investigation Discloses That Standard
0il Profits Amounted to Half a Billiow
in Seven Years—Trusty Methods Ex-
posed at Trlal,

CHICAGO, Sept. 17.~The Standard
Oill Company, of Indiana, In order to
obtain s stay of execution against its
property to satisfy the fine of #20,840,-
000 recently Impoted by Judge Landls,
must furnish bonds for $0.000,000, This
was the determination of Judge Gross.
oup today in the United Btates Clreult
Court, much to the chagrin of the at-
tornays for boh aldes, Attorneys for the
company had contended strenuously for
a bond of not more than §1,000.000,
while the government attorneys demand-
ed that the bond be as high as the Lan-
s fine,

NEW YORK, Sept. 17.~When today's
hearing of the Standard Ol jnvescipas
tion was called before Judge Feivis, E
O, DBenedict, one of the former ownsrs
of the Manhattan Ofl Company, testified
to the sale of that coneern to the
Standanl.

hodies this morning The woman left a
note telling what she had done.

The note whiclh was Jeft under o glone
on the front porch of her brother-i-law's
howe and specifies o Uetail how the
nows shall be broken to her hushand,
Tred Baker, his wife and daughter, come
here two years ago on account of his
wife's health. Business compelled Bu-
 ker's returm to the East about o year
ago, and the wife grieved herself over
the separation, together with the fact
that her health was not improving,

Mrs, Baker's sister, when nobifled of
the {eed, collapsed ond fears are loft
for her mind.  Mrs, Baker's father Is
Rev, William Schusten, pastor of the
Evangelin] Chureh of Streator, Tlls.

PARKER DEFENDS
THE CONSTITUTION

Says All Opposed to Federalist
Idea Should Strive to Keep
I} Intact,

DISCUSSES PRESIDENT'S VIEW

Fails to Understand How Roosevelt
Setks to Protect the People by Secur.
ing Power for Federal Government Not
Grant by Citizens.

NORFOLK, Sept, 17.—Judge Alten B,
Parker, the former democratic nominee
for president, and Samuel W. MeCall,
womber of cougress frow Massachusstie,
were the prinelpal speakers here today
at Constitytional day at the Jumestown
Falr. Judge Parker, alluding to the
president’s view that the Foderal gov-
ernment needs an inerease of power,
which Judge Parker declared has Jpeen
deliberately withheld from it by the
states and the poople when the govem-
ment. wan ereated, deelared thers fs a
way to transfer power to the federal
government, but he said no amount of
labor would persuade the states to surs
rewder their home rule powers in suf-
fieint moasure to moet the president’s
views as to mutional necessity.

The judge said lie had not known by
what process of reasoning the president
arrivad at his conclusion that for the
government to be seleed with o power
granted it by the ponstitution is to
protect the people and defend the eon.
stitution, The speaker sald the presis
dent i not sttempting to mequire this
posod Ly decklving the people; on the
contrary, he states with perfect frank.
ness what he thinks and how he pro-
poses it shall be done.

There are othems of us. said Judge
Parker, who believed the powers were
wisely distributed by the constitution,
amd such men should speak, Many peo-
plo have not had time to study the
copstitution aml these are paturalls in-
clined to be impressed with a sogges-
tion that while the constitution Jdid very
well when it was made, that we have
dutgrown it, .m‘;l henee reprosentatives
of thy government, and not the people,
miy chitnge it at their |nlo'nsru\',

Judge Parker wilvocated that before it
isn too lute, thoss opposed to the fed-
eralist idea shoull emter the lists and
champion our constitutional system in
its integrity.

The beef will be dlsposed
Of us soon ay possible and the remainder
of the herd will be kepl ln pastures
for winter feedifig,

Quite a number of eattle have been
sold for enrly fall delivery In Shanieo,
Those were beeves and were in very
good condition for this time of the year.
The first delivery ‘of this kind will be
made in w few days by Grant Maye of
The Dullés who has mnches in the
Crooked River country,

This  delivery will consist of 135
head of prime beef and will go to a
Partland buyer, The prices are con-
sidered very good for the season. They
are £ 12 cents on foot for cows and
three cents for steers, The prospects
for fesders for the coming winter are
bright, hay being obtainable for &6 and
#8 per ton, with feeding and pasture
privileges,

Vetemun Cy Young pitched for Bos-
ton. He played almost faultless ball,
and Mthough be is 40 years old he
played & game which is almost unpar-
allelle] in the annals of the great Amer-
irnn national game.

