It is told of the inventor, that when

The former
when in barness recelves and recorls,
indelibly and forever, any message that
is sent oyer a telephone wire, even to
tho extra breath expended by the send-
er in despatehing it, and this is re-
peated elearly and exactly upon the re-
versal of the mechawism, The second
doviee puts the same message upon a
filmy dise, which may be muiled around
the world for ocurrent. postal cost and
again reproduced wpon a {ellow niachine,
Just nwithe records of a talking machine
are developed.
