From Lewiston, via the U. R. & N.
the baul to Astoria is 85 miles the
shortest; snd via the Neorth Bank 67
miles again serves to mark the ad-
vantage.

From Wallula to this port, via the 0. R.
& N. the baul is 85 miles the shortest;
and over the North Bank tracks, it is 93
miles in favor of Astoria.

And from Kennewick here, over the
North Bank route, the distance is 67
miles to the good; using always the
port of Seattle as a basis in the caleu-
lations.

Upon the same plane, it must be
remembered that this port is just 135
miles nearer to the great open sea, than
§s Seattle, since its iuner or FEastern
boundry, is but 15 miles from deep-
water.
