Boats Would Amply Protec
Mouth of Columbia.

e ———

FIVEBOATS WOULD BE ENOUGH

————

Norman Johnsow, Submarine Expert,
Tells of Value of Submerged Boats in
Event of Warfare With Another Na-
tion—Would be Great Protection,

PORTLAND, Dee, 23.—Norman John-
som, of New York, a submarine and
torpedoboat expert, is In Portland for
the purpose of collecting Jdata concorn:
ing the harbors of the Paeiflc North.
weat, and ascertaining how they can best
be protected by submarine boats. The
corporations that Mr. Johuson repre.
sents, the Holland Torpedoboat Com.
pany, and the Electric Hoat Company,
bullt the Holland submarine boats now
used by the United States and all other
mittions of jmportance exeept  France,
which uses u boat built on similar lines,

“The submarine has long passed the
experimental stage” said Mr. Johnson,
last night at the Portland Hotel, “To-
day our boats are ready to settle the
question of submarine warfare,

“But the greatest use of the subma-
rine ds to defend harbors and to pre-
vent blockades, A Holland boat can run
40 miles completely submerged, showing
on the surface not even a bubble, and at
1} knots an hour for the entire Jdia-
tance, DBesides this the boat can, run-
ning partly submerged, with gasoline
gines, cover from 1200 to 1500 miles
without stopping, and withoul assiat.
ance. This means that a subarine can
leave the mouth of the Columbia, for
instance, with her turret out of wator for
air, and rog 500 miles off shore, meol a
hostile flest before it knows anything
nbout her, and then blows them up one
at o time,

“The submarine in no way lessens
the value of either battloships or forts.
It merely adds o new fighting machine
to the nation’s war chest, just as the
torpedo dil, for instance. The subma
rine is merely a large torpedo with men
on board, eapable of rununing a thou-
sand or more milea; where the tor
pedo is limied to a mile or so. Mines
are far from being a certain defonse for
a harbor, A heavy tide, such as comes
over tha Columbis bar, renders them
practically useless nt times, and causes
them to drift, as was the case in the
Japanese-Russian war, This cannot be
avoided, especially when the waves run
high.
