NEW YORK, Dec. #1.—The strike
lﬂlim the kandlords of East side teme-
ment houses is growing rapilly. Today
the police iwill be askel for permission
to bold a monster parade through the
PBast Ride streets some day next week.
It is said that i the parade is permitted
30,000 men, women and children will
take part in the demonstration. The
Socialists, who are at the head of the
strike movement, state that they do
not expect that the permit will be grant:
ed In case it is not, an appeal will be
made for leave to hold a monster mass
meeting in one of the parks on the
Past Side,

Rents in the temement houses, it is
said, have pmctically doubled within the
last three years and have advanced 20
per cent within the last year. To make
the bad matter worse, the heads of
thousands of families are out of em:
ployment now, on account of the cut-
ting down by various employing firms
and factories.

Owners of buildings are relentlessly
evicting tenants who refuse to pay, a-
mpidly as possible, and many dispossess
notices were tacked upon doors all over
the district yesterday and more will be
sorved today. The landlords say that
ander no circumstances will they make
any reduction in the rents and severnl
of them announce that they will close
the tenesments rather than reduce the
rents,

The committee that has the strike in
hand has arranged to cure for those who

pre evicted. 1t is plamed that when
ever o family is w be evieted to semd
thein back into the house, the members
of the family belng distributed among
the flats ocoupied by others who are in
sympathy with them,
