M. Porier was the name
of the seaman dying from naiural
causen, The vessels has been bealing
around outside since December 20 when
the strong gales blew her off shore and
she hins been a8 far a5 Destroction
Island in her beating., Little damage
was ilone the vessel.

City Attorney Charles H. Abercrombie
reports to the common council the re-
sult and present status of all suits in.
stituted by, or against the city during
1007, and the probable result of those
now standing.
