It Was Over the Crew of the Iron Duks,
a British Man-of-war, and Was De-
olalve = Why the American Band
Playesd the British National Alr,

The fastest raclng boat that ever
brought shekels and glory to the Amer
fenly navy or to any other, for tiat
matter, was the cutter Darlng,

When she went down with the Van
dalia In the great stortn which sank
almost every vessel in the harbor of
Bawon she left behind her an unbroken
record of victories, ;

None of these was more sonsational
than the one she easily plucked from
a crew of the Tron Duke when the
Daring wan attached to the Wisconain,
then on the Asintle station. Approprl

tely enough, the grushing defeat was

adminlstered In contennlal year, 1870,
and It was the more slgnificant because
the Engiiah boat had given the chal
lenge and bhad fairly rushed upon ita
fate.

When a bluejuacket wants a race he
goos about it In hls own pecullar faabs
lon. Ho doesn't write out a challonge
and send It with due formalities, He
does not appolnt & committes to extend
it. He does not “post notlce in a con-
aplenons place."

He wiwply lowers his boat, ellmim
into It to the number of twelve or four
toans, pulle toward the ship whose
crow he wants (o race, tossed his onrs
ns be comes under her bow, and there
you are. The challenge hns been giv
o In the sight of the whole harbor.

This sort of Invitation doesn't wenn
that the other crew In to hustle Into its
boat for n race right then and there
On the coutrary, there s a lot of pre
liminary work yot to be done, much
of It belng of a wirictly financiy! na.
ture,

Thousands of dollars change hands
over these races. The ofcers them-
selves are generally ready to back the
bonor of thelr own ship with substan
tinl proof of thelr loyaity.

Of these lntter none was more confl-
dent than the Iron Duke crew. The
Wisconaln was already nt anchor when
the Britisli vessel came Into the har
bor cne fine day, her advent belng
greeted with the ukual attention every
Bewcomer commnnds,

She hadn't been In very long before
ahe lowored a boat. The men on the
Wisconsin Idly watehed. They con
tinued to observe, but without mueh
concern, as the Britlsh cotter wan

pulled townrd the Wisconsin, heading
neross har bows,

Then the upexpected happened. Lo
the surprise nnd lutense delight of the
Awmericugs, up went the British oars,
and a little theill of exeltement swept
the widening ripple around the barbor,
A challenge bad been glven. A race
WS to cotne,

And It wae a race that meant a
whole lot more than a mere contest
betweon two erews, It Involved a con-
tested principle of boat bullding.

I, senworthy, solld craft. The Amegr-
feany made thele cuttors lghter aud
more groceful, contending ut the same
time that the fine llnes which made
thelr boats beautiful did not make
them the less seaworthy,

The day for the race was set, a
course of threo and a half miles desig-
nated and the wagers plled up on both
pldes, Bat when the day came there
was o high wind, making the golng so
rough that the Amerlcans, thinking

8 that It wouldn't be a pretty race, pro-
posed putting It off,

The Darlng was bulit at New York
about 1871 and was 0 fur superior to
the boats she competed with that ao
other cutter was constructed on very
much the samo lues, but with what
were thought to be some Improve.
ments. She was called the Magle, and,
next to the Dirlug, she was the besl
raclug boat ln the navy, But up to the
time of her loss the older hoat was un
beaten even by her newer rival-
Washlogton Post.
