that  he whould npot support Mr,
Taft for the prealdency, and Instead
should vote for hin Democratic oppo-
pent. The churchman defended  the
principles of the Republican party, snd,
ax Indicated, defended the man for
whom be sald he expectad to vote, from
his personnl standpolst of x churchman,
“beonuse he Ix the highest type of. a
Chrlstian genutloman”

Bishop J. . Harteell of the Metho-
dist Eplscopal Church, discussing the
religloun bollefy of Bryan and Taft,
after ealling on the latter, sald:

“Which of thess men 1 shall vote for
will not be decided by their religlous
bellefs, but what they are as mon, and
by the principles and policlos they stand
for in the administration of the gov-
ernmont. | belleve that In acting upon
this view, as an American citizen, I am
in harmony with the spirit and purpose
of the founders of our republic, who
put Into the copstitution that there
should be 'no religlous test as to guall-
fleations to any offlee or public trust
under the United Btates' My convie
tion ls that the future safety of the
nation depends very largely upon onr
people heeding that constitutional pro-
hibitlon.

Remembering that Mrs, Taft Is a
Preabyterinn, but that Miss Helen Taft
wan confirmed In the Bplscopal Church
in Washington lust winter at the same
time that Miss Ethel Roosevell, daugh-
ter of the Prosldent, was confirmed, I
wondered as to Mr. Taft's church asso-
clation. When [ mude the Inquiry here
I was answered (hrough the columns
of the Northwestern Christian  Advo-
cate, the great Mothodist publiestion,

“Mra. Taft and children are Eplsco
pallans, and the Secretary frequently
accopanies them to 8t John's Chnreh,
where, also, he has & pew. While Mr,
Roosevelt goes to the German Reform-
od Church, his wife and faumily, who
are Eplscopallons, attend historie SL
John's Church, where they st only one
or two pews removed from Mrs, Taft
and her children. Becrotary Taft |
spends his vaeation at MNurray Bay,
Canada, where there Is & Unlon Church,
attended by the summer colonists of all
denominations. The Secretary of War
is one of the trustees of this summer
tolony church, where people pf many
folthe gather for worship.”

This Methodist testimony Indicated
to me the broad and liberal view of
Mr. Taft In religions matters, 1n look-
Ing through the file of this same pub-
liention—the Western Ohristian Advo
cate—I] found & discussion of botli nom-
Inees, In the course of which it was
asserted !

“If we start with the value of farms
and other homes which are known to
bo owned by men of small possessions,
the gavings bank deposits and other
known possessions of those of moderate
means, snd then add the lowest popular
estimntes of the possesslons of our !
milllonalres, we have an aggregate far |
In excess of the census appralsal of
ontlonal weslth, and the concluslon
under such clreumstances ia ieresistible
olther that the consus estimates  are
tidiculonaly amnll or the popular satl:
mates of the wealth of our milionnlires
are groatly exaggerated,

“The  writer does not find any evi.
dence that would Justify elther the
statement that our natlomal wealth Is
gromsly undeérstated or that our milllon.
nires own so large a share of that wealth
A8 to leave the great majority withont
property.”
