COUNCIL PLACES LEVY
AT TEN MILLS

MUCH BUSINESS TRANSACTED
AT THE REGULAR SES-
. SION LAST NIGHT.

At the meeting of the cummon
council last night the report of the
ecommittec pecommending  that  the
tax levy for the coming year be es.
tablished at 10 mills was adopted. An
‘erdinance providing for this levy was
also read for the first time. The re-
port of the committee also provides
for an extra mill, to be divided be-
tween the lbrary and parks This
makes the total levy 11 mills. The
straight city levy of 10 mills on the
greatly angmented asseased  valua-
tion of this year brings the amournt
to be mised in taxation just adout
the same as the 18 mills on the lower
valmation of Iast wyear. In other
words, the city is to raise just about
the same amount of money as last
year. Below is given the budget .of
weeded appropriations, and the pros-
pective  expenditures, with the levy
Based on a valuation of $I470.478.

The meeting last night was an in-
teresting one, and much business
was transacted.
