Grodusting tn 1850,
he went to the frontler and gradunted
in that old school that made him one
of the bost of Indian Agbters, ‘

In 1508 1 first met him when 1 was
a seout for Colouel Royal's command,
whom be woceoeded. It has been the
pride of my career that, be belng an
officer of such wide experience and
abllity, 1 secured bis osteem and
friendahip, and in his writings be hns
boen very generous lo alluding to my
worviven. | bad the honor of serving
with Wm In wany trylog campalgus,
potdlly In that which euwlminated In
Lis suecess over Tall Bull, who- had
long beéon the terror of the plalns with
whnt s known as the “dog soldiers™
who were renegades recraited from a
dogen disuppolated (ribes and were
composed of the most viclous, fanaticnl
lodisns who were opposed to the
white man's intrusion (o the west.
