Fifty-cight indictments were re-
turned by the grand jury vesterday
against various saloonkeepers of the
city, according to information that
was given out at the office of the
district attorney. The names of the
men against whom the indictments
ire issned were not made public. and
will ot be until the arrests are
made, It is presumed the bench
warrants will be made out today and
then turned over to Sheriff Pomeroy
for service.

While the indictments number 58,
there are only 51 or 82 saloonkeep-
ers in the city, and inasmuch as it i
understood  the  indictments are
against saloonmen the inference ie
that some of them are duplicates
