CHICAGO, March 2.—The ire of
the Retall Merchanis' Association of
Illinols has been aroused by a re-
port that the grocers of the city are
combining to advance the price of
certain staple articles of food such an
coffes, tea and sugar. "The retail
grocers of the city have not met to
raise prices” says President Wester-
field, "On the contrary prices on can-
ned goods, eggs and other staples
have been reduced. The association
states officially that there is no rise
in prices needed at this time"

. That rates from Eastern desti:
nations 1o Spokane were higher ﬁnn‘
those to Seattle, a more distant point.

2. That rates to Spokane were in-
herently unreasonable.

Upon first points defendants claim-
ed that the water competition com-
pelled them to charge rates in effect
at Seattle, and that therefore they
might charge a higher rate to Spo-
kane without wviolating the long and
short haul provision, or without dis-
eriminating under the third section.

The Commission sustaing the claim
of the defendants, It shows that
rates to Pacific Coast terminals are
controlled by water competition and
that higher rates to Interior points
like Spokane are not of necessity un-
Tnwful

Upon the second point the Com-
migsion sustaing the claim of the peti-
tioners and holds that the rates from
Eastern  destinations to  Spokane
charged at present are unjust and un-
reasonable. It reduces class rates
from St Paul to Spokane 16 2-3 per
cent and makes substantinlly the
same reduction from Chicago to
Spokane. Rates east of Chicago are
not dealt with., Nearly all commodi-
ties to the Coast move under com-
modity rates, and these were (he
principal subjects of complaint upon
the part of Spokane. Rates from all
points upon the Missouri river and
east to Seattle are the same, while
rates from the same points to Spo-
kane are usually considerably higher
than to Seattle and increase as the
point of origin lies in farther east.

The complainants referred, as illus-
trative, to 32 articles, The commis-
sion holds that It can only fix rates
upon the articles enumerated. Com-
plainants insisted that rates upon
these commodities to Seattle ought
not to be exceeded at Spokame. The
commission holds, with respect to 25
of these articles, that the rate from
St. Paul to Spokane should not be
higher than the rate from St. Paul to
Soeattle; with respect to five, slightly
higher rates to Spokane are permit-

ROBBERY WAS CAUSE OF DEED

Murderer Arrested While on His
Way Out of the Country and on
Being Taken Back to Place Where
Crime Was Committed, Confessed.

TILLAMOOK, Or,
Adolph Nordstrom,
railrond construction laborer, pound-
ed to death John Peterson, his fore
man, with the butt end of a revolver
Sunday night and robbed him. Then
Nordstrom hired a Tillamook livery-
man to take him out of the country.
He was overhauled at Beaver, Or, 14
miles south of Tillamook, last night,
and brought back to Tillamook.
Shortly before noon he was taken
to the scene of the murder and con-

fessed everything to Sheriff Cren.
shaw. He ia now in the county jail
nwaiting trial for the murder in the
first degree. The next circult court
term will be in April.

Peterson, aged 55 and of the same
pationality as his murderer, had just

ed to third reading the House subsii-

Otherwise, as the bill now standse it
requires u petition of 30 per cent of
the electorate to secure the submis-
sion of the local option question with
subsequent submission only at a gen-
eral election.

It su-
perceeds all existing statutes regulat-
ing common schools, certificates of
teachers and supervision of state
educational institutions, at tonight's
session the House adopted the mili-
tary code regulating the mifitia bill
already passed the House. The code
ix drawn to conform to the recent
congressional acts.

of the money, then engaged a livery-
man for $30 to take him “outside.”
He decided to strike the railroad at
Sheridan, and they took the route
through Hebo and Cloverdale,

Peterson's awful end was soon dis-
evered and” the midnight hour had
not struck in Tillamook before Sher-
iff Crenshaw was helping hunt the
body. The searchers found it. They
found also the bloody end of Nord-
strom's gun, which the .blows had
broken off. They found a bloody hat.
Nordstrom had paid out considerable
money in Tillamook, and his precipi-
tate departure by special conveyance,
an unosual mode for a railroad la-
horer, caused the Sheriff to set out
after him in haste,

Nordstrom is, about 30 years old,
short and heavy set. Nothing is
known of his connections, He has

been in  this locality about two
months. Peterson was a P. R. & N.
bosa,

A coroner’s jury this forenoon
found in accordance with the confes-
sion, Nordatrom showed where he
had thrawn his gun and where he had
dragged the body.

The murdéred man was a brother
of Gustaf A. Peterson, road master of
the A. & C. R, R. Company, who
lives in thig city. Mr. Peterson has
been notified of his brother's tragie
death but it is not known whether he
will go to Tillumeok or not ps he
could not be seen last night, although
he is in the city.

PORTLAND, March-2=In an of-
ficial report to United States Inspec-
tors Edwards and Fuller of the col-
lision of the steam schooner Olsn &
Mahoney, in tow of the M. F. Hend-
erson, with the east pier of the Burn-
side-street bridge, Saturday afternoon,
Captain James L. Smith, master of
the tugboat, says that Pilot Al Betts
lost control of the Olson & Mahoney.
Smith also declares that he was act-
ing entirely under orders of Betts
His statement, which was received
by the inspectors this morning, is in
part as follows:

“In passing through the Burnside
bridge draw Pilor Betts lost control
of the Olson & Mahonecy and struck
the first pier east of the drawspan,
the Henderson striking on her port
bow and smashing in about 10 feet of
her guard. the Olson & Mahoney
striking amidships and crushing her
guard and shifting the pier over and
otherwise damaging the bridge. In
moving the Olson & Mahoney T was
working entirely under orders of
Pilot Bette”

Captain H. T. Payne, master of the
Olson & Mahoney, has sent in the
following report of the accidént:

“The steamer Olson & Mahoney
leit the Portland Lumber Company's
mill at 4 p. m. Saturday, in charge of
Pilot Betts, the sternwheel tug M. .
Henderson being made fast on the
port quarter for towing purposes. "At
4:30, when passing through the draw
of the Burnside bridge, the Hender-
son struck one of the piers of the
bridge.
