WOES OF POLICE

Force Never Free From Hate of
The Low And Vicioun,

CHICAGO, Apnl 5~Sentiment
against police department aroused by
the recet killing “by mistake” of
Joseph Finn by Detective Alexander
Scott, found violent demonstration in
two instances last nmight against
policemen in the performance of thelr
duty in widely separat d parts of the
city who were attacked by bystanders.
“Look out that he doesn't give you
what Finn got.” and “He may be a
hair-trigger cop,” were some of the
cries (hat accompanied the attacks
In each instance the patrolmen beat
back their assailants and clung to
their prisoners, bhoth of whom were
alleged notorious pickpockets. Riot
calls were sounded while both encoun-
ters were in progress
In the first affair the 'policeman,
memory of the Finn tagedy fresh in
his mind, had thrown his revolver in
the street before accosting his man
and his only means of defense was his
club. He was George Murphy of the
detective burean,

A three-word cable from the bar-
ren Isle of Malokai, Howaii, an-
nounces the death of Mrs. Walter R,
Brinkerhoff, formerly Miss Nelli=
White of this city, who three years
ago gave up the pleasnres of wealth,
that assured social standing can bring
and took her place beside her hus-
band to assist him in caring for the
lepers, among whom he has cast his
lot.

She died a martyr to wifely devo:
tion and to the slowly dying erea-
tures on the island. The cablegram
contained only the terse message,
"Nellie is dead™

Mrs, Brinkerhoff was the daughter
of the Iate multi-millionaire Nelson D.
White, and a niee of ex-Governor
John D. Long.

Her marringe took place in August,
1907. The bride-heiress to the mil-
lions of her father—journied 6000
miles to wed the young pathologist
who had devoted his life to the lepers
of the Pacific, in a heroic effort ro
