The Astoria Water Commission in

its entirety, with the sole exceotion of
Commissioner J. E. Ferguson, who is
absent from the city, assembled in
the water office at the city hall last
evening, for the regular May session,
with Clerk Loundsberry in charge of
the records- -

After the reading of the minutes cf
th e previous meeting the board set
tled down to the dispatch of the cur-
rent business of the hour, from which
it was ascertained, via the clerks' re-

port, that the total business for the
month aggregated the sum of $387- 2-

15; and the total cash collections,
$3949.45.

The statement of the treasurer
showed that there was on hand, April
30, 1909, the full sum of $43.429.6.1.
The report of the assistant superin
tendent was then read and ordered
placed on file.

The pay roll for the month amount-
ed ot $755.75: and the bills for thai
period reached the figure of $1369.

A communication was received, and
read, from Fire Chief Foster, asking
the high service control be extended
into the engine house at the foot of
Seventeenth street, so that it could
he handled by the firemen there on
the moment, without the intervention
of the Water Office man; in other
words, that it be etended into the
apparatus room at that buildinar. from
the room adjoining. This was con
ceded by the board and the assistant
superintendent was directed to make
the charige at once.

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Yesterday afternoon complaint
was made by three prominent ladies
of Astoria to Harry Rinn, desk ser
geant at the police station, that a
Chinaman was cruelly beating a poor
horse. They allege he struck the
horse with coal oil cans and clubs.
Rlnn went down to Me Gin Johana's
Chinese store where he found the
horse and wagon, the wagon having a

cargo of swill aboard. He imme
diately drove the outfit to the police
station and after locking the hind
wheel with two pair of handcuffs and
a steel cell door lock, left Chief of
Police Oberg in charge to see that
the animal did not run away, while
he went down to the district attor-

ney's office to make a complaint.
During his absence the horse fell
asleep several time and came near
falling over. It is doubtful if he
would move had a cyclone struck,
him. Oberg did not notice the hand- -

ufTs and lock, and when his atten
tion was called to it, he left for down
town wlu-r- be had urgent business.
Officer Uinu swore out a warrant for
the arrest of the Chinaman and he
will have an opportunity of explain
ing matters before Justice Goodman
this morning. Judging from the looks
and age of the horse, it is doubtful if
he was aware that he was being beat
en by a club or oil can.

Gee
is the second mate in a vegetable
Harden around Smith's Point.

pearance in the justice court this
morning.

benches or platforms at least 22
inches high, or except the same be

hung or suspended at least 22 inches
above the floor or ground. The pen-

alty for violating the ordinance is a
line not less than $25 or by imprison

mnent not less; than 12 days-- j

Under the provisions of the ordi-- I
nance, all food products exposed in or
in front of stores must be on plat
forms not less than 22 inches high.
In meat markets the quarters of beef
must be suspended not less than 22
inches from the floor. This will ne-

cessitate making changes in some of
the markkets. Nearly all the grocer
stores have complied with the provis-
ions of the ordinance.
