Mr. Bryant also calls attention to 
the fact that the late l)ean Stanley, for 

. years before his death, insisted that the 
. numbers in the Old Testament were, in 
many instances, entirely too high, and that 
be believed that the correction of these ap 
parent errors would relieve the Bible of 
many objections now urged against its 
chronological record.

Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba making Arrange-
ment« for through trains from Illinois and New 
lork 8tate> which should bring tlitir fauu!i->« 
twenty and thirty in each car, togethor wi'h 
Uieir household goods, live stock and fixtures. 
People from Ohio, Pennsylvania and othor 
states were directing their movements to the 
northww?. furnishing evidences of tho coming 
emigration tusiness of tho year. 

There is no compromise as vet between tho 
parties interested in the Chicago, St. Paul, Min­
neapolis & Omaha railway and tiie stoobhoidew 
of the Chicago, Portage & Superior railway in 
reference to the delivery o? tho latter property 
to the recent purchasers of $1,000,000 of 
stock. President Schofield of tho Chicago, 
Portage & Snperior, who, with olher officers of 
the corporation, has been in Chicago in confer­
ence with R. R. Cable, of the Rock Island road, 
purchaser of tho centrolling stock, left for Now 
York to consult with eastern bond and stock­
holders. Pending his return negotiations are 
held in abeyance. 

The deputy collector of customs in 8t. Paul 
has found the duties of his ofSc» not a little ar­
duous of late. Mora than 1,000 cars of rail-
roauiron.hafc lately been passing through St. 
Paul, in bond for the Canadian Pacific railway, 
and every car has to be inspected and tho rails 
counted by a local inspector here as they are 
transferred from the Omaha or Milwaukee to 
tho Manitoba roa<V. 

RECORD OF CRIMES. 
Abraham Netler for many years a member 

of the Chicago board of trade in good repute, 
has lately become a financial wreck and taken 
to dishonest practices by means of which ho 
has victimized varicus members of the board 
to tbe amount of ever $28,000 His plan has 
been to buy car lots of grain to be paid for 
when delivered at its ultimate destination. Ho 
would secure payment from the consignee, and 
then by means of valueless checks or by koep-
ing out of the way, avoid payment. Among the 
losers are Curtis & King, $4,000; P. B. Weis 
$2,000; Gregg & Son, $1,000; S. H. McCree, 
pi,000; and others aggregating$20,000. 

Christian Butterbach, a life convict sentenced 
in November, 1878, for the murder of his 
grandfather in Detroit, Mich., escaped from the 
state prison at Jackson by unlocking hh cell in 
some manner and then making a hole in the 
cornice, through which he escaped. How he 
reached ihe cornice or mado liis descent after 
gaining the outside is not known to tho prison 
officials, but it is thought he must have ascend­
ed by means of a rope thrown over a beam and 
then reachcd the ground outside by means of 
the same rope. No clue has jet been obtained 
that promises to lead to his recapture. 

H. Schnlter, tho deputy- sheriff of Grant 
county, Wis., has been iu Winona in search of 
Adolph Bettmeyer, a young man of twenty-five, 
who has beoa traveling for the Kenosha Fan-
Mill company. He had turned over to tho con­
cern farmers' notes to the amount of $300, 
which turn out to be forgeries, the agent hav­
ing Bold the original and spent the process. 
The fellow was arrested in September, but was 
bailed out by his brother in October, and with 
his wife left Grant county. 

The body of Joseph Milliken was found in 
the southwest part of Thornton, Ind., with a 
knife wound in the left side, between the first 
and second ribs. John Dixon, who hadTbeen 
quarrelling with Millikm during the day, was 
arrested, and a bloody knife found on him. He 
admitted that ho struck Milliken once with the 
knife, but Baid it was in self-defense. Dixon 
has keen committed for trial. 

At San Antonio, Tex., a great sensation has 
been created by the arrest of a French count 
named DeKoroman, charged with attempting to 
murder Dr. Cripples and his wife, Miss Shane, 
a step-daughter and the coachman of the fam­
ily named Dale. It is said a great scandal will 
be developed when the matter comes before the 
court for trial.

