The bill to authorize the commieaionor of the

. The house committee on Indian affairs agreed 
to Mr. Pound's bill providing for the use of 
army barraoks at the western posts for Indian 
schools. It is proposed to establish a Bcbool 
af each post where (hero are any Indians, and 
thus supply a deficiency of accommodations for 
the children. 

The banking and currency committee was 
addressed by Mr. S. H. E as ton, president of the 
first National Bank of Decorah, la., in favor 
of a bill legalizing the taking of mortages for 
incidental and collateral security for loans 
made by national banks. 
/• It is reported that Senator Edmunds has 
been tendered tno vacant place on the supreme 
oourt. At any iatj he has gone home. It is 
understood that if he takes the position the 
Hon. John Gregory Smith will be appointed to 
the senate. . 

Senators and representatives from New Jer­
sey unite in a letter to the president requesting 
him to review the findings »f the oourt in the 
Fitz John Porter case, and asking th t the lat­
ter be restored to the army. 

The president has pardoned Prank Denny of 
Minnesota, under sentence on a charge of pass­
ing counterfeit noney. 

There is a prospect of a further rise in rail­
road freights eastward. 

RAILROAD NEWS. 
The Ohicago & Northwestern has introduced 

the "block system" of signalling trains on the 
Ohioago division. The Chicago, Milwaukee & 
St Paul railway will soon adopt the Bystem on 
its Ohioago division. It consists of eroding at 
each station a high pole, on the top of which is 
a large iron frame, in which glaps of various 
colors is piaoed and used for signals. It shows 
equally well day or night A red signal stops a 
train, and is set only when one arrives at a sta­
tion from either direction while another train 
is duo from an opposite direction. lu case of 
injury to telegraph wires trains can be held at 
stations until it is repaired, thus rendering 
collisions practically impossible. 

The Bismarck, Mouse River, Turtle Moun­
tain <fc Manitoba railroad company, with a oap-
ital of $2,000,000, has been organized in Bis-
marok by electing Hon. E. A. Williams presi­
dent, M. A. Jewell vice president. Alex. Kc-
KeDzie general manager, and P. Dunn treas­
urer; directors, Hon. E. Williams, James A. 
Emmons, J. P. Dunn, William Woods, Alex. 
McKenzie, Eflmund Hackett, M. H. Jewell. 
The length of the road will be 180 mil68, and 
it is intended to be^in work in April. 

Tbo Chicago, St Paul, Minneapolis & Omaha 
railroad company has deposited $78,000 with 
Governor Busk; the governor says he will ap-

Epint a component person to act as agent for 
im and to liquidate tbo indebtedness of the 

Chicago, Portage & Buporior to the Veazie and 
Superior laborers. Considerable trouble is 
anticipated, as it is known that claim sharks 
hava gone north in, great numbers, and have 
been buying up the claims of these laborers. 

The Coulaon Post says that "tbe North Pacific 
railroad company will start a corps of engineers

FOREIGN FLASHES. 
All newspapers at Berlin express indignation 

at tbe speech of Gen. Skobeleff to the Servian 
students, in which he said Bussia had hithorto 
been held in check by German influenoe, and 
that the sword was the only means Russians 
had of ridding themselves of the incubus. The 
Germania says it hopes the governmen will 
seriously ask KusBia whether she grants her 
generals leave of absence to preach a crusade 
in France against Germany. Tbe National 
Zeitung advises Austria to bring tho struggle 
with Herzegovinian insurgents promptly to a 
oiose. 

Dispatob from Paris: It is semi-officially 
tated that the new shares of tbe Union gener-
lo will be prononnoed valid, and outside bro­

kers be requested to pay the difference they 
owe the bankrupt company on transactions in 
the new shares. Great consternation exiBts 
among unauthorized brokers, as thereby the 
question of Lyons official brokers, will be ren­
dered more grave.

A WICKED FAMILY. 

A Daughter of the Mnrdewl John I .nn all an ol 
Sibley, In.. Chni'gps Her Elder. Sister With 
tlm Uunatnral Deeti. 
Developments in the testimony before the 

coroner's jury at Sibley, on tho murder of John 
Lanaban, Anna, daughter of the murdered 
man, confessod that Maggie, her older 
sister, did tho shooting of her father, and that 
she (Anna) afterwards went outdoors and broke 
the li^ht of glass to mako it appear that the 
snot was fired through the window from the 
outtids. A young man named Birch is uuder 
arrest on suspicion as accessory to the crimc. 
Publio opinion is that further developmonts 
will implicate the wife of the murdered man. 

