At half-past six o'clock on Sunday
morning a freight train bound west colli-
ded with another beund cast at Spirit-
wood, ten miles east of Jumestown. The
east bound train had just arrived, and
having the right of way stowd on the
The cengineer of the other
train, by some miscalcutstion, raia at full
speed until within aboul Lalt a wsle of
the station. He soci alter discoverad the
train ahead of hun and tricd to stop, get-
ting his speed down o eight or teiuiles
an hour when the collision oceurred.  Eis
engine rebounded, telescoping a box car
contaming a scttler frosu Norwich, Cana-
da, named Henry E. Mott, and dive head
of horses, together with emigrants’ move-
ables. Mott was instantly Kilied. One
horse was alse Kkiiled, Lul thie others,
strange to say, escuped scrious injury.
Mott was a young muu aboul twenty-ive
years of age and was about to scitie on
land near Spiritwood. The track was

Where he used
to oraer a carload at a time and have it
last & month he now orders a tram load
and it supplies the demands of his cus-
tomers for only a few days.  The lot
which came in on Bunday consisted of all
dimensions and kinds, both oak and pine.
Among the cak being . material for car-
ringe and wagon work. There were 2lso
two carloads of sash and doors, two car-
loads of ship-lap, three carloads of com-
mon boards and other Kinds in proportion.
ITis lumber yvard was like a bee hive yes-
terday and all the men that could be
hirea were set to work unloading the
cars. Jun is always noted for keeping a
full line of lumber and during the spring
boom doesn’t intend to run short.  No
one would care to aave to pay his freight
hill since January 1, and if the amount
was known it would surprise many. This
train load is to be su{)plcmcnte(l by oth-
ers wheh are ordered and on the way, and
people abeut to do any Kind of bullding
from a claim shanty to a $5,000 house
should get his tignres.

A Three Story Brick Block. .

Mr. Wallace informs the Alert that he
has purchased the four lots extending
from the corner of Main street and Fourth
avenuc east, and will have a three story
brick block erected thereon at once. The

plans are not completed, but he intends
to have three stores underneath, the cor-
ner one to be used as a banking room by
the First National bank, and of the two
stores remaining, one will front on Muin
street and the other on Fourth avenue.
Mr. Wallace says the upper two stories
will prohably be used as a hotel. Tlhese
lots are among the most desirable in tewn
and a three story brick block on them
will be a boom for Fourth avenue. More
hotels are needed in Jamestown, and one
on the ccrner mentioned with modern
conveniences, such as bath rooms, etc.,
would fill a place in Jamestown’s wants,
which at the present time is void. With
the usual alacrity with which buildings
are put up in Jamestown 1t will be but a
short time from the commencement of
the block until its completion. Mr. Wal-
lace is to be congratulated upon having
secured these lots and deserves praise for
the use to which he proposes to devote
them.

The Village Election.
Inasmuch as there is an almost unani-

imous desire on the part of the electors of
Jamestown to see our old hoard of village
trustees remain as nearly intact as possi-
ble, it is highly probable that there will
be no opposition to their reelection. 1t
must be remembered that the gentlemen

composing that Loard did not seek their
positions but were appointed by the legis-
lature. Time has shown the wisdom of
their selection for it 1s doubtful if any
other five citizens could have been selected
who would have worked more in harmony
and more effectively for our city’s hest in-
terests.  Everyone is satisfied with the
work already accomplished and desire to
see their present policy so successfully in-
augurated carried out.  To accomplish
this it will be necessary to sccure their
services with the exception of James Lees,
who will move to his ranch, and declines
an election.

The old board will consent to serve if
clected and for this our town is to he con-
gratudated.  1tis always bad policy to re-
move experienced officials with clean rec-
ords, but especially 5o 1n cases similar to
this, where a town hus just started in life
and where a distinct policy on the part of
1ts oflicials hus not been matured. At
such a period in its existence above all
others, does a town nced the benefit of
experienced oflicials to guide it safely
through the many perplexities that con-
front cvery city in the earliest years of its
existence.  In view of the experience of
our trustees and the satisfaction with
which their policy has been received, we
would look upon a revolution in the mem-
bership of our board of village trustees at
the present ume as dangerous to James-
town’s best interests, not that capable
men could not be secured, but because
they would be lacking in experience and
a new policy would necessarily be experi-
menal.  Mr. John J. Roper, of the tirm
of Porter & Roper, a gentleman of expe-
rience as a village urustee in an Llinois
town has consented to serve if elected,
and at the request of many citizens we
present his name. Mr. Koper is probably
as level headed a business man as there 1s
in town and would make a good ofticer if
elected.

Doc Campbell, our present village clerk,
has written a letter announcing lus inten-
tion of remaining out of the territory and
hence declining a nomination.  Mr. De-
Witt C. Fiint, bookkeeper for David Cur-
tin, wiil be a candidate. Mr. Flint's elec-
tion 18 desired by the principal people of
the city. le 1s eligible and capable in
every respect.

For justice of the peace, Mr. Joha T.
Eager, a gentleman of good judgment
and business qualifications, will be a can-
didate.

Mr. H. J. Ott’s name is mentioned for
treasurcr 1 place of Mr. Wallace, who
owing to his resudence outside of the vil-
lage, 1s not eligible.
