Since President Yillard's visit over the 
road a few weeks ago, the N. I'. Com­
pany has made an order that not more 
than 1U0 acres of the railroad land be sold 
to any one person. For some time 
eastern speculators have been buying up 
the Yellowstone Valley railroad lands m 
great bodies, and the railroad company 
sees that such sales are a great detri­
ment to the settlement of the country and 
have consequently changed their plans 
as above stated. 

A gentleman in town has just received 
a letter from a grain firm of New York, 
whose business runs up into the millions, 
relative to the prospect of the wheat crop 
in Northern Dakota, saying that great in­
terest is felt in the crop in this territory, 
because of the depletion of wheat and 
corn from the partial failures of last year. 
This would seem to indicate that No. 1 
hard will be a good price and with the 
almost certainty of a .good crop Dakota 
will be the boomer of all boomers. 

Notwithstanding reports to the contra­
ry the Northern Pacific engineers arc sur­
veying the line towards Devil's Lake 
from Newport thirty-five miles northwest 
of Jamestown on the Mouse River branch 
and arc also extending the survey towards 
the Mouse river northwest from New­
port. Mr, Vv*. L. Keepers, who platted 
the town of Newport was in town 
yesterday and feels highly elated over the 
prospects. With a magnificent agricul­
tural country around it and indications 
of coal the rapid settlement of his town is 
bound to continue. 

Mr. French and another gentleman 
from Rochester, N. Y., who have been in 
Dakota Territory about five weeks and 
have been going about the country dur­
ing that time with a view to examining 
it for agricultural and other purpose?, 
have concluded 1o settle in the James 
River Valley.

Mr; R. A. Davison, of Minncaoplis, has 
purchased lifty two acres of ground on 
the west side of the river near where the 
railway shops are to be located, for the 
consideration of $7,000. and will divide it 
into town lots. Sir. I). will erect several 
substantial buildings on his addition. 

3Ir. W. M. Tileston, proprietor of the 
Daily Hotel Reportor at St. Paul arrived 
in town yesterday on a visit of two or 
three days looking after his interests here. 
He is a wideawake business man, and 
full of faith in the future of the capital of 
North Dakota. 

P. C. Connelly the efficient road master, 
is doing some excellent work on his di­
vision between Jamestown and Bismarck. 
The condition of the track has been won­
derfully improved under his supervision 
and his work is highly commended by 
the officers of the road.

KGreat Father—I am much embarrassed, 
and can scarcely find words to express 
my pleasure at seeing you, for I believe 
you are great and good enough to do 
something for my people. 1 am in trou­
ble; my heart is sore. Sly people arc poor 
and cannot afford to lose their land. It 
is theirs by right, and the Great Father 
at Washington should pay them for it be­
fore allowing the white people to settle 
upon it. I Tike the white people, but it 
troubles me to see them come into our 
country and take possession of it before 
they have a right to. My people do not 
like the Great Father at Washington 
but we hope he will be just to us and pay 
us for our land. .It is all we have got 
and If the white man wants it, we will 
sell it very cheap. I hope the jfreat 
Father of Dakota will advise us what to 
do, and interest himself in our behalf. 
We arc all poor and have trouble to sup­
port our families, and if the government 
will give us something for our land, we 
will ao all we can for the whites, with 
whom we wish to be on friendly terms. 
This is all I have to say. 

It was expected that the governor 
would visit Pembina before returning, 
but it seems now he is not to do so at 
present. __
