The county authorities review the;
assessments purely for the purpose of
equalising between the various town
ships sb that the total tax of each
townskip shall be on a fair basis with
reference to the total tax of each of
the other townships and municipal
divisions. .

The county board for this purpose
is the county commissioners who
must meet to perform this duty on
the first Monday in July of each year,
and must continue to convene every
day until the assessments are ready to
turn over to the state board of equal-
ization.
