"Mrs. Grace Clendennlng of Wim­
bledon, late president of the North 
Dakota Votes for Women league, the 
state suffrage association, will be one 
of the speakers at the big suffrage 
conference to be held in Fargo this 
week under the auspices of the Con­
gressional Union for Woman Suf­
frage. Though Mrs. Clendennlng is 
associated with the national associa­
tion, which works for the most part 
for state campaigns, she is in strong 
sympathy with the Congressional 
union, which works solely for the en­
franchisement of the women of the 
country through an amendment to the 
constitution of the United States. 

"Mrs. Clendennlng is one of the 
most brilliant suffrage workers of the 
state, and has spoken in many parts 
of Dakota, and in many eastern states. 
She has Just returned from the New 
York biennial, and takes a broad view 
of the present suffrage situation in 
this country. 

" 'Suffrage was never so near the 
women of America,' she said to Miss 
Pierce yesterday. 'I feel that the two 
great suffrage associations of this 
country, the National and the Con­
gressional Union, must this fall come 
together or effect a working compro­
mise. Tho National, the older organi­
zation, recognizes what the Union has 
always maintained, that suffrage is 
now a live political question. At the 
August conference of the National 
they will decide just how the undoubt­
ed pqlitical power of women Is to be 
used this coming election. It seems 
to me that while In the past the two 
organizations were traveling toward 
the same goal along different roads, 
at tho present time those two roads 
are drawing together. I feel that at 
this time, with -a state campaign in 
Dakota yoars off, the work of the 
Congressional Union in this state in 
keeping alive suffrage sentiment and 
in acquainting suffragists with the 
federal amendment, it is very valu­
able. I believe that if all women 
could be convinced of the situation 
in congress the old Susan B. Anthony 
amendment could bo passed at this
