Railroads Confer
With Commissioners
Regarding Rates

Fargo, N. D,, July 8:—Representa-
tives of three railroads conferred here
today with the state rallroad com-
mission and representatives of Far-
go's manufacturing interests, on the
question of reducing freight rates, the
session being held at the county court
house.

As a result of the conference, a
three weeks' adjournment was taken,
at the end of which time the rail-
roads will be in position to state defi-
nitely whether or not they are willing
to make any freight rate concessions
in this state.

In the event that they fail to do
so, Attorney V. R, Lovell of Fargo,
representaing the Manufacturers' as-
sociation of this city, announced that
a formal complaint will be made, and
this will be taken up by the state
railroad commission {n the proper
form, a hearing being called as soon
as such complaint is made.

No Limit to the
Amount of Liquor
Allowed Under Law

Seattle, Wash., July 6.—City and
county officlals here were in some-
what of a quandry today as to the
extent of their authority under the
prohibition law in view of a state
supreme court decision yesterday,
which held that it is not illegal for a
person to possess for personal use
any amount of liquor, providing it
was obtained in a legal manner. The
court’'s ruling ordered the dismissal
of charges against W. E. Boeing and
John C. Eden, Seattle, ministers, ac-
cused of having more than the legal
amount of liquor in their possession
and orders the return to them of sev-
eral thousand dollars worth of wines,
seized by the sheriff in raids on Mr.
Boeing's home and the Ralnier club
last winter.

The decision held that the provi-
sion of the prohibition law limiting
the amount of liquor in a person's
possession to two quarts of whiskey
and twelve quarts of beer applied
only to cases where the liquor was
kept for the purpose of sale. A dis-
senting opinion held that the decision
virtually annulled the prohibition Jaw
and would make it impossible to se-
cure conviction of persons keeping
liquor with {llegal intent.
