New York, July 17.—Although an-
other two months must elapse before
the candidates for the eastern ’'varsity

football team= negin to assemble for
gridiron practice, coacnes and man-
agers are already preparing for the
coming pigskin campaign. Footballs
are being distributed among the play-
ers for use during the vacation period
and those who will have charge of the
squads are taking stock of the ma-
terial available for big autumn drives
on lime scored fields.

Big Cha:

In the case of at least two of the big
university squads this preliminary ac-
tivity is made necessary as the result
of complete changes in the coaching
system and personnel for the coming
season. Both Pennsylvania and Yale
will enter the football arena this fall
with a new coaching corps in charge
of the teams and the playing of the
elevens under these mentors will be
watched with more than the usual in-
terest by both those affillated with
these universities and the general
football fan.

At Yale Tad Jones, who signed a
three-year contract last winter, will
.be head coach. He will be assisted by
Trainer Mike Sweeney; Arthur Brides,
‘and several other well known Yale
players of the past with Walter Camp
occupying his old time position of ad-
visory coach and strategist. Jones,
it is hoped by Yale men, will prove to
be the Moses to lead the Eli football
clan into the land of gridiron vie-
tories, a place which the Blue has
‘seen but from afar in recent years.

Somewhat Same,

Pennsylvania is in somewhat of a
similar position and has selected Rob-
ert Folwell as the coach to bring
again to Franklin Field the gridiron
glory which in former years was as-
soclated with the Red and Blue
elevens, Folwell, like Jones, has some
excellent material to begin work with
and will be assisted by Charley Whar-
ton and By. Dickson as well as other
(former Quaker players of repute. If
Folwell's record as coach at Lafayette
and Washington and Jefferson can be
:taken as a criterion, Pennsylvania will
be a gridiron opponent to be treated
with great respect during 1918,

BATTLE CRUISER
DEMONSTRATES ITS
WONDERFUL FIELD

(Continued from page 1.)

would continue to be the backbone of
every efficient fizhting fleet in spite of
any developments wrich could be fore-
seen. The admiral thought the next
year would bring developments which
would enable constructors to design a
battleship which would measurably
meet some of the new dangers appear-
ing during the war.

“The battle off Jutland,” Admiral
Knight continued, ‘“has not led me
to modify these views, but I learn that
in the four months that elapsed since
these were expressed the battleship
design which I looked forward at that
time has advanced so rapidly that it is
possible to introduce this year the im-
provement which I had in mind as
likely to be ready for next year; and
for this reason I am glad of the op-
portunity to make one change in my
recommendation, as follows:

“If the number of capital ships to
be provided this year is four, I recom-
mend that all be battle cruisers.

“If the number is six, I recommend
four battle cruisers and two dread-
noughts.

“If the number is eight, I recom-
mend four battle cruisers and four
dreadnoughts.

“If the number is ten, I recommend
six battle cruisers and four dread-
noughts,

marked difference between conditions
under which the British and German
