He was wrestling with Bob
Monograph of Chicago, a member of
the circus with which Gotch was trav-
ering, when he caught his left foot
between two mats and as he hurled
himself upon Monograph for a hip
hold, he twisted the leg, breaking the
bone just above the ankle. Jess Wil-
lard, champion heavyweight pugilist,
who was standing by, rushed to
Gotch's aid. With the help of Mon-
ograph and Tom Jones, Willard's
manager. he carriled the injured
wrestler to a waliting automobile
wl:;ﬁh took them to the Kenosha hos-
pd

treatment well and afterward said he
was feeling fine. ‘““This is the first real
acctdent I have ever had on a wres-
tling mat in the seventeen years I
have been in the game.

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MATHEWSON, GREATEST OF
ALL PITCHERS, LEAVES THE
GIANTS TO MANAGE THE REDS

Christopher Mathewson, pitcher par
excellence, master of strategy and
greatest figure New York has yet con-
tributed to baseball history, is to leave
the Glants. Matty retires from the
scene of his triumphs in the only
manner New York fans would coun-
tenance his going, for in a few days
Big Six will be installed as Charley
Herzog’s successor in the management
of the Cincinnati club.

Matty's transfer to the Reds is part
of a big deal engineered by Garry
Herrmann, president of the Cincinnati
outfit, and Harry Hempstead, head of
the New York club. In consideration
of the reclease to the Glants of Herzog
and Kenneth Williams, a young out-
flelder, the New York club gives
Matty, Eddie Roush and Bill Mec-
Kechnie. It remains only for the
board of directors of the Cincinnati
club to give its formal sanction to the
deal before the general shift will be
made.

It Is presumed that Matty will do
no more pitching. On a recent visit
to Bonesetter Reese at Youngstown,
he learned that two of his ribs had
become disjointed from the spine.
Only a long rest can heal the infury.

While New York is sorry to lose
Matty, who has long been dear to the
hearts of thousands of fans not only
here, but throughout the country, it
is glad to see him graduate to a lead-
erghip. He will make good. Matty
could never fail in baseball, no matter
what his undertaking.

Matty has been with the Glants
almost seventeen years, and during
that long period has given remarkable
service. This season, when even his
intimates thought he was absolutely
through, he has been one of Mec-
Graw's few dependables.

It was in 1900 that Matty came to
the Giants, when Buck Ewing and
George Davis shared the unenviable
management job. In 1902 Horace
Fogel led the Gilants and he tried to
make a first baseman of the great
pitcher. Fortunately, McGraw was
appointed manager in July, 1902, and
Matty was kept at his pitching, 'in
which he soon took his place among
the stars.

‘“Big Six'’ began pitching at Key-
stone Academy in Pennsylvania in
1896 and gained quite a reputation in
the vicinity of his home town, Fac-
toryville. He played with the Hones-
dale semi-professionals in 1898 and
the next year saw him at Bucknell
University starring on the diamond
and the gridiron. In the summer he
pitched for Honesdale, and drifted to
Taunton of the New England League.

In 1900 he went to Norfolk of the
Virginia League. The late Capt,
Coffin, owner of the Norfolk club,
saw the big youngster in action and
foresaw a brilHant future for him. He
sold Christy to New York, but the
Giants soon sent him back to Norfolk.
The club was in a sorry state then and
additions to the salary list were not
welcomed.

Cincinnati, then managed by Bob
Allen, with the late John T. Brush as
president, drafted Matty from Nor-
folk. Cincinnati was in just as sorry
condition as the Giants and it took a
shine to the veteran Amoe Rusle. New
York traded Rusie to the Reds for
Matty, Rusle soon made his exit
from baseball, while Matty grew more
famous from day to day.

His ‘greatest feat came in, the
world’'s serfee of 1905, when he beat
the Athletics practically single
handed. He pitched twenty-seven
consecutive innings of scoreless ball
and earned three shutouts. The
Athletics made three runs in that en-
tire series, and they got them all in
their lone victory.

It was some years ago that Matty
pitched that game in which the Cubs
beat the Glants by 19 to 0. They set
up an immediate howl that Matty was
through, but season after season he
fooled them. Until this season he
avoided the spitball and always
pitched more with his head than his
sturdy right. In recent years he has
been troubled by a pain in his left
shoulder.

It is a coincidence that Matty goes
to a club over which he has exerted
almost a mystic spell. Year after
year the Reds were the one outfit that
Matty had eating out of his hand.
