Prussian Junkers Fight the 
Chancellor; Political Affairs In ; 

Germany Become More Acute 
London, July 20.—The political sit­

uation in Germany tends to become 
more and more complicated. The 
Prussian Junkers (really the deadliest 
of Germany's enemies) are putting up 
a great fight. Although they seem to 
have quieted their clamor against the 
chancellor, they are using their whole 
influence against the policy he stands 
for, and it is because he knows their 
organization is so powerful that Herr 
von Bethmann-Hollweg gave rein to 
his Indignation in his last relchstag 
speech and attacked these pamph­
leteers and hidden enemies with vio­
lence. 

The Prussian junkers who form the 
bulk of the chancellor's enemies can­
not forgive him two things: first, the 
fact that he inclined too much to the 
left and is almost friendly to the so­
cialists; second, the conciliatory dis­
position he showed in avoiding a rup­
ture with the United States by mak-
ink some concessions regarding the 
submarine war. 

At present great public interest cen­
ters upon the Prussian official Kapp. 
a capable and energetic man who is 
a director of the provincial agrarian 
associations. He was the writer of 
the pamphlet so vigorously repudiated 
by the chancellor in the reichstag, 
and he has now published an account 
of his dealings with von Bethmann-
Hollweg. He says he endeavored to 
obtain a personal interview with the 
chancellor after the speech, to discuss 
the matter with him, but was refused. 
He goes on to say: 

"My representative replied; "Herr 
Kapp reproached the imperial chan­
cellor's policy with incapacity and 
weakness. The chancellor used insult-

Agrarians Behind Wim 
From the press comments on this 

declaration, it is obvious that Kapp 
has the whole of the agrarian party 
behind him. and. moreover, the finan­
cial means which this class has at its 
disposal enables it to conduct a wide­
spread and probably very effective 
propaganda. 

The Social Democratic Frankfurter 
Volksstimme, which recently pooh-
poohed the annexationist propaganda 
as of small account, contains the fol­
lowing warning: 

"The association of extremists which 
is working in Germany both in front 
and behind the scenes for a ruthless 
war policy, and which has not the 
slightest regard for the future of our 
culture and the re-establishment of 
our economic institutions, is much 
more powerful and far more unscrup­
ulous than is generally believed. 

"We hear that this society Is carry­
ing on a very energetic and systema­
tic propaganda here in Frankfort-on-
Main. All over the surrounding coun­
try the 'notables' of the villages are 
being Invited to confidential confer­
ences, which are attended by mem­
bers of the feudal Automobile club 
of Frankfort, who bring with them 
for distribution these secret 'memor­
anda' against 'peace talk' and the 
chancellor." 

A crowded meeting of the German 
Navy league recently sent an en­
thusiastic telegram to von Tlrplts, 
and Admiral Koester in a fiery speech 
preached a "ruthless" submarine war 
"which would swiftly strike the en­
emy to the heart," and demanded a 
peace "which will assure Germany's 
position forever." 

These feelings are not confined to 
the conservatives- They are shared by 
a large part of the national liberal 
party, one of whom, Herf Baumeister, 
writes with great alarm in the Nation •: 
ale Korrespondenz. He says the 
chancellor's policy ought to be op­
posed if he continues to try to corns 
to an agreement with the social dem­
ocrats by sacrificing "the claims of 
the German policy of might." He 
says the anxiety which Germany's 
future inspires in himself and his fol­
lowing compels them to oppose the 
chancellor.
