• this rule was adhered to to the last, 
as a statment lasuoj by President 
Hempstead of the New York team 
yesterday revealed the fact that It 
was not until "Matty" had asked for 
permission to negotiate for a man* 
agerlal berth that the Idea of trad* 
Ing him entered their minds-

It was hardly a 
moment after it was completed that 
President Hermann announced that 
Mathewson would <be tn charge of the 
team beginning today.
