Mr. Dopsting showed the pictures 
of the escaped men to the children 
and they at once picked out Neavels 
as the white man, but could not iden­
tify the negro. 

Trails were found where the men 
had gone to milk the cows and to get 
vegetables from the garden. A make­
shift bed was found in the cave. 

The nearest any man got to see the 
men was when a farmer living near 
by tried to see them with the glasses. 
They saw him and Immediately turn­
ed their backs and walked to the 
other side of the hill.

passed by the legislature in 1909, and, 

Whereas, It has been reported to this 
board that the weed known as the sow 
thistle has made Its appearance In 
many fields In the county and If not de­
stroyed will cause considerable damage 
to growing crops and become a danger­
ous pest to crops grown in the future. 

Therefore, Be It Resolved. That the 
state's attorney of this county be and 
he is hereby instructed to communicate 
with the several township officers and 
cause enforcement of the law, using 
every means possible to have said law 
enforced, and that said means of en­
forcement be taken forthwith and 
further that the county auditor be and 
he is hereby Instructed to have pub­
lished In the minutes of this meeting a 
copy of the 1909 noxious weed law for 
the Information of all concerned.

COMMISSIONER OF CANADA AND 

SOW THISTLES. 
(S. B. No. 123—Plain.) 

An Act declaring certain noxious 
Weeds to be a public nuisance and cre­
ating a commissioner of noxious weeds, 
providing for the manner of his ap­
pointment and prescribing his powers 
and duties, and providing penalties for 
"allure to perform the same and pro­
viding penalties for failure to comply 
with his notice and orders. 
Be It Enacted by the Legislative As­

sembly of the State of North Dakota: 
1. Public Nuisance. All Canada and 

sow thistles and quack grass are hereby 
declared to be and the same are a pub­
lic nuisance, and the board of township 
supervisors In organized townships, and 
the board of county commissioners for 
unorganized townships are hereby em­
powered to destroy the same as herein­
after provided. 

2. Commissioner Appointed. There 
shall be appointed by the board of 
township supervisors in all organized 
townships, and by the board of countv 
commissioners in all unorganized town­
ships, for each township or election pre­
cinct, and by the city council of any 
city, or the board of trustees of any 
town or village, as the case may be, 
some competent person, to be stvled 
'Commissioner of Noxious Weeds," who 
shall take the oath required of town­
ship officers, and shall hold hiF office 
for the term of one year, and until his 
sucoessor Is appointed and qualified, 
and who shall receive for his compen­
sation the sum of three dollars a day 
for each day necessarily spent in the 
performance of his duty. The board of 
appointment may, at any time, for good 
emise, remove the commissioner from 
office, and appoint his successor to serve 
the remaining portion of his time, and 
it shall be the duty of said board to 
strictly enforce all the provisions of 
this act, and they shall fjave the same 
power as the commissioner of noxious 
weeds In discharging such dutv. 

3. Duties of Commissioner. The com­
missioner of noxious weeds shall dili­
gently examine and investigate into the 
existence and Introduction of Canada 
and sow thistles and quack grass In his 
township or precinct, and if any are 
found growing therein he shall take 
charge of all such as are growing upon 
the highways and uncultivated lands, 
and prevent the same from going to 
seed, or otherwise spreading and he 
shall carefully investigate and ascer­
tain the best practicable methods for 
their destruction and he shall persist­
ently apply at proper times such remedy 
or treatment as he shall deem best cal­
culated to prevent their spread and to 
eradicate the same, and he shall serve 
upon all persons, partnerships, firms, 
corporations and associations owning or 
controlling any lands where such noxi­
ous weeds are growing, written notice 
to destroy the same within a time 
specified In said notice. 

4. Treatment of Thistles and Quack 
Grass on Cultivated Land. Taking Pos­
session. Appeal. In case said thistles 
and quack crass are found growing 
upon cultivated lands, the commissioner 
shall consult and advise with the 
owner, agent or occupant thereof as to 
their treatment, and if the said com­
missioner shall deem It necessary and 
expedient for him to fully control the 
same, he shall agree with the owner, 
agent or occupant as to the boundaries 
of the tract so infected which it is ex­
pedient for him to control for the pur­
pose of destroying such noxious weeds 
and he shall mark the same by stakes 
and thereafter such infected tract, or 
as much as from time to time remains 
infected, shall be managed and con­
trolled by the said commissioner for 
the purpose of destroying said thistles 
and quack grass, and for so long a 
time as it may he necessary to complete 
such work. In case th» commissioner 
and the owner, agent or ocrupant of 
said land cannot agree as regards the 
propriety of the commissioner controll­
ing such tract, or the boundaries of the 
same, then the commissioner shall pro­
ceed to stake out or mark such bound­
aries as he deems proper, and file a de­
scription of such tract and a record of 
his proceedings with the town clerk in 
organized townships or county auditor 
In unorganized townships. The owner, 
agent or occupant of the land may. if 
he feels aggrieved, appeal from such 
decision of the commissioner within five 
days to the township supervisors or to 
the county commissioners, as the case 
may be, by filing written notice of ap­
peal with the township clerk or countv 
auditor, as the case may be, and there­
upon such board shall proceed within 
five days to review the same, and to 
hear the reason for and against the de­
cision of the commissioner, and a ma­
jority of such board of appeal shall 
decide as to the propriety of taking pos­
session of the tract alleged to be in­
fected. and if they decide to take such 
possession, shall also determine the 
boundaries of the same, and shall direct 
said commissioner to exterminate said 
thistles and quack grass without un­
necessarily depriving the owner of the 
land of any legitimate use and enjov-
ment of the same, not Interfering in any 
way with the destruction of such 
thistles and quack grass, and the owner 
or occupant of said land shall pay all 
cost ana expense of labor for said ex­
termination, which shall not exceed the 
sum of one hundred dollars for each 
hundred and sixty acres, or fraction 
thereof, in any one year without the 
written consent of the supervisors of 
said township or county commissioners, 
as the case may be, and that the sum so 
expended shall be a lien upon said tract 
so infected; and if the owner or occu­
pant shall not pay the same to said 
commissioner on or before the first 
Monday of December following, the 
commissioner shall certify under oath 
to the county auditor the amount so 
due on each tract; and It shall be the 
duty of said commissioner to collect the 
same In a civil action and cover the 
same into the general fund of the re­
spective districts. 

