Woman Suffrage, 'torho has announced 
that she and her co-workers will fight 
Charles E. Hughes 'because of his ad­
vocacy of the proposed suffrage 
amendment to the United States con­
stitution. 

Democrats are particularly pleased 
over the facts .that Mrs. Dodge chal­
lenges Mr. Hughes to come out for 
national prohibition in order to get 
rid of the liquor question in national 
politics. From this time on the Dem­
ocrats will attempt to link the suf­
frage and liquor questions together to 
the advantage of Mr. Wilson. 

"Mr. Hughes," Mrs. Dodge says, 
"takes a 'short cut '-straight across his 

federal amendment. 
"There is another 'great and deter­

mined opposition,' which has gained 
greater headway than woman suf­
frage. Would Mr. Hughes grant the 
demands of the Prohibition party for 
the immediate submission of a fed­
eral amendment because Its advo­
cates have "sidetracked our political 
life?'

real to the average sheltered woman 
who has always, from her childhood, 
had her primal needs satisfied by her 
father, has been pampered and petted 
through her youth by her family, and 
after marriage falls into the same pro­
tected groove behind the income of 
her husband. She must have every­
thing she needs, because she always 
has had what she Granted. 

"Perhaps the girls who have come 
out of college or school who have 
earned their own living In all sorts 
of adventurous ways make far better 
wives than the young ladies who go 
slapbang from the debut to woman's 
proper and appointed place, the home. 

"The girl who has worked and who 
has seen her own labor turned into 
money is far less likely to revert to 
the mid-Victorian type and to regard 
marriage as an evasion of her own 
self-support. Her husband will not be 
the object of continual and unreason­
able demands for thingB beyond his 
earning capacity. 

"On the other hand, queerly enough, 
there seem to be Just as many women 
working who regard marriage as an 
easy escape from the toil of working. 
Here, they say, is a man to support 
them for the rest of their life, and 
they sink into the home without any 
worry as to their share of the obliga­
tions." 

This makes, indeed, rather a bad 
case against the American wife. The 
only hope seems to lie in the self-
supporting girl who goes into the real 
adventure with both knowledge and 
experience of the real world to guide 
her, so that her desire for her family 
and herself does not outrun her intui­
tion of what a man In business has 
to contend with. 

But it might be interesting to And 
out how much the American man is 
responsible for his own burdens, by 
enoouraging his wife to think him a 
|i «it man. capable of anything, and 
in depriving his daughters of an al­
lowance. All sorts of domestic unhap-
plness might be -obviated by a cold, 
bare budget system, begun with busi­
ness-like precision the day after the 
honeymoon ends. .

Toons VMowm of 70 and 80 Still 
Hard at Wflit 

William Dean Howells, who has sev­
enth titles of published works to his 
credit, celebrated his seventy-ninth 
birthday In March by publishing In 
the Century the first instalment of his 
latest novel, "The Leatherwood God." 
One of a sturdy generation of writers 
and editors. 

In the same month Mrs. Amelia 
Barr, who- has upward of sixty novels 
on her list, reached 86; ex-President 
Charles W. Elliot, SS; in April John 
Burroughs, essayist, passed the 79th 
milestone. Col. Henry Watterson of 
the Louisville! Courier-Journal is *T6; 
Henry Mills Alden, editor of Harper's, 
is two months the junior of Mr. 
Howells; Dr. Lyman Abbott, editor of 
the Outlook, is a little past 81, and 
William Hayes Ward of the Indepen­
dent Is 79. One of last year's best 
sellers Is a novel by George W. Cable, 
who Is 71. Hamilton Wright Kable 
Joins the septuagenarians in Decem­
ber. 

Our vigorous aiders In the writing 
game apparently never give vener-
abtllty a thought; they are all too 
busy, says the Century. Mr. Alden Is 
one of the keenest, most alert and 
energetic of American editors. Col.

Where 
a hundred girl babies die In the first 
year of life, our census shows that 
there die about one hundred and 
thirty boys. 

In the sense organs there is a dif­
ference closer to what we know of 
mind, and which is not wholly in ac­
cord with the common thought that 
women are more sensitive than men. 
They are more delicate of touch, and 
can perceive certain tastes, notably 
sweet, at a low degree than escapes 
tfhe man, although for salt and sour 
and bitter, as well as for smell in gen­
eral, the evidence is not so clear. In 
Miss Nelson's experiments in Cali­
fornia, says George Malcolm Stratton 
in the Century, the men were able to 
hear fainter tones, and for all but one 
of several pure colors of the spectrum 
the men, contrary to the popular be­
lief, detected the color at a lower in­
tensity than did the woman. 

But besides this difference in the 
senses when they are normal, serious 
defects of eye and ear come far more 
often to the man and to the man-
child. Color blindness, which is 
usually innate and is therefore not to 
be ascribed to the manner in which 
man lives and works, is about twofold 
more frequent among men than 
among women. Blindness pure and 
simple is also more frequent among 
men. 

Of the number reported totally 
blind in our country, about 20,000 are 
male and 15,500 axe female. As 
proof that this great excess of the 
male blind is not due entirely to the 
greater danger In men's work, there 
is a great excess of males among 
those blind at birth. The most seri­
ous defect^ of hearing also occur 
oftener among men; for of those re­
ported in our census as totally deaf 
there are thousands more males than 
there are females. 

DISCIPLINE AND INTEREST. 
Kansas City Star: John despises 

Latin but is devoted to chemistry. He 
works hard at his Latin, but doesn't 
get anywhere, while his chemistry, as 
he says, "come easy." Father fears 
that his chemistry isnt doing him 
much good, because it Is so easy, and 
he wants htm to keep on with Latin 
for the sake of "disciplining his 
mind." In fact, father believes the 
mind is disciplined only by uninter­
esting studies, and is suspicious of 
those that interest John, as In a way 
enervating. 

Father is a successful doctor. He is 
absorbed in his work and can concen­
trate on it to any extent. His friends 
say he has a thoroughly disciplined 
mind. What do they mean T Why, 
they mean that he knows what he 
wants to do and that he carries out 
his plan intelligently in spite of dis­
tractions or difficulties. Father un­
derstands perfectly that be is able to 
do what he does because he thinks 
the results he is after are worth at­
taining; he Is interested in them. 
Without the stimulus of Interest he 
knows he wouldn't stick to his work. 

Perhaps he will realize some day 
that interest and discipline are not 
hostile to each other and that John 
will get better habits of applying him­
self and conquering difficulties If he 
is interested In what he is doing. 

THE ARABIC LANGUAGE. 
Though the Arabs number less than 

the population of London their lan­
guage Is one of the most widely spok­
en and influential in the world, for 
It is the language of the Koran.

Renan, after ex­
pressing his surprise that such a lan­
guage should spring from the desert 
regions of Arabia and reach perfec­
tion in nomadic camps, declares that 
it surpasses all its sister Semitic lan­
guages in richness of vocabulary, deli­
cacy of expression and the logic of its 
grammatical construction. — London 
Chronicle.
