Farming is Safe Farming

Need of “Safe Farming”

By J. G. HANEY, Agr. Ext. Dept., L. H. C.

Particularly in the Red River Val-
ley there has been no season for
many years when the prospects for a
great grain crop have gone glimmer-
ing so completely as they have the
present season. We had not yet fully
recovercd from the effects of the im-

mense yield and fairly good prices re-|

ceived for last year's crop, so it has
been hard for some to realize that the

present crop could be so badly dam-!

aged.

The conditions as to crops are prac- |
tically reversed as compared with last |
year; that is, corn and alfalfa, clovers!
and other feed crops during the pres-!
ent season have made especially gnodi

showings, while last year corn was al-
most entirely ruined by the cold sea-|
gon, and the small grains did well. The |
situation at present is that those who
are depending wholly on grain crops
for their income will be greatly in-|
convenienced. Such changes in crop |
conditions do not ecffect livestock to
any great extent. Consequently the
farmer who has his farm fairly well
stocked will not be put to such straits|
as his neighbor who has no Iivcstuckl

to fall back on.

Ldvestock Increasing in the Northwest
It is very gratifying to note that the

late census reports show a very mark-

ed increase in the number of live-;

stock in the northwest. In fact, T be-

lieve North Dakota claimed the dis-

land not suitable for farming. beef
| cattle are receiving more attention,
and even on many farms portions are
| being seeded down with a view to
pasturing stock and raising feed for
| them during the winter.

|  While the returns per acre from
land pastured is perhaps not so great
as from grain growing, the fact that
the stock will barvest the crop them-
selves leaves perhaps a greater net
return than is received on the aver-
age from growing grain crops which
require such a large amount of labor.

Utilizing the Waste Iand and Surplus
Feed.

On many farms there is more or
less land that could be utilized for
pasture, that is not wholly suitable
for farming purposes, or that could be
utilized for pasture more profitably
than for farming. Farms are being
divided and put into rotation with the
idea of allowing the land to rest up
while being used as pasture. On every
farm there is also a surplus of rough-
age that should be utilized by feeding
it to livestock. This is particularly
true if it is realized that a cultivated
crop, such as corn, should be grown
in order to keep the land in proper
condition.

As a general thing. the ordinary
force on a farm that handled a grain
crop could at the same time put up
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tinction of being the only state which
showed an increase in both dairy and
beef cattle during the past year. There
has also bheen a very encouraging
increase in the number of hogs and
sheep which are being raised and sold,
and in most cases such ventures have
proven profitable to those engaging in
them.

There are in the northwest many
farmers who came here because they
thought it possible to farm profitably
without livestock, and in many cases
left eastern states hecause they did
not like livestock farming. Such men
8oon come to realize that it is as im-
possible to farm profitably in the
northwest without livestock, as it was
in the eastern states, These farrmhers |
are more ready to make the inevitable |
change to diversified farming, includ-
ing both livestock and grain growing.
and soon reap the results of such a
change.

Every Farm Should have Livestock.

Those who have given this subject
any careful consideration must admit
that sooner or later every farm in the
northwest must have some livestock.
The kind of livestock will depend
largely on the taste and capability of
the farmer.

At the present time there is appar-
ently more sure and ready money in
the dalry business than any other line
of livestock farming, and there are
farms in the vicinity of Grand Forks
that are receiving more than $200 per
month from a herd of cows which
have not been bred particularly for
milk production. The fact that new
creameries are starting up and doing
immense business in all sections indi-
cate that advantage is being taken of
this line of farming.

of stock, and it is being realized that
there is no farm enterprise that is
more certain that some good live-
stock, reasonably well cared for.

Something Growing into Money,

The strictly grain farmer is com-
pelled to submit to a single pay day
in the vear. That is, there is only one
time in the year when there is any
cash coming in from the farm, which
is at the time the grain is sold. With
a livestock farmer if he is milking
part of his cows, the cream check
comes once a week, or oftener, if he
sells his products direct to the home
creamery. Those who have tried sell-
ing something every week, or at least
every month in the year, as compared
with once a year, realize the advant-
age that is gained.

With the average farmer it is not
the large expenses for machinery and
equipment that worry him, so much
as it is the little running expenses
which accumulate throughout the
vear, and must be paid for when the
grain is sold. And after forty years of
farming, his land is not so certain,
and all must admit that expenses have
increased, so that a change is being
forced on the farmer whether he is
willing or not.

No Great Expense to Make a Begin-
ning.

It Is quite offen contended by those
who realize that they should make a
chiange, that the expenses would be
too great, It is of course possible to
g0 to a great deal of expense in mak-
ing a beginning in livestock. It is also
possible to make a beginning with
very little expense. As a general thing
it is good advice to begin with what
you have. A small pasture fenced
with barb wire and a straw shed and
some kind of a silo, are about all that
is essential in growing fat cattle. With
these inexpensive improvements, the
business can be made to pay its own
way, and any man wishing to make
the heginning in this line can usually
get assistance if he needs it.

For the past three winters on the

1. H. C. farms, both at Aberdeen and

Grand Forks, we have used straw
sheds for wintering both stock cattle
and fattening cattle, and have found
them satisfactory in every respect.
These sheds, where material has to be
bought, will not cost more than $1
for each head of stock they will hold.
it has often been said, by those who
did not know of course, that in this
region the winters are so severe that
livestock cannot be handled success-
tully. There are apparently no good
grounds for such a statement or be-
lief, In fact, there are farmers in this
vicinity from eastern states who say
that with the same amount of feed

tations as stock countries. The dry
winters and even temperatures are
big advantages. That is, livestock ap-
parently notice the change in temper-

 ature from above freezing to zero a

great deal more than they do from
10 to 20 or 30 degrees below zero.