Rube Waddell, the freak piteher,
tossed for the Philllss. As is well
known, Waddell at his best is as great
a piteher as the world ever saw, and
he cortaif was at hiv best two days
ago,  While Waddell has pitehed move
sensational ball than he did againat
lostgn, he neyer pitthed a steadierf
game. He has been known to strike
out 18 men in a championship coutest,
and when In form he rarely fails to
strike ont less than ten, but the other
day he only struck out eight,

Ths game went thirteen innings with-
out & run on either side, The contest
Wwas  called on account of darkness
and might have been going yet without
a run if it had not been for this fact,
steadily  were the men playing.

REPORT ON BANK

The Defunct, Portland Institution
Makes Accounting Through
Thos, Devlin,

ASSETS ARE TWO MILLION

No Value Placed on Securities and Casis
on Hand is Over Seventy Thouwsand—
Report is Barren and Liabilities Are
nkoown Quantity,

PORTLAND, Bept. 17.—Reeeiver Thos.
A. Devlin today filed a report of the
financial condition of the defunct Ore-
gon Trust & Sevings Banks of this ety.
The report shoys that the bank's assets
amount W o grand total of §2,209,538,
Of the assets there is cash on kand
amounting to §73, of which $24,323
hias been collected the receiver since
Augusi 21, the dsy on which the bank
closed its doors,

The balanse is shown to be Home
Telephone bonds and other secirities,
some real estate and leases on stock in
other banks pod amounts due rom
othér banks. The report contains noth-
ing but a bare schiedule of assets and
no reference is made to the face value
of securities or any properiy held by
the bank, nor is any esflmate made as
to what per cent of the bank’s paper can
be realized upon.

The report js most exhaustive, Devlin
working four whole weeks in preparing
it. 1t comprises 50 pages of legal cap,
ind évery scrap of paper and serateh of
pen upon which the value of fhe bank's
asset may be determined is embraced
{ berein

It does not touch upon' the liabilities
of the institution, the court's order Leing
that the reteiver should only attempt
to list avgilable assets in his prelimi-
tiary statement {

Mr, Deylin’s report is barren of any
suggestion as to the real cause of the
failure, It has no comment to offer
upon the good or bad handling of the
depositors' money, 1t does not indicata
whether the bank was overloaded with
indigestible securitios, nor goes it olfer
nny recommendations or suggestions for
the future or for the course of proced-
ure in the matter of liquidation.

The total assets ns given in the sum-
mary included in the invemtory are
£2.209536.11.  This does not include any
valustion or the” bank's furniture and
fixtures, which cost amount to &70,000.
s could po doubt find ready market
at $30,000. The l4-year lease of the
hank property is also worth about £50,-
000, but this is not mentioned in the
enumeration of nssets,

The next step in the legal proceedings
will be an onder from the court“to au-
thorize the receiver to realize upon the
available assets, and to notify crelditors
\to present their accounts for adjust-
ment, |

The following is the summary of the
detailed report:

With a view of expediting settloment
of the affairs of the Oregon Trust &
Savings Bank, and of returning to de-
positors their money or its equivalent,
the depositors’ commitiee is today send-
ing out a”civoular letter to the 16,000
oreditors of the insolvent ~ institution
requesting them to accept telephone
bonds at par value for their deposits,
with which will go a 50 per cent stock
bonus,

Should the £800,000 worth of fele-
pliong securities be “digested” in this
manner, it is stated by the committee
that the bank will be able to resume
operations within a short time and the
inevitable loss consequent upon a long-
idmwn-out  recéivership  would be
eliminated.

REMNANT OF CAMP IS FOUND

Feared That Explorer Has Periched, But