FOREIGN FLASHES. 
The Union Generalcs of Paris, which lately 

burst up with a mighty crash, increased its de­
posits from 22,000,000 francs December, 
1878, to 62,000,0< 0 December, 1879, and 
paid a dividend of l.'l per cout.; Iu 1880 it 
doubled its stock, 00,000 additional Bliarea, 
and earned 11,46G,700 francs on an actually 
paid up capital of only 3 5?,500,000 francs, de­
claring a dividend of 32 percent. Iu 1881 its 
shareholders mado great profits by allotment 
of shares in the Laaudor bank of Austria and 
Hungary, and again doubled its nominal capi­
tal. The stock, which had sold at 738 at tho 
beginning of 1«80, and 900 at tho end of that 
-year, rose to 1,500 iu July, was powerfully as-
eailed by great bankers, but was effectually 
"cornered," and advanced to 3,000 in Novem­
ber. 

Tho Rusniau authorities profess to be anx­
ious to check tho persecution of tho Jews, 
especially sinco tho subject has attracted so 
much attention inliurope aud America, but tho 
outragos still continue. The inurdor of a fam­
ily of six is just reported, and where one case 
is reported there are doubtless a do«en uu-
noted, as it is tho policy of tho authorities to 
suppress unploasant news.

Ftr that reason 
efforts are being mado to establish the mater­
nity'of the waif. Dr. Eruigu of ParlseraJrnrs 
asserts that Mrs. Brewster is mothor of the 
child, he having attended her in child birth. 
The mystery surrounding tho true history of 
the child involves many interesting facts, aud a 
strong effort is being made-to get at tho 
truth. 

A MINING NOUROIT. ' 

Terrible Explosion in a Virginia Mine Which 
Has Undoubtedly Resulted iu the Death oi 
Thirty-Tivo Miners-
The New York Herald has a special from 

Coalfield, Va., saying: Shortly after 1 o'clocu 
on the 3rd, an explosion occurrod ia the Grove 
ehaft of the Midlothian coal pits. A volume of 
smoke, cindei s, wood and bark burst from the 
shaft which become choked up aud closed. In­
tense excitement ensued as it waB known that a 
largo number of men were at work in tho nit 
which is over 1,200 feet deep, the galleries ex' 
tending 3,000 feet under the gronud. General 
efforts have been made to test the pit and to 
reach the imprisoned workmen but without 
success. People from all quarters are Cook­
ing to the scene of the exploeion. 

About 'Zt o'clock all hope was abandoned, and 
the most harrowing scenes of wailing women 
and children and grief stricken men followed. 
A majority of the entomod wore married and 
many leave large famiiies, moet of theso had by 
this time assembled at the mouth of the shatt 
and the scene was heart-rending in the extreme. 
Amid all this it bad to be dccicied to make no 
further effort to reach tke bottom of the mine 
until the boiler fire had gene out It was fw.red 
and almost positively known, that any effort to 
restore ventilation would only create a disas­
trous conflagration from the boiler fires, and 
nothing could be gained by tho attempt

H. Burroughs of New York, and cost aboui 
twelve years ago between $400,000 and $500 -

(iuiteau Sentenced to tie llni>.gre<l Until 

He is Dead on the 3 >th 
ol June. 

Tho Assassin Doclnres Himself God's Man 
and l^roillots Wrath mid 

A ongeunue. 
On Friday Guiteau •tvas brought into court and 

placed in the dock. Before taking his seal Gui­
teau looked ovor to his counsel and said in a 
quiet and rather pleading tone. 

Can I sit at that table, if your honor please? 
Judge Cox—If there is no objection from 

counsel. 
Guiteau—havo you any objeotion, Colonel? 
Col. Corkliill—No, sir. 
Tho prisoner then took a seat at the table by 

the side of Scoville and taking out of his coat 
pookot a roll of manuscript addrcasod tho court 
in apparent belief, and with the air of principal 
couijsol in the case: "If the court pleaao, before 
tins motion in made I deaire to corrcot a few 
errors that have propt iu." At this point he 
i>as stopped by tuo court. Col. Corkhill r>L>-
jectod to any remarks from the prieouer. Sco­
ville also objected and thought anything of the 
kiud had bettor be postponed uutil the business 
before the court had bean disposed of. 