MAGGIE'S CONFESSION. 
At the coroner's iuqueat Maggie, the oldest 

daughter, confessed to the Rhooting of her 
father Saturday night. She also implicated her 
mother, her sister Anna and Anna's lover, 
Birch. Maggie says it was agreed betweou 
them all to put the old man out of tho way. 
Birch furnished tho revolver, which the old 
woman kept hid for six weeks previous to the 
murder waiting lor an opportunity. Lanahan 
hud just returned from a farmer's club meet­
ing, and was about to eit down and read, when 
M aggie stepped behind him andfired the fatal 
shot killing him instantly. She then arranged 
the hotly in a way so as to appear as if Homo one 
had shot him thronj?h the window, while 
tho younger sister, Anna, went outside 
and broke the window. The oid lady then took 
tbe revolver and hid it in the hen houso, where 
it was found in accordance with Maggie s state­
ment Birch is in jail in this place, aud the 
old woman and two girls will to-morrow be 
brought over from Biverview, where they are 
in custody. Great excitement prevailB, and 
Birch ia fearful that tho people will lynch him. 
Maggi9 was living at Lemars when the conspi­
racy was formed to kill their father, and her 
mother, siarer, and this man Birch not having 
sand enough to kill him themselves, sent for 
Maggie to do the job, which she did.

STAR ROUTE THIEVES. 

The District Grand Jury Presents Twelve of 
Tnem for Indictment, 

Washington Special, 20th: The grand jury 
sent down presentments against twelve persons 
for conspiracy in the star route cases. Col 
Bliis confirmed the report of indictments, and 
gave tue following list: Ex-Assistant Post­
master General Thos. J. Brady, ex-Se.iator 
Siephen A. Dorsey, John W. Dorsey, brother 
of thesenatir; W. H. Turner, formerly clerk 
in tlio postoffiee depirtmant, and J. B. Miuer 
and Henry M. Vaile, of the firm of Miner, 
Vaile & Co., J. L. Sanderson, J. M. Pack 
of tLe Dorsey firm. The last named 
ia Slid to have died recoatly. It is understood 
piesautroents do not includo French, T. B. 
Lilly and 3. P. Brown, who wore include! in 
the original information. Mr. Blies stated 
that the grand jury we:o unanimous i i finding 
on tbe merits of the c ieo. One juror had some 
doubts as to tie application ot tLo statute of 
limitations to several casee, but none whatever 
as to the propriety of returning indictments. 
Said CoL Bliss. 

I regard the unanimous action of the graru1 

jury as the (1) vindication of the administration 
of justice in tho District of Columbia; (2) aa a 
vindication of the adminiatration of President 
Arthur, who has insisted from the first that 
justice should have full sway in tbeee cases, 
and that the guilty should te punished; and (3) 
as a vindication of the prcsecutou and in 
minor a nsa of myself, tor I have Baid 
all along these parties ought to be indicted, and I 
believed they would be. I never saw any 
case in which evidence waa collected with BO 
much energy, intelligence and ability. Thai 
credit does not belong to me nor to any of the 
proeccution, but to the inspectors of tbo postof­
fiee department, who gathered this testimony 
from all parts of the west Biiss seems natur­
ally very muoh giatified at the aotion of the 
grand jury. He says the government would in­
stitute civil suits against various mail contrac­
tors who are believed to have profited by the 
star route ring wherever there is reason to be­
lieve they have property. 

THE SOUTHERN F1.000. 