6. Salary of Commissioner. It shall 
be the duty of the board of township 
supervisors or the board of county 
commissioners as the case may be, to 
pay out of the general fund the salary 
of the commissioner of noxious weeds, 
and all expenses and disbursements In­
curred under the provisions of thia act, 
upon verified vouchers duly audited ana 
approved. 

6. Prosecutions. It shall be tbe 
duty of the commissioner to prosecute 
on complaint filed with the proper au­
thorities, any person or corporation who 
shall violate any law now existing or 
which shall hereafter be passed on the 
subject of Canada and sew thistles and 
quack grass.

cost and result. 

Fourth: He shall report such other 
matters, as may be required of him by 
the board of township supervisors, or 
by the county commissioners, as the 
case may be. 

Fifth: He shall state his views on 
the further treatment of each Infected 
tract and make such suggestions aad 
recommendations as he may deem 
proper and useful. 

8. Enforcement of Act. All officials 
charged with the enforcement of this 
act shall have the right and may go 
upon lands Infected, or which they be­
lieve to be infected, with Canada or 
sow thistles or quack grass, for any 
purpose necessary for such enforce­
ment. All officials charged with the 
enforcement of this act who neglect or 
refuse to carry out the provisions of 
this act shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction shall 
be fined not less than ten nor more 
than fifty dollars. 

9. Land Owners. Any person, part­
nership, firm, corporation or association 
who after due notice, shall neglect or 
fail to cut down, dig up, destroy or take 
other certain means of exterminating 
Canada and sow thistles or quaok grass, 
or prevent the same from going to- seed, 
that may at any time be growing upon 
any lands owned or controlled by them, 
shall be liable for each offense In a sum 
not less than twenty-five dollars, nor 
more than one hundred dollars, to be 
recovered In a civil action by the com­
missioner of noxious weeds and to 
cover the same into the general fund 
of the respective districts. 

10. Emergency. An emergency Is 
hereby declared to exist in that there 
is no adequate law providing for the 
destruction of Canada and sow thistles 
and quack grass; therefore this act 
shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and approval.

The tile drained portion of the ex­
periment station farm dries off faster 
after a rain than does the portion not 
drained. This has been a big advant­
age to the crops and it has facilitated 
the work as this land could he work­
ed sooner than that which was not 
drained. 

After a heavy rain the water would 
stand in the ditches full to overflow­
ing on the side of the road not ditch­
ed while on the side that was tiled the 
water would soon seep away. Over 
one hundred acres of the land in the 
plot work was tiled last summer. The 
water continued to run from the tile 
all summer. The laterals are from 
70 to 90 feet apart. The tile will not 
draw that far hut the surface water 
can be led toward the tile. It is sur­
face water that causes the trouble 
largely. If it can be led away before 
it has time to seep into the soil the 
damage from it is avoided. 

The land that was tiled is quite 
level so that there was not much fall 
to be secured. The main tile has a fall 
of half an inch to the 100 feet and 
the laterals have a little more fall. 
This is proving to be fall enough 
when the tile is carefully laid. More 
fall would be better yet this tile 
drainage work has proved a success 
under as severe conditions as will us­
ually be met with in the Red River 
valley. This has been a good year to, 
try it out. The crops on this tiled land; 
are very fine. In places where the! 
land slopes away from the tile so that ', 
the water has been held the crops are • 
not so good. This has given the sur- ; 

face water a chance to seep into the 
ground and It will take considerable 
time for this to move through the 
30 to 40 feet between it and the tile. 

The land used In the plant breeding 
work was tiled several years ago. 
Since the tile was put In it has been 
possible to work land sooner in the 
spring and sooner after a rain than 
similar land not tiled.