During the past three winters, all
the I. H. C. farms at
Grand Forks has been fed on the out-
side of the sheds. The feeding is done
on the south side of the buildings
which breaks the wind to some ex-
tent, but is not s0 good a protection
as a good grove or shelter belt would
be. These cattle have not only lived
through the winter, but made good
gains and growth at all times. Dalry
cows should of course be treated
somewhat differently, but for stock
cattle there need not be any great ex-
pense for sheds and barns, until they
can be afforded. \

Begin With What You Have and
Breed Up.

There is perhaps no greater mistake
made by many men who decide to
make a change, than “going” into the
stock business. The word “going”
should be changed to ‘“growing,” that
is, this change should be made grad-
ually. Our region is full of

That s, ea.chi
farmer will own a share in wha(e\'erI
breeding stock they are particularly
interested in. In this way it is only a
few years until there is a very marked
improvement in the quality of Hve-'
stock. ‘

Livestock Increase Rapidly.

Looking ahead, it would apparently
be a long time before a beginning of!
a few head of livestock would make|
any difference in the farm income.
There can never he any advamngei
gained until the beginning is made,
and with many, a beginning with one
to four sow pigs, or heifer calves, the
increase will be as rapid as their
knowledge and experience will justify.
Five head of good pigs. or two good

show more net profit than ten times
as many not properly fed and cared
for. Knowing how to care for live-
stock comes from study and experi-
ence. Success with livestock depends
on knowing how to care for them and
doing it. Livestock farming is not for
a lazy man, but for the man with am-
bition and pride, and who wants to
succeed.

LITTLE CHANGE
IN H0G MARKET

Porkers Got Somewhat: Un-

even Bids Yesterday—
Not Much Change.

South St. Paul. Aug. 19.—After the
spurt which Thursday carried best
hogs up to a par with the season’s
record reached last Friday there was
some reaction in the trade yesterday.
Outside news was not strong enough
to afford sellers here the necessary
leverage with which to hold the gen-
eral rate schedule up fully and an-
other factor was the absence of any
of the prime corn-fed porkers which
late Thursday capped the sales list at
$10.25. Outsiders j:aid that price for a
limited number late yesterday, how-
ever.

Packers’ purchases were reported
as $9.75 to $10.20 gith mixed grades
at $9.80 to $10.10-And packers down
to $9.75 while best light and butcher
kinds ranged up to the top figure.
Early bids often looked a nickel off
and in spots sellers reported dime cut
in offers. Actual sales, however, held
close to a steady average as supply
fell below first esiimates.

Pigs of good grade held steady but
buyers showed increased dislike for
the plain little stuff and bid as low as
$7 on some of the latter while still
paying around $8.75 for best kinds.

Estimated receipts were 3,400
against 3,210 a week ago and 2,080
a year ago. Nine markets had in the
neighborhood of 50,000 for the day.

The setbacks today were
very few and only of short duration
and the market has steadllg advanced
all day except for the slight reaction
Just before the close.

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CATTLE VALUES
REMAIN STEADY

Beef Grades of Good Quality
Wholly Lacking—Re-
ceipts 2,800.

South St. Paul, Aug. 19—South St.
Paul had more cattle yesterday than
any other Western market and
around the circuit generally there was
a very small quota with less than 10,-
000 head at nine points. Locally the
receipts were of the same quality as
on recent sessions. Buyers found
nothing good to choice in the assort-
ment and just fair was the best that
could be said of any of the beef ma-
terial except some packers had in
direct from another market.

There were a few Dakota offerings
on hand but nothing on the range or-
der with quality that could compete
to any special advantage with the na-
tive varieties which made up practi-
cally the whole rtun. Traders are
looking for a good sized run at the
start next week and hope for some
improvement in quality although ap-
pearance of any considerable quantity
of Westerns above the ordinary in
merit might prove more or less detri-
mental to the common native kinde
which have been s0o much in evidence
of late.

Packers thus far have shown good
appetite for all fleshy stock although
acting indifferent towards inferior
material and especially poor stock re-
jected by stocker buyers. The $5.50
to $7.50 range of prices has been in
force for nearly all steer stuff since
Monday and nothing to match the
$8.85 to $9.40 beeves here that day
has appeared. Yesterday only isolat-
ed offerings landed round $8.00 and
practically nothing passed that mark.
On the other hand there was a junky
sort hardly worth a nickel a pound.

Cowse and heifers had nothing on
the steer quota when it came to
quality yesterday. There was a lot of
medium to plain grassy stuff of Min-
nesota, Wisconsin and Dakota orizin.
The $5.00 to $6.50 trading basis pre-
vailed for bulk of the showing while
cutters and canners went under that
spread and down to $4.00. Bulls have
held about steady all week although
not quite so active selles as last week.

Veal calves cashed at steady terms
yesterday, holding the $11.75 top
reached earlier in the week when new
price records were established. Plain
and heavy calves sel] at intervening
points down to $5.00,

Estimated receipts were 2,100 cat-
tle and 700 calves against 1,183 cat-
tle and 650 calves a week ago and
1,603 cattle and 498 calves a year
ago.