Scoville proceeded to read affidavits and 
other papers filed by him with his motion of a 
new .trial. F. H. Snyder, maker of the af­
fidavit upon whioh Scoville relies mainly to 
Bupport his mo'irui, sat immediately in the roar 
of Hcovillo. Corkl ill then mid tho affidavit of 
each momber of tho j ury, in which thoy most 
positively dei.ied having seen or read a copy 
of tho Critic or any oliior papoi- during the 
time thoy serve.I aa jurors upon the trial of 
Guitsau. Following tlusj was road tho af­
fidavit of Norman Wiard, to tho offect 
that ho had knoTyn Hnydor for fifteen 
years, aud to his kuosileilgo Baid Sny­
der ia a lli.f, forger aud blackmailor, 
aud that ho (Wiard) would not beliovo hiui un-
dor oath. Col. Corkhill also read affidavits of 
John Ii. Sargeant, formerly a detective in 
Washington, and Batcitive McElfrceb, who ar­
rested Snyder several years ago on tho charge 
of grand larceny, also an aflidavit of Georgo 0. 
Curtiss. bailiff iu charge of the roi-.m from 
whioh Suvder alleges ho took .the copy of tlio 
Critic with the jurors names upon it. Tlio affi­
ant did not ptu ehnso a Critic Auring tho trial. 
Judge Cox w&s txpoatcd to rondor hu decision 
on Saturday. 

ON SATURDAY 

Mr. Scovillo mai'e an effort to postpone the de­
cision ou tbo motion for r now trial, on the 
ground tlirtt thp fiiatter ShoiU-11'e further la' 
veBtigatod, but JtidgeCos began at once to read 
h!'j itciiion. Referring to tho allegations con­
nected with the finding of tho nowtpapor in 
the jury room, he said that they amounted to 
nethii g iu faco of tho sworn affidavits of every 
member of tho jury that they /.id not see or 
road a paper at any time during tho trial No 
ono could swear to tho fact that tho jurors did 
write upon tho paper while they all swear thr-y 
did not, and thoro ii no roaaoa to doubt tluir 
voracity. He disposed of tho talk about the 
discovery of new evidenco, by saying that it 
could iu no wiso affect the verdict. As to the 
export witness whoso admissions after the trial 
aro alleged to havo been difforont from his evi­
dence given upon the trial, Judge Cox said 
eworn admie-iona of this character could never 
bo considered as ground for overttirning a ver­
dict that may havo been obtained thiough evi­
dence of tho vory witness who, from a corrupt 
motive, might seek to roverso a vordict. 

From ail the papors presented, Judge Cox 
summed up: "1 am unable to find any roason 
to grant tho motion, which ia thorefora over­
ruled." 

Scoville—I would like to nota c-xceptioua to 
tho ruling of the court. 

Col. Corkhill—Your honor, it now becomes 
my duty— 

Scoville—Ono moment, please. I would like 
to file in due form tho motion which I referred 
to yesterday. Scoville thon filed hie motion in 
arrest of judKnment 

Guiteau, who had boon permitted to resume 
hiseeatat tho cotiueel tablo, callod out, "If 
your honor please, I deaire to ask if there ia any 
motion .that I ought to make to reserve my 
rights." Scoville tried to prevent hii speak­
ing, but ho retorted, "Well, 1 don't, want any 
advantage taken of mo. I want to know -how 
much time I shall I avo to preparo my appeal to 
tho court in banc." 

Scovillc—Pieaso ko3p quiet Wo haven't 
reached that yet. 

Guiteau, with much excitement.—I won't 
keep quiet. I am hero and I propose to do my 
own talking. 

Judge Cox then informed Scovillo of tho rules 
of practieo applicable to filiug Ilia exception, 
and after this matter had been arranged, Cork­
hill renewed his motion, Siijing, '"It is LOW my 
duty to avk for tho sentence of the oonrt." 

Jinlgo Cox to the prisoner—Stand up. Have 
you anytl i'lg to cay why aentenco should not bo 
paeBsd upon you? 

GuitoaPj still Bitting—I r.ak your honor to 
postpone centouce as long as possible. 

Judge Cos- Stand op. H.ive you anything 
to say why sentence should hot bo passed upon 
you? 