The Country Between Memphis and Vicks-
bnre a Waste ot Waters—Immense Destruc­
tion or Property and Consequent Destitution. 
MEMPHIS, Feb. 18.—Tne Appeal's special 

to-niguc irom Helena says there is no abate­
ment of tbe disasters that have overtaken the 
planters of the Mississippi valley causcd hy the 
overflow of tbe Mississippi river between Mem­
phis and Vickiborg. For three weeks thoy 
nave been battli ig, not only with the elements 
from above (as it has rained almost daily during 
this period), but iuch by inch the mighty riv r 
has been encroaching upon them uatii now there 
is but a dreary watery waste extending 
fully fifteen miles inladd from either bank. 
The destruction to dwellings, stock aud l>>nis 
oanaot be properly estimated. There havo 
Deen innumerable breaks in the levee, »nl the 
outlook for the future is anything but hopeful 
Cattle and hogs have be> n drowned by the hun­
dred, bams hkve been swrpt away and their 
contents wasted, mules and horses are suffering, 
ai.d the loss to planters by these mishaps can­
not but have its effect in crarapiug the facili­
ties for putting in a crop for the year. The 
condition of affairs exists to an alarming extent 
in Crittenden, Lee and Phillips counties, Ark­
ansas, an l in DeSota, Tunica aud 
Coahoma counties, Mississippi These are 
the largest cotton growing counties in the Mis­
sissippi va'Jey; what is true of them is true,of 
others that have suffered in a similar manner; 
starvation is threatening many poor ceople 
whose homes are gone like the banks of the 
streams that have ovei flowed. In some in­
stances cabica can be found wherein negroes, 
cows and mules are all gathered under one 
shelter, awaiting the receding of the river that 
has in its mad fury driven them to seek shelter 
by fl ght to the highla ir a Tbe last break oc­
curred last night about 300 yards above Aus­
tin, MifS. Tots will overflow the entire coun­
try between Austin and Friar's Point, a dis­
tance of twenty-five miles.

Jewish Women Ravished by Russians. 
The Jews in a village near Kichinef were at­

tacked by Russian peasants on tho 5th inst and 
ten nearly beaten to death. A correspondent 
vouches for the truth of the Btatemeut that at 
Elizabethgrad, Kief, Odessa, Megjin, Peczaer, 
Kona and Praislat over 250 women were out­
raged by Jew bailers during disturbances. At 
Kieff, Gen. Dreutelu, when appealed to for 
protection, said it was not worth while risking 
soldiers' lives. At Odessa petroleum was 
poured on a man's head and set on fire, and the 
man died ic groat agony. Subsequently many 
children were mercilessly killed. 

Had the Runsiuu authorities used the neces­
sary forco, the outrages might have been con­
fined to a very narrow circle. 

Iowa in CoDsress. 
The only important measures of local in­

terest to tho Btate of Iowa introduced thus far 
have been a bill by Mr. Hopburn confirming 
tbe title of the state to certain lands granted to 
it by the act of May 12, 1864, to aid in the con­
struction of a railroad, and authorizing the 
stato to approximate and use such portions of 
the lands as have not yet been earned by tho 
railroad companies to whioh they were con­
ditionally given; for providing a permanent en­
dowment fund for the university of Iowa City, 
and a bill by Mr. Carpenter to divide the state 
into two judicial districts. 

Early Sown Grain. 
Alexandria Post: On the Gth inst a farmer 

ovor in Dakota, near Wahpeton, sowed a field 
in wheat Several years ago Mr. Mann of Osa-
kis commemmorated Washington's birthday by 
sowing a few acres. In the case of Mr. Mann, 
he harvested, a very light crop from his Febru­
ary Bowing. In the case of tbo Dakota farmer 
who sowed on the 9th in8t: it is almost certain 
that he will not reap arything. Early sowing is 
good husbandry; but there may be extremities 
to guard against There are fields in this 
country in which the soil is mollow and in good 
condition to receive tho grain. Yet it is almost 
certain that any sowing done beforo the latter 
part of March will result in total or partial 
failure. It is wise to bo in readiness to com-
monco seeding an soon as the proper seas cn 
arrives. 

Poor Outlook for I.ogs anil laimbor. 
Advices from the principal lumbering locali­

ties of Minnesota and Wisconsin, aro not en­
couraging for a full supply of lumber tho pres­
ent season. Estimates of the winter's work 
range from 40 to 00 per cent, of the amount 
counted on at tho beginning of the season. 
Theso estimates may be chaugoj somewhat by 
a eeason of cold weather, but all accouuts ngree 
that tbo log crop will be short Michael Engle-
man, lumbor dea'er of Manistee, created a Bin-
Si ion at tho lumbui man's lunoh in Chioago, by 
admitting that ho would be about 10,000,l>00 
logs short in his cut this season, and predicting 
that hero would oe a verv percoptible advanco 
in rates in consequence of Uio general shortage. 