Tho prisoner then arose pale, but with lifH 
compressed and a doporuto de'ermination 
stamped upon his feature-'. Ia a low and de­
liberate tone ho began, bu; soon his manner be-
camo wild and violent, i.nd poundiag upon tl:o 
table, ho delivered Limsdf of tho following 
harauguo: "I am not guilty of tho chargoset 
forth in tho indictment. It was God's aer, not 
mine, and Ood will take care of it and don't let 
the American pooplo forget it. Ho will take 
care of it and every officer left to this govern­
ment, from tlis executive duivii to that- marshal 
taking in every man on that 
jury and every member of this 
bsuch, will pay for it; a id tho American na­
tion will roll in blood, if my body goes into 
tlio ground and I am hung Tho Jowa put tho 
despised Gallileao in the grave. For the time 
they triumphed, but at tho destruction of Jeru­
salem forty years afterward, tho Almighty got 
even with'thom. I am cot afraid of death. I 
am here aa God's man. Kill mo !o-m»rrow if 
you want to. I am God's man and I havo said 
"so from iht) start." 

Judge Cox then preceeded to pass sen­
tence, addressing tho prisoner in the following 
manuer: "You havo beon noavicstd of 
a crime ao terrible in its circumstances end eo 
far reaching iu its results that it has drawn tip-
on you the horror of the wholo world and tho 
exocrationa cf your countrvmon. Tho excite­
ment produced by audi an offense mideit no 
e.iay task to aecure for you a fair aud imp ar­
tial trial, but you havo "had the power of the 
United Statos treasury and government iu your 
service to protect your person from violence 
and to procurn evidence from all parts of tho 
cruntry. You hate hod as fair and im­
partial a jury as ever assembled in a court 
of justice. You havo been defended by 
counsel with a zeal and dovotion that merits 
the highest encomium and I certainly have 
dono my beat to secure a fair presentation of 
your defence. Notwithstanding ali thia you 
havo been found guilty. It wculd hava been a 
comf ort to tnany people if the vordict of tho 
jury had established that your act was that of 
an irresponsible man. It would 
have left the people satisfied iD 
the belief lha tho" crimo of murder 
political assassination was something entirely 
foreign to tho constitution and civilization of 
of our country. But tbo result has denied 
ttem that comfort. The country will accept it 
as fact that the crime can be oommittcd and the 
court will havo to deal with it with the liigheet 
penalty known to the criminal code, to serve aB 
au examplo to the others. Your career has 
been eo extraordinary that peoplo might well at 
times have doubted your sai'ity, but one cannot 
but believe that when the orime waB committed 
yon thoroughly understood the nature of tho 
crime and its consequences. 

Guiteau: I was acting as God's man. 
And that you had moral spnse and con­

science to reoogniza tho iniquity of such an 
act 

The Prisonor: That's a matter of opinion. 
Your own testimony shows that you recoiled 

with horror from tho idea. You say that you 
prayed against it You say that you thought 
it might be prevonted. Thi3 shows that your 
conscience warned you against it, but by tho 
wrotohed sophistry of your own mind 
you worked yourself up against the 
protost of your own conscience. 
What motivo could havo induced you to thia 
act must bo a mattjr of conjecture. Probably 
men will think that some fanaticism oi morbid 
desire for tolf-exaltation was tho real inspi­
ration for the act Yonr own testimony seems 
to controvert tho theories of jour counsel. 
They have maintained and fought honestly I 
bohovo, that you wero driven against your wi:l 
by ineane inspiration. Tho testimony showed 
that you deliberately resolved to do it, 
and that deliberately and mis-
guiaea win was the sole impulse. 

This may seem insanity to some persons, but 
tho law looks upon it as a wilful crimo. You 
will hava duo opportunity of having any er-
rora I may have committed dniing the course 
of tho trial passed upon by the court in bare, but 
meanwhile it is necessary for mo to pronounce 
tho sentence of tho law, that you bo taken 
hence to the common jail of the district from 
whence yon came, and there bo kept in con­
finement, and Friday, tho 30th of June, 
I.SS2, you be taken to a place 
prepared for your execution withia the walls of 
said jail ai:d thero, between tho hours of 12 
and 'J p. m., bo hanged by the neck until you 
and dead, and may tho Lord have mercy on 
your souL 

During the retding Guiteau stood apparent­
ly unmovwl and with his gaze rivited upon tho 
judge, but when the final wotds wero spoken 
he struck the table violently and shouted, 
"And may tho L^rd havo mercy on your souL 
I'd rsther stand where I do than where that 
jury does aud where your honor stands. I'm cot 
afraid to die. 