THE (JOMINU SEW STATE. 

Wlmt tlio ZS'oi tli,-I'll Pacific Itnilronri Will 
Accomplish fur WstHliiiigton Territory. 

Colonel J. J. Safely, n government offi­
cial, who has been spending some time in 
Washington territory, on his way to Wash­
ington, said that the territory soon to be­
come tho state of Washington has beforo it 
a period of almost nupuialltlecl prosperity. 
The lumbering interests will each year in­
crease in importance, "but this is but a 
single item," for coal and iron in the north­
ern part of the territory exists in almost 
inexhaustible quantities. Rolling mills 
must soon be built, and iron for binding all 
this country together can bo made on tho 
6oil of Washington territory. In no coun­
try have I seen such liberal gifts from tho 
hand of nature as in Western Washington. 
Such it transformation is to bo witnessed 
there in the next fow years as few people 
imagine. Tho building of the Northern 
Pacific railroad and tho carrying out of Mr. 
Henry Til-lard's plans, both in Oregon and 
Washington, will bring out a large immi­
gration into tho territory and capital neces­
sary for the developement of tho country." 

"When will the Northern Pacific railroad 
be completed?" 

"As I understand it, the company will 
continuo to build the road with the utmost 
vigor until it forms an unbroken link from 
Lake Superior to Puget Sound, as was con­
templated when the company was first 
formed. Tho government, as I heard 
United States Commissioner French say, 
will be satisfied with no more delay; no 
excuses will be taken. The road must be 
built. I think the road will bo completed 
by the winter of 1882. 

lircat Improvement in Wenpons. 
The recent inventions in electrical science, 

which have given us the telephone, photo-
phone, and phonograph are hardly more 
wonderful, though of course more generally 
known, than the changes which have taken 
place, and are now going on, in the implie-
ments of modern warfare. These cover 
the whole field, whether found in Ericsson's 
recently described "Destroyer" and her new 
gun, with its mighty moral influence, or in 
the last made soldier's musket, more inof­
fensive, but no less complete in its perfec­
tion of detail and efficiency. Tho outside 
effective range of muzzle-loading muskets 
used in the conflict between the states was 
1,000 yards, while a dangerous range was 
considered to be 1,300 yards. Tho present 
effective-firing range is considered by ordi­
nance officeiB to be 2,300 yards, or about 
one mile and one-third. In field-artillery 
and naval guns a corresponding innovation 
of destructiveness has been brought about.

A Fearful Fatality, 
CHESTEK, P«V, Feb. 17.—About8 o'clockthil 

morning, while flremou were trying to ex­
tinguish a fire in tho pyrotechnic works of 
Prof. Jackson, au explosion occurred by whice 
tlio building was destroyed, at least fifteen per­
sons killed, and many moro wounded. A part 
of the mansion has been used by Prof. Jackson, 
pyrotechnist, for some years as a placo for 
manufacturing explosive commodities. The 
firemen, after being assured thero wero no ox-
plosives in tho place, went to .work. Aftor 
playing on tbe flaoics about half an hour au 
explosion occurred. The bodies of men wore 
thrownlu the air in every direction, the air 
was filled with rubbislyind tho ground covorcd 
with tbo victims. Some wero killed and seri­
ously injured, and others badly hurt Th 
dead bodies of tho men lav on the ground, a 
number writhing iu their blood moaned and 
groaned pitoously for help. Many lay insorisi-
blo to their surroundings, and others, bruised 
and bleeding groped their way from tho scone 
of tho terrible accident Tl o scc-no beggars 
description. People prayed in tho open streets, 
and the shrioks of tho dying wore appalling. 
The firo was abandoned, and everybody iu con­
dition to do so turned tlieir attontiou to ailovi-
ating the distress. Tho houses in tho vicinity 
of tbo explosion wero converted into hospitals 
and tho wounded romoved thereto. The num­
ber killed is betwoen fifteen and twenty. About 
twonty are dangerously and fifty moro or less 
seriously wounded.