I stand hero as God's man, and God Al­
mighty will curse every man who has had a 
part in procuring this unrighteous verdict. 
Nothing but good has come from Garfiela's re­
moval, and that will be the verdict of posterity 
on my inspiration. I don't care a snap for the 
verdict of this corrupt generation. I would 
rather a thousand" limes be in my 
position than that of those who have 
haunted me to death. I shall have a glorious 
flight to glory, but that miserable sconndrel, 

! Corkhill, will tave a permanent job down be-
' low, where the devil is prepared for him.

slightest trace of exoltement conversed ftn 
some minutes before taken from the court 
room. 

&p?m the arrival of Guiteau at tho jail he 
was at onoe takefi to his eplland a guard placed 
over him. This precaution is always observed 
in cases of prisoners under sentence of deaths 
and will be rigidly adhered to iu this case, both 
by night and by day.

Meigs, retired. Maj. Win. Roches­
ter, paymaster ganeral, vioe Gou. Brown, re­
tired. 

The retiromont of Gen. Moigs will promote 
Li6ut. CoL James A. Elkin, deputy quarter­
master general, to the rank of colonel aud as­
sistant quartermaster general; Major James J. 
Dana to the rank of lieutenant colonel and 
deputy quartermaster general, and Captain Au-
drow J. McGounigle to the position of major 
and quartermaster. This, with the retirement 
of Capt. William T. Howell, assistant quarter­
master, which has been announced in orders, 
will create two vacancies in the list of captains, 
which will bo filled by executive appointment. 

Colonels Granville O. Haller, Twenty-third 
infantry, and Pinkuey Lugenbeel, Fifth infan­
try, havo also boon added to tho retired list; 
the lattot ftt hla own requost, whioh was pre­
ferred many months ago, but action has boon 
delayed by his detail as a momber of tho Whit-
taker court-martial. Tho retirement of Colon­
els Haller and Lugenboel will result in the fol­
lowing changes: Lieut. Col. H. M. Black, 
Eighteenth iufantry, will becomo colonel of the 
Twenty-third; Liout. Col. Daniel Huston,Sixth 
infantry to tho colonelcy of the Fifth infantry ; 
Maj. Guido Iiges, Fifth infantry, receives his 
well-earned promotion to the rank of lieuten­
ant colonel, and will go to the Eighteenth in­
fantry; and Maj. N. W. Osborne, Fifteenth in­
fantry will become lieutenant colonel of the 
Sixth. Capt. It. L. Morris, Eighteenth infan­
try, will be promoted major of tlio Fifth infan­
try, and Captain Geo. M. Bray ton, Eighth in­
fantry, major of tho Fifteenth infantry. First 
Lieut. S. Ii. Stafford and Second Lieut D. D. 
Mitchell, Fifteenth infantry, will receive pro­
motion to the rank of captain and first lieuten-
ant respectively; and in the Fifth infantry First 
Lieut Edmund liico will become captain, and 
Setond Lieut C. B. Thompson first lieutenant. 

•Sciontiiic Scintellatious, 
The government surveyor of Jamaica re­

ports that there are at present 800,000 acres 
of timber-producing land in the island; 
that out of this there might be cuteach year, 
without permahent injury. 400 foet to the 
acre—say 320,000,000—as an annual timber 
supply; aud that, out of this large quantity 
only about 2,500,000 are actually cut for 
building purposes every year. 

The Dutch are sending out pioneer ex­
peditions into high latitudes year after year 
for the purpose of ascertaining the move­
ments of the ice and other particulars very 
necessary to be known before going to the 
expense of equipping a costly vessel or two 
which might prove a costly* failure. They 
aro the only people who ate pursuing arctic 
research in a sane and scientific spirit. 

The surface of cast iron may bo softened 
for turning or planing by immersion for 
twenty-four hours in a solution of one part 
of nitric acid to four of water. 

Glycerine, to which a fow drops of alco­
hol have keen added, is an excellent appli­
cation for oilstones on whioh fine instru­
ments aro to be sharpened. 