The ling-room was in use for training 

horses and bareback riders under the direc­
tion of tho famous Melville, who is "king" 
of several branches of the athletics. This 
man and the elephant-keeper, Mr, Arting-
sall, are thought to be two very tall foathers 
in Mr. Barnum's hat. Tho new hoises are 
generally quite easy to train, a few weaks 
perfecting them. The new men, however, 
are embarrassed a good deal by the con­
stant fear of falling, which is i>lways likely 
to happen at first. On this account, a skel­
eton derrick is set up iu the center of the 
ring, A rope is put through a pulley at tho 
end of the derrick-arm aud fas­
tened to the rider's belt. Tha other 
end of the rops is held by on assistant. 
When tbe rider goes around the ring the 
derrick-arm is pushed around after him l>v 
means of a lever. Should the rider loose 
his balance, the man at the other end of 
the rope holds on for dear life, and the rider 
is suspended sprawling iu the oir, after 

the fashion of Huinpty-Dumply iu trans­
formation scenes. The riog-master holds 
the lariat; and thu3 it takes threo men to 
teach one to ride bareback. Wtile this 
performance was going on one of the per­
formers told a story whioh illustrated the 
hardships of a cirouB lifts. Not long ago a 
French family of acrobats, travelled with 
Mr. Barnum, it being, by tho way, a com­
mon thing for families to remain together 
in tho circus bu iuess.

DAKOTA NEWS. 
YANKTON, Feb. 13.—At&e last session of the 

United States court whioh. adjourned early last 
month, there was set oh foot a movement 
'which is destined to makq not a little stir, and 
no doubt accomplish a gnat deal Of good for 
Dakota. The lnattor^liar been kept very quiot{ 
but the enrrent seams to be deep. At the timo 
referred to.a-immbor of jurors and witnesses 
prepared a list of questions relative to the ad­
mission of Dakota for tb.e Consideration of 
farmers aud business men. These questions • 
have been circulated in every county fn dftttli-
oru Dakota, and the "call" is receiving hun­
dreds of siguatures of the best olass of citi­
zens and tax-payers; The people mean busi -
ness. If statehood is about to come thoy want 
to malto snitablo preparation. Tliey see plain­
ly the dangers that art ahead. Thoy know that 
riiauv of tho candidates for ofllce will have 
nothing at heart but their own personal gain. 
They know that the tendency will bo to

create a gl'e&t debt and make high taxes. Con­
sequently they want Co tigress to make for 
them a strong enabling act, and what Congress 
fails to do thoy intead to have doue in their 
constitutional convention. Thoy arq not afraid 
of such legislation as Delegate Pettigrew de­
clares to bo unfits for a penal colony. They 
are not prepared to trust to tho honesty of any 
mau or body of men; but they want 
all tho doors bolted with bolts that 
cannot be broken, and they do not want to wait 
until tlieir horse is stolen before this isdouo. 
lu their organization, for I understand thoy in­
tend to organize, with auxiliaries in every 
count}', they are not to be considered Repub­
lican or Democratic, Ordway or Pettigrew men. 
Their movomont is to be strictly a non-parti­
san one—a inovement by the peoplo and for 
tbe people. _ Looking Calmly at tbe matter 
and noticing so Oiftny names of well-known cit­
izens attached to the caH, if lpoks like a move­
ment that vill carry dismay to the hearts of 
tho politicians. If these peoplo ob(a:in a ma­
jority of tbo taxpayers and voters to joiti them, 
men of doubtful cbaractor are quite apt to get 
badly left They canuot belittle the matter— 
its movers were sharp enough to keep quiet 
until a good bogiuuing had been made. The 
only hope of tho professionals thenwiil be to 
capture 'the entire arrangement But iybeu 
tho conveuvention moots in June, which is to 
bo tbe first general demonstration, thero wtll 
be soon a body of men who will not bo easily 
fooled. It is doubtful whether any State has a 
more intelligent class of business men and 
farmors than Dakota, and especially the lat­
ter, as many of them aro men who, before 
coming here, wero engaged in all the different 
pursuits of life, and who are men of education 
and practical experience. Tho call, which I 
havo boon especially requestod to have the 
PIONEEE PRESS print in full, is as follows: 
TO THE PEOPLE OF THE SECOND AND FOURTH 

JUDICIAL DISTBICTS. 
Preparations aro being made in congress for an 

cuablingact.authorizioif the people of this Territory 
to hold a constitutional convention. Deleuates to 
that convention will have in their hands your most 
vital interests; thoy will dotermine your bound­
aries, name and fundamental laws for an indeflnite 
term of years. As the people have not been con-r 
suited hitherto on any of theso questions, and to 
avoid any danger that a small knot of politicians of 
Dakota shall take . it upon themselves to decide 
these matters for hor peonle without their knowl­
edge or consent; 

We citizens of Dakota, without distinction of 
party, and living in different parts of the Second 
judicial district, upon mutual consultation, have 
resolved, in the common Interest, to co-oporate in 
steps to have the poople ot Dakota consulted upon 
these grave questions, and their wishes ascer­
tained. 