Paiv.ffiue is found to bo an efficient 
means of protecting wood against damp, 
acids, and alkalies. Tbo wood is first well 
dried, and then covered with a solution of 
ono part of tho melted parafflne in six 
farts of petroleum, ether, or bisulphide of 
carbon; the solvents evaporate quicltly, 
loaving tho parafiiues in the pores of the 
wood. Bpecial eare, however is said to be 
necessary in tho use of this preparation, 
because paruffiue, as well as petroleum eth­
er. or bisulphide of carbon is peculiarly 
inllammable—even the vapor of the two last 
mentioned substances, if mixed with air, 
may give rise to explosions. It is only 
necessary to exercise leiEonable caution, 
however, to insure safety.

Something About a Mail Who Is Lending 
Millionaires by the Nose. 

From a New York Lottor. 
Tho present society boss is a man named 

Ward MoAllistor, who comes from some-
whore south. Very little is known about 
bim, except that ho lives down about Twen-
ty-socond street, in the neighborhood of 
Sixth avenue, a mile oway from the rich 
md leading element of New York. Ho is a 
big, imfl ited man, with dark, curling hair. 
He has no known business, and cuts no 
figure in financial, artistio or professional 
li'fei Somewhere about the closfi of the 
war he dropped down on New York and 
proceeded to organize its social barbarians 
BU the first family plan. The first thing he 
he did was to get up the Patriarchs' ball. 
There aro five of theso dancif £ balls every 
wintsr. 

McAllister keeps a book and is absolute 
over it, putting down whom he wishes and 
leaving off whom he will. About sixty 
persons are invited to contribute $100 
apiece, or $20 per entertainment. Each of 
these receives five tickets. As the thing 
has been going on for fifteen years he has 
considerable hold on our fashionablo so-
cK-t.y, wi.ich. however, lias never asssrlod 
itself for one moment, but lets the import­
ed boss select whom he considers the prop­
er thing. Those who reciprocate by invit­
ing the Mogul to their houses get the invi­
tations. 

About two years ago he concluded, as 
that old generation was thinning out, an­
other scheme must be got up to get in the 
younger generation, so he organized what is 
commonly called the F. 0. D. C., meaning 
tho Family Circle Dancing Class. It also 
meet3 at Delmonico's every fortnight, five 
times in the season, the subscription prise 
being $100. So, practically, this man, 
whom nobody knows except in connection 
with theso balls, manages the principal en­
tertainments in New York for ten weeks of 
the fashionable season—the patriarchs ball 
ooming in between the E. 0. D. C. balls. 

It is boss government of the most ridicu­
lous sort: MoAllister has cut some of the 
Astors lately and leans toward tbe Vander-
bilts, whom he deftly handles. 

Bravely Done. 
He is master of the situatisn who, in art 

impending calamity, knows the right thing 
to do and does it. As William the Oon-
querer leaped on the English shore, he fell 
on his face. Knowing that his supersti­
tious soldiers would see in 
the fall a disastrous omen, 
he jumped and showing each 
hand full of earth, exclaimed,— "Thus do 
I take possession of England! It is mine 1 
I seize it with both handsl" 

A schoolmistress showed even more pres­
ence of mind than the royal William, 
when, her school-houae on fire, she 
marched out the children to the music of 
the piano, so that no one was injured. A 
mining boss—one of those men whose 
nerves at the approach of a calamity be­
come as steel and whose brain grows as 
cleft as crystal—recently illustrated Hot­
spur's words, "Out of this nettle, danger, 
we pltick this flower, safety."

Called One tit SI A Powers of Europe. 