With this view, we have agreed to submit to tho 
people of the various counties comprising the Sec­
ond judicial district, the following questions for 
their consideration: 

First—Do you desiro a State organization at this 
time? 

Second—If so do you desiro to have the enabling 
act of congress so framed that your constitutional 
convention shall be a small body elected ou short 
notice, and with a ready-made constitution planned 
and drawn by a few men, submitted to it, or do you 
desiro a full and large convention, so that all por­
tions of tho Territory may bo well represented, and 
such time Riven that tho people may he fully in­
formed of the nature of thoir now constitution and 
have niuple opportunity to examine and scrutinize 
ail its provisions? 

Third—Do yon desiro that the boundaries of Da­
kota shall be mutilated as proposod by Senator 
Saunder'* bill, aud au important part of its territory 
given to Nebraska? 

Fourth—Do you desiro the boundaries of the now 
Stato to be extended over the Indian reservation 
and tho Black Hills, or do you believe that the host 
interests of all people of both sections wilt be best 
promoted by having the new State a homogeneous 
agricultural Stato, with common interests and liko 
laws, customs and modes throughout al! its limits? 

Fifth—Do you desiro to perpetuate in this new 
Stato tho township system of New England from 
which our country has derived its froe and demo­
cratic institutions, and its creatness and prosperity? 

Sixth—Do you desiro that the large school fund 
which tho new State will inherit from the general 
government shall be guardod from plunderers and 
grabbors by every possiblo check and safeguard, or 
that by a looso, free-and-easy constitution the 
munificent inheritance of your children, and your 
children's children shall bo left at the mercy of rings, 
robbers iiud speculators? 

Seventh—Do you desire to have checks incorpor­
ated into your constitution, which shall confine 
couutv and municipal indebtedness within proper 
bounds, and protect your communities from being 
mortgaged and soid into the liopolesn'slavery of 
debt, aud this in manjr cases tbe result ot fraud and 
theft- , 

Eighth—Do you desire to liave tho people • pro­
tected by proper provisions against undue con­
trol on the part of railroad and othor monopolies? 

Ninth—Do you desire to see special legislation 
prevented, with its train of lobbying, bribery, job­
b e r y  a n d  r i n g s ?  . . .  

Tenth—Do you desire to send to tno constitu­
tional convention your best and most honest men, 
and to have time to select and iustruct them as to 
your wishes? „ , r. , 

Eleventh—Do you desire that your State legisla­
tures as well as your county and city authorities 
shall be forever prohibited from loaning or pledg­
ing tho public crodit to corporations? 

Twelfth—Do you desire that the now constitution 
shall havo incorporated in it a clause forever pro­
hibiting the manufacture and sale ot intoxicating 
liauora as a beverage? 

Thirteenth—Do you desire that a limit shall be 
placed by your new constitution to tha power of 
taxation, whether by state, county, city or town 
legislation, so that it shall never exceed certain rea-
sonablo bounds? . 

Fourteenth—Do you desiro that your judiciary 
shall be takon out of tbe unwholesome influeuce of 
partisan politics, aud made at the samo time inde­
pendent and responsible? 

Fifteenth—Do you desiro that with your large 
school eudowmcnt, a firm and sure foundation shall 
be laid in your constitution for a public school sys­
tem by which a good school shall be brought within 
reach of every man's home, and under which every 
child of school age in Dakota shall have tho oppor­
tunity of obtaining a fair education at home? 

Sixteenth—Do you desire to this end to prevent 
your valuable school lands from being sold for a 
Pittance, now. which in a short future will bo wortb 
from $'10 to $50 per acre? 