From the London Booioty. 
The Borings have been among the most 

famous of English bankers. They are of 
Germ'aft stock. There is a kind of ecclesi­
astical flavor abotrt them. Their English 
founder was a Bremen paffto?,- who settled 
in this country. His grandson maffied the 
niece of an English archbishop. One ef 
his descendants became bishop of Durham. 
The money was originally made in the rich, 
profitable olothing business in the west of 
£!nglaad, Ashburton gave a title in the 
peerage to the ehief of the house of Baring. 
It has been a rule itt the house that when 
any one of them has got a tills he goes out 
of the business. JSir Francis Baring, 
the first great banker, who, dying 
in 1810, left a fortune of $2,000,-
000, had three sons—Thomas, 
Alexander and Henry. Thomas succeed­
ing to the baronetcy, gate up the business. 
Henry had a rather romentic reputation as 
a lucky gambler, who was frequently able 
to break the bank of a gaming table. He 
was tbe amazement of beholders when he 
weald sit down at a gaming table at the 
Palais Royal—before suoh tablos were hap­
pily abolished—with |;iles of gold and note 
before him. The reputation of Ja successftl 
gambler was hardly suited to the intense 
respectability of the firm, and Mr. Henry 
was induced to retire from the tusiness. 
Alexander Baring, often known as "Alex­
ander the Great," sustained and extended 
the fortune of the house. Ho went to 
America, aind thoro, the riohost banker in 
England, married tne daughter of the rich­
est citizen of tho United States. 
One of his magnificent transac­
tions possess a historical importance. After 
the conclusion of the great European war 
he paid down n sum of £1,000,000, by 
which France was freed from the occupa­
tion of' Bussian, Austrian and German 
armies. "There are six great powers in 
Europe," said the Duo de Richelieu— 
"England, France, Russia, Austria' Prussia, 
and faring Brothers." Iu 1835 ho wus 
made Lord Ashburton. Two of his sons 
held the title, and each successively retired 
from the business. The head of the firm, 
Thomas Baring, beoame ohanoellor of the 
exchequer in Lord Melbourne's ministry, 
and another member. Lord Northbrook, 
has been governor general of India. 

Wliat a Jilting Did. 
The stadent of history soon learns to say 

with Dr. Tonng, 
"Think naughta trifle, though it small appear; 
Small eauds the mountain, moments make the 

year, 
And trifles the lilt." 

The British system of artificial inland 
navigation, which includes one hundred 
and ten lines and two thousand four hun­
dred miles of canal, sprung from a trifle—a 
matrimonial disappointment. Tho Dulto 
of Bridgewater, the originator of the sys­
tem, was engaged to be married-just after 
he had attained hip majority. A dispute 
arising between the gentleman and lady, the 
match was broken off. 

The duke's chagrin changed the courso 
of his life. Ho gave hia first and last ball 
to the London world of fashion, and then 
buried himself among his coal-fields at 
Worsley. Eschewing the society of women, 
he even refused to employ them as servants 
in Ids manor-house. Disappointed in 
marrying the most beautiful woman in 
England, ho determined to unite, by means 
of a canal, his coal-fields with Manchester, 
then beginning its career as a manufacturing 
town. 

In those days good roads were the exoop-
tions, bad roads the rule. The cottons of 
Manchester and the woolens of Leeds were 
conveyedifrom place to place on pack-
horses, which jagged alo'ag in single file. 

The freight charge from Leeds to Lou­
den was sixty-three dollars a ton. When 
ihe duke's canal was finished, the prices of 
coal and other commodities in Manchostor 
fell ono-half. 

Tho success of this canal started the 
duke to build ono which would connect 
Manchester with Liverpool. To procure 
the funds he reduced his personal expenses 
to four hundred pounds 'a year. So 
straightened was he at times that the Lon­
don bankers hesitated to discount his note 
for five hundred pounds. 

Sometimes when "hard up," he would 
start iiis steward upon a collecting tour 
among the tenantry of the ducal estates. 
The steward would ride from tenant to ten­
ant, getting five pounds hero and ten 
pounds there. When he had collected 
money enough, he would return and pay 
the canal laborers their weekly wages. In 
a few years, however,the duke's canals paid 
him on an annual revenue of oighty thou­
sand pounds. 

Doubtless England would have had its 
canals if the beautiful duchess of Hamil­
ton had not jilted tho young duke of 
Bridgewater. But the historical student, 
who finds that many similar tribes havo 
changed the course of history, will sympa­
thize with Hamlet's words: 
"There aro more things in heaven and earth, 

Horatio, 
Than are dreamt of in your philosophy." 

Jones' Utter. 

Mr. B , who had a store in the coun­
try and employed a number of wood-chop­
pers, who were his principal customers, had 
one among them named Jones, who was 
constantly behind in his weekly settlements.

symbols painted on glass; the oak clock op-
posito the speaker, in the gallery, support­
ed bv the Indian and a hunter, and domin­
ated by a sproad-eagle of bronze, you are 
first astonished at tho want of odor at the 
running of a dozen pages up and down; the 
conversation of members standing up or 
leaning over each other; the indifference of 
many members to the proceedings as they 
write letters, read newspapers, or clap their 
hands for a page; and at the" intruders, the 
ex-members, the judges, the committee 
clerks standing aronnd or loafing on the 
back seats and under the galleries, ion 
see at the open doors people coming in, 
rushing out, dropping into the smoking* 
rooms, which gap out like little cabins or 
coves; afid nest you hear the speaker front 
his high boi, with the gavel forever in his 
hand or near it, calling out this or that;anu 
then a clerk in a resonant voice, which 
sounds above everything, you say to your­
self; "HOVT do they understand anything 
here? Can they do business at all? What 
a hall to ruin the human voice in 1" 