Seventeenth—Do you think it desirable for tue 
purpose of more fu ly considering theso. aud other 
grave and serious questions connected with the 
proposed convention, and for tbe purpose of having 
opportunity for mature deliberation and consulta­
tion thereon, that you send delegates to meet at a 
tlxed time and place in convention to ascertain and 
give expression to the wishes of the people of 
Dakota on the matters suggested in these questions 
and kindred matters, and communicate them to 
congress and to the people before the calling of a 
constitutional convention? 

Eighteenth—Do yon desire to favor a permanent 
organization, to continue in operation from this 
time until a State constitution is adoptod, which 
shall havo for Its object to watch and protect the 
puplic iutorest in rospect to the "questions" above 
suggested, and to take such steus as may bo neces­
sary to disseminate information and promote pub­
lic discussiou on these subjects? 

Should the questions seem to von of importance, 
we recommend to the qualified voters of the sev­
eral counties herein named, being all of the coun­
ties of the Second and Fourth judicial districts, to 
hold elections in their several counties, at their 
respective county seats, on the 17th day of May at 
2 o'clock p. n:., at which all those who favor such a 
convention shall vote for such number of delegates 
as thoy may solect to attend a convention to be hold 
at the city of Sioux Falls on the 2d day of June^j 
A. D. 1882. at 2 o'clock p. m. on that day. 1 

And that these elections be held in each county, 
under such regulations as the citizens of each 
county friendly to this movement may deem proper. 

We further recommend that all qualified voters, 
without distinction of party, bo Invited to join in 
the selection of these delegates. 

We further recommend, for the public good, that 
it be fully and distinctly understood as a funda­
mental condition of such convention that all con­
siderations of office or politica' preferment be 
strictly excluded from the matters confided to this 
convention for its deliberation. 

We further renommen that ads soon as the fore­
going "questions" shall be signed by one or more 
responsible and reputable citizens ot each county 
in said Second and Fourth judicial districts, or of 
two-thirds of said counties, that then these "ques­
tions" be published in the Terrirorial newspapers 
and in the St. Paul PIONEER PRESS, and in the 
Chicago Tribune, Inter Ocean and Times. 

We request that the signers of these "questions" 
in each county associate with themselves two or 
more citizens of such county friendly to this move­
ment, to act as a county committee for the purpose 
of correspondence with the central committee and 
of performing the preliminary work necessary -to 
be done for holding and certifying in dne form the 
elections above called. 

We also reqnest that as soon as this pater is 
signed, it be returned to H. H. Smith, chairman ot 
tbe central committee of the Citizens' Constitu­
tional association of theSecond and Fourth judicial 
districts of Dakota, at Yankton,D. T., by whom the 
names of the signers will be incorporated in the 
general call, to be published as above stated. 

It is not requested tbat the signers to this call 
answer the abovo questions or any of them, either 
in the affirmative or negative, but merely that they 
indicate by signing the same that they desire that 
these questions be submitted to the people to as­
certain their wishes thereon, and to promote dis­
cussion of tbe samtk . 

This call is addressed to all citizens of the Second 
judicial district for United States causes, which em­
braces all of the Second and Fourth judicial dis­
tricts, and all of the counties of Dakota south ot Hie 
forty-sixth parallel of longitude, and west to the 
Missouri river, and also one tier of counties on the 
west side of the Missouri river. 

The central committee has been unable, through 
want of necessary time, to obtain the address of all 
t he citizens to whom it was desired to send this call. 
They ask their friends to whom it ia sent to supply 
this lack, by seeing personally the gentlemen i| 
their vicinity who are interested in these grave 
questions, and who are willing to assist in taking 
steps for properly bringing them before the people.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE FAVORING THE 

( 8CHBME. 
WASHINGTON, Feb. 21.—The bouse commit-

foe on territories agreed to-day to recommonil 
the passage of a bill estoblishing tho Territory 
of North pakota; and profiling a temporary 
government tl/oVofor, and adopted a report 
tbereon, ffom \rbioh the following extracts firo 
rtiede:w 