Observe that young man with the slight 
limbs, slight figure, and rather a miniature 
every way, sitting in one of the groups in 
front, with rather a fine head, the eyes of a 
student (looking a littlo sore, as if by night-
work), and black hair on a high, pal® fore­
head. It is Percy Belmont, son of the New 
York banker. Just past his thirtieth year, 
and out of Harvard College nino years agor 
he beat, by some 2.G00 votes, the descend­
ant of ltufus Kine, tho first senator fronts 
New York stato. Unobtrusive,modest, with' 
becoming spirit of a New York quiet nature, 
ai d also very anxious to attain something: 
in congress for his family namo and the 
progress of events, young Belmont up to-
the present time has not provoked a sing!e> 
orit oism upon his manners. 

Now take that man with the red hair, 
with a long tuft of red beard, a tall, wiry 
figure, rapid and nervous actions of the 
bands, bald-topped head, with red streaks 
of hair crossing it; that is James Belford, 
the only representative on the floor of the 
youngest state in tbe Union. Lean as he* 
is you could make two or threo Belmonta 
out of him. Ke is only fourty-four years 
old, a freo fellow, a student.Jpositive, indif­
ferent about forms, feeling his liquor 
quickly, if he takes any, and ho can: 
do more work in , twelve hours; 
than the whole Massachusetts delegation, 
because he represents the community with 
work to do, with ten thousand interests ly­
ing direotly on this government. Our West­
ern Congressmen carry their indifference of 
drr-ss and appearance to such extremes that., 
a Frenchman whom I once brought here to 
make some sketches as an artist romarkedt 
"Are these congressmen? My God! They 
look like bisons!" . , 

Turn now to a third type of a man. On 
one of the rear seats, far off from your eyo, 
you easily distinguish a man of most erect 
bearing, with a rich, black beard, a dark,, 
yet pale skin, very black hair, and wearing; 
a suit of cloth beneath which you see small, 
peculiar feet m shapely boots. This in tb© 
only Spaniard in this congress, or, rather,. 
Mexican—Romualdo Pachoco—one of the 
four California representatives. Yonder is 
a man named Dnnnell, from Minnosota. 
He is a six-footer, with huge, broad shoul­
ders, and a loud speaker, with ideas of the 
senate and of various things.

I immediately ran down to tho 
sea, whero a scene of wild ruin was spread 
out before mo. tho sea, moved by an nnsoen 
hand, had, all on a sadden, risen in a gi­
gantic wave, and this*«.*,»«, rushing in with 
the t>peed of a race-horse, ha't fallen upon 
the shore, sweeping everything not • .mora 
than fiftoen or twenty feet above high waiCV 
into indiscriminate ruin. Houses, furni­
ture, fuel, timber, canoes, food, clothing, 
everything floated wild upon the flood. 
About two hundred people, from the old 
man and woman of threescore years and ton 
to tho now-born infant, stiipped of their 
oarthly all were.struggling in the tumultu­
ous waves. 

So sudden and unexpected was the ca­
tastrophe that the peoplo along tho shore-
woro literally "eating and drinking," and. 
they "knew not until the flood carno and 
swept them all away." 'Che harbor was fail 
of stragglers calliag for help, while frantio 
parents and children, wivos and husbands 
ran to and fro along the beach cocking for 
their lost ones. As wave after wave came 
in and retired the strugglers wero brought 
near the shore, where the more vigorous 
landed with desperate efforts and the weak­
er and exhausted wero carried back upon 
the latreaticg wave, some to sink and 
rise no more till the noise of judgment wakes 
them. 

She Might Have Done Better. 
An Ohio paper says a young lady who 

graduated in a calico dress a few years ago-
is now married to a railroad superintendent 
who has nn incomo of half a million a year. 
This may be taken al the basis for the reg­
ulation of graduating dresses hereafter.