The Territory of Dakota as now situated embrace* 
1 es.OOO sflue?5,riff^TP*'ifornia and Texas only of 
tbe political divisions being larger. The popula­
tion of the whofe Tertftofy by the lata eensus was 
135,183, and shofi-'ibS largest per cent. «f m-
crease of any State or Teriirory in the United 
States. Many witnesses resident in tho Territory 
testified before th© committee to an unurecedeiitlj 
large increase of population since the euumeratiou 
ot 1880, somo placing the present population as 
high as 250.000, aud soino less than 
200,000,'which last i'.uinber the committee be­
lieve are now resident in tho Territory, and consid­
er tbe profcattlitisir 1n favor of a considerablj-
larger number.' Divided on the proposed lino of 
divisiou along the geographical center, the lerrl-
toryof North Dakota will coutaitf about ,5,000 
square miles. According to the late census the 
population reft to tho.Territory of Dakota b> this 
division would bo a ?itt!e over 100,000. Hio ex­
act population ot tho proposod ^omtory at the 
time of tho fast ceosus was 34,083. which the com­
mittee bad just about doubled since (he ouumora-
tion of 1880.

Be­
tween this large and rapidly'increasiug population 
and the population of South Dakota I hero is no 
coinmorcial bAid ot union. Vast reaches of unset­
tled country sepaVato theso two pooples, and^ thoy 
have no commercial intercourse whatever. Thero 
is no lino of communication between tho two sec­
tions within the Territory, not even 
a wagon road,' except tho military trail along 
the Missouri river. Tlio produci.? of nortli Dakota 
find an outlet by way, of St. Paul and DMutli and 
tho lakes, and the business relations of tho people 
are within tlioso,- cities. South Dakota lias inter­
course with Cfricago 1 and St. Louis. 
The distance from Fargo, u principal city of 
north Dakota, to Yankton, the capital ;Jt Dakota, 
is (JOO miles;.from Bismarck another principal city 
SOO miles; tho onlyilfno of travel is via St. Paul. 
Not only,th'e'&pitol but tho insane and deaf and 
dUDpib asyluma^and the-peniteutiary aro located iu 
scuth Dakota, and the supreme court also Isliaid 
there, thus'imposing upon the people of north Da­
kota a great hardship and expense, as well as a

in tho several counties of an average duration of 
one week, aud two terms of the Uuited States court 
within his district, besides attending two terms of 
tbo supremo court at Ytmkton, travelling 2,-IOO 
inii.es to attend the two ternn of tho supreme court. 
The committee is satisfied that it is already a 
physical impossibility for the judge to 
do this duty and do it well, and that 
the certain largo increase of popula^y!* 
necessitating the organization ot new counties tho 
coming summer will greatly aggravatethe difficulty. 
Ill view of the foregoing considerations, and others 
which cannot be crowded into this brief report, the 
committee are of the opinion that a population so 

'numerous,- so— euterprising and so wealthy 
as that of north Dakota, should with the 
least possible delay, bo admitted to 
the light of local self government. This 
necessity is all tho moro imperative wlion it is re­
membered that this peoplo aro wholly isolated from 
tljOH&uf thasouUiein half of the Territory; that 
thcy&yeno>ferco£% hatover except for nolit-
ical>i#liu(1ithat the area of the pro­
posed Territory is l-eally very great, being larger 
lhau all New Knt'lami, and that it contains all the 
material sourijes .fur rapid development into a rich 
and powerful State.

WHEN WILL IT BE DONE? 

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15.—The Dakota bill will 
probably bo Reported to the bouse to-morrow 
or next day, and placed upon tbe calendar. 
The friends of the bill for simply dividing the 
territory are not at all disheartened at the 
precedence givon to the admis­
sion bill, as they regard tbe passage 
of resolutions by a faction of the Sioux Falls 
couvontion aftor their carnival here attacking 
Gov. Ordway and asking for his removal, 
advantageous to a division of tho Ter­
ritory, while sorious doubts havo been 
raised as to the propriety of admission 
while factonial spirit Beoms so rampant in 
southern Dakota. Gov. Ordway says, however, 
tbat no amonnt of misrepresentation and abuse 
from those who misrepresented tho Sioux Falls 
convention by attempting to pass a resolution 
which tbo convention had refused to consider, 
will prevent liim from aiding iu the passage of 
either the division or admission bills in 
the order in which the members of congress 
decido to consider them. He feels no anxiety 
as to anv adverse iufluonce whioh these resolu­
tions will exort upon the president so far as be 
is personally concerned.
